Hargett earned 40 percent of the 56, 
369 votes cast to Anderson’s 32 per­
cent. District-wide, Patterson took 18 
percent, and Tom Ramsay got 10
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percent.
Patterson carried his home county 

by better than 70 percent.
Red River County voters polled 579 

votes for Hargett, 909 votes for Pat­
terson, 294 votes for Ramsay and 255 
votes for Anderson.

Bogata and Rosalie residents cast 
103 votes for Hargett, 146 for Patter­
son, 23 for Ramsay and nine for

Anderson. Fulbright voters gave 
Hargett 8 votes, Patterson 28, Ram­
say 7 and Anderson five. The 
Johntown box finals gave Hargett 3, 
Patterson 12, Ramsay 6 and Anderson 
9. Idjne Star residents votes tallied 15 
votes for Hargett, 18 for Patterson, 4 
for Ramsay and 9 for Anderson. 
Cuthand voters gave Hargett 7 votes.

Patterson 9, Ramsay 10 and Anderson 
4.

Absentee votes were 27 for Hargett, 
30 for Patterson, 8 for Ramsay and 10 
for Anderson.

Titus County voters cast 1031 votes 
for Hargett, %8 votes for Patterson, 
332 votes for Ramsay and .595 votes 
for Anderson.

Lamar County supported Patterson 
with 4208 votes, followed by Hargett
with 1212 votes, and Anderson in third 
with 311 votes, leaving 171 votes for 
Tom Ramsay.

In a statement Saturday night, 
Hargett said that since his other two 
opponents were conservatives, he’ll

pull a lot of those votes. Anderson said 
he plans to concentrate efforts to win 
and increase the voter turnout.

A series of debates between Hargett 
and Anderson is being planned, which 
will take place sometime before the 
September election which will decide 
the outcome of the race.

Lobster is a favorite food, but usual­
ly beyond our reach, financially. 
However, in a part of the world where 
that crustacian is a major source of 
fishing income, they are fresh, 
fabulous and affordable.

We managed to reduce the popula­
tion by four that first night, bibs wrap­
ped around our necks, wielding, the 
crackers and picks cheerfully to ob­
tain every morsel we'eoiil^ from 
claw, body or tail.

The next morning, we headed up 
the coast of Maine toward Cam- 
pobello Island, a jointly maintained 
Canadian-U.S. park which offers 
tours of the Franklin D. Roosevelt 
home there.

Along our route, beautiful two and 
three story homes, surrounded by 
flower beds, snug harbors populated 
with fishing boats of every size and 
description, and light houses begged 
for picture taking.

Many of the homes date back to the 
glory days of the whaling and fishing 
industry, and featured huge bay win­
dows "widows walks” and lovely 
grounds.

The most noticable difference, 
however, is the almost total lack of 
brick housing. In a land where the 
temperature plummets to 40 below 
zero during the depths of winter, brick 
is a poor insulator, and besides, the

soil yields no clay and all brick must 
be shipped in from great distances. 
Cedar shakes and ship lap siding add 
charm to the homes and barns.

Roadside stands offer up seafoods 
fresh from the ocean, which is never 
mroe than a few miles away at most.

Lobster boats chuff out to the open 
ocean, sail boats wend their graceful 
way between buoys, and big fishing 
boats growl along dockside.

Everywhere are the sea gulls and 
flowers of summer.

At the entrance to Canada, a nice 
young man asked the usual questions 
about weapons, alcohol, tobacco and 
valuables, then asked where we were 
from. “Texas” , we chorused, and he 
smiled and waved us on through.

Then, he caught sight of the Florida 
license plate, and his mouth opened 
and hand raised. Apparently he decid­
ed we might be strange, but not worth 
questioning further, for then he clos­
ed mouth, dropped hand and shrugg­
ed his shoulders, obviously thinking 
his associates could deal with us 
somewhere else along the line!

The Roosevelt home is beautiful in 
a simple, understated way, and the 
term “cottage” hardly seems to apply 
to a home with 35 rooms.

However, it is open, airy, with 
breath taking views of sea and hill. 
Campobello, which Roosevelt called 
his “beloved isle” was the place 
where he learned swimming and sail­
ing as a boy, and later came to be 
away from world wide pressures. Life 
there was slow paced and simple, and 
the furniture and household items 
reflect the simplicity of the man 
himself. The items he left there seem 
set down for only a moment rather 
than for years, and a feeling for the 
famous man emanates from the 
house.

Next door, one glimpses what life 
on a more opulent scale was like back 
then, as the Hubbard “cottage” 
reveals intricate stairways, detailed 
woodwork, a fantastic grand piano, 
crystal and silver, and an oval dining 
room window that frames one of the 
most beautiful views imaginable.

All around, flowers of variety and 
color vie with one another to catch the 
eye.

With a mind to closing times, 
however, we left and found a tiny lit­
tle bank at a village and exchanged 
our American money for Canadian.

That in itself is fun, since a $1.00 
American is worth $1.39 Canadian, 
and one comes away feeling richer 
than when he went in!

Paramedic Completion is for persons 
currently certified in EMT-Special 
Skills in Texas. EMT-Basics must 
successfully complete the Special 
Skills course before enrolling in the 
paramedic program. Special skills 
EMT’s must show proof of a refresher 
course taken within the last two years 
before enrolling.

PJC To Offer Telecourses
Learn English, history or business 

in front of your television set this fall. 
Paris Junior College will offer college 
credit telecourses to provide the op­
portunity for students to pursue an 
education in their own homes follow­
ing their own time schedules.

"The college is excited about the 
telecourses program because it opens 
the door to an education for many per­
sons who are unable to take courses 
on regular class schedules,” said 
Dwight Chaney, coordinator for the 
telecourse program at PJC. Persons 
with full-time jobs or those who work 
rotating shifts should be able to take 
these courses by viewing the 
videotaped lessons during their free 
time.

This fall, PJC will offer telecourses 
in U.S. History, U.S. Government, In­
troduction to Business, English Com­
position and Introduction to 
Humanities. The course lessons will 
include professionally produced video

tapes which may be viewed on college 
equipment, on Paris’ local cable 
Channel 8, or any video cassette 
recorder anywhere.

After attending an orientation ses­
sion for the course, students may 
check out the tapes in PJC ’s Learn­
ing Center or may watch the weekly 
lessons at regularly schedule times on 
the McCaw Cablevision local channel. 
As part of its public service program­
ming, McCaw will air the lessons and 
repeat them at least once weekly over 
the local channel.

Registration for the telecourses will 
be during PJC ’s regular fall enroll­
ment August 26-29 but persons unable 
to register by the alphabetical 
schedule may call Chaney to make 
arrangements. Tuition will be the 
same as other PJC  courses, but a $30 
laboratory fee will be charged for 
each one.

A day and evening orientation ses­
sion will be scheduled to explain the

routine of study to each class. Instruc­
tors also will plan these sessions 
around non-traditional work 
schedules.

During the course, students will 
have access to their instructors 
through a hot-line telephone number 
for asking questions or conferring 
about any problems. Video copies of 
all lessons will be available at the col­
lege in case a student misses a broad­
cast. Periodic on-campus evaluations 
or tests will be scheduled during the 
semester.

Hot Weather
Has A Few Advantages

By Herb Brevard
Hot, dry weather has some advan­

tages, but they are difficult to find, 
says Dr. George Philley, plant 
pathologist for the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Current conditions 
are slowing development of the most 
common plant diseases. The low 
humidity eliminates the damp en­
vironment normally associated with 
plant diseases.

During hto weather is an excellent 
time to plow the garden or row crop 
areas to expose disease organisms, 
insects and weed seeds to the hot sun­
shine. This procedure, called summer 
fallowing, usually does a good job of 
reducing disease organisms and some 
of the other pests.

Dry, hot weather also causes many 
plants to be under stress and thus 
susceptible to invasion by disease 
organisms. Hypoxylon canker is a 
fungus that attacks trees which are 
under stress. Oaks and hickory are 
most commonly affected. The fungus 
invades the tree and disrupts the flow 
of water to the foliage. Hypoxylon

canker will probably not kill ^jj^iree 
until the following year o re v e n  
longer. Philley says that once the tree 
becomes infected, there is no cure. 
Ironically, you never know the tree is - 
infected until it dies. I

Philley suggests extra watering for I 
those favorite trees in the landscape.  ̂
Deep watering is essential to prevent ; 
stress and thus conditions which are *• 
conducive to disease invasion. •

Dr E.E . Brooks, a native of 

Bagwell, TX, moved to Bogata to 
begin his medical practice July 10, 
1952. To almost everyone in this area, 
he has become more than a family 
doctor, he’s a family friend. He is one 
of the few remaining doctors who is 
willing to go out of his way to ac­
comodate and assist people in times 
of medical need.

Time To Inventory Winter Hay
By Herb Brevard

Now is the time to take inventory of 
winter hay needs, says Dr. Sim A. 
Reeves, Jr . agronomist. Determine 
how much hay is already cut and bal­
ed, how much can still b«’ produced 
and how many and what classes of 
livest(K‘k will bt' winteri'd.

If there is a current .shortage of 
forage for the number of cattle own­
ed. the producer may want to reduce 
the number of cattle to meet the 
forage availability. If additional hay 
is needed, novs’ is a good time to lay 
in the w inter’s supply. Prices normal­
ly increase after hay feeding begins.

May productin has been good in 
East Texas this year, even though 
some of the early cuttings were lower 
quality than normal.

Reeves says that producers should 
test the hay for quality so that the 
right hay is fed to each group of cat­
tle. Hay can be tested at Texas A&M’s

soil lab. Stephen F Austin's soil lab. 
Hopkins County Forage Testing Lab 
and several commercial labs. Coun­
ty Extension agents have addresses 
and instructions on collecting and 
shipping samples. A nominal fee is 
charged for the service.
