START INSPECTION
OF BURAL SCHOOLS
—

Austin Texas. Jan.—Inspection of
the country schools seeking school fund
ald from the depurtment of education
hus started and will continue during
the next three months,

Applications for school fund ald
number about 4,000, according to the
department. This Is the largest number
xince the fund was made avallable seven
yvears ago. The fund from which the
ald 18 glven amounts to $1,5600,000,
Because of the early closing of many
of the rural and town schools, accord-
Ing to department officlals, an attempt
will be made to complete the inspection
by the irst of April. Many of the
schools are planning to close in Febru-
ary or early March,
The school fund ald offers an oppor-
tunity to schools In rural districts to
extend their terms. provide equipment
amd supplies or erect new bulldings,
A large number of school bulldings
have been constructed In the rural dis-
tricts in the past few jyears through
this aid, the department records show,
The applications and inspections for
the ald are made anuually, The schools
in thelr applications, state their finan-
clal mied other conditions and these
stuntements are checked by the inspect-
ors of the state department of educat-
ion, If the applications are made sutis-
fnctory, the aisd is granted.
While the cluss of tenchers has been
partly respousible in the past for the
fuilure of a number of rural schools
to secure this ald, department officials
Any, the situation this year is conslder-
ably improved, This Is due, they suy,
to the same condition that obtailned
in other industries this year. Unem-
ployment in the ranks of the teachers
was such that there were many more
applicants for positions than there
were places and better teachers teach-
ors were thus obtained in many of the
schools. In previous years the posit-
lons had been more numerous than the
applicants it was stated,
