At first it is simply a lot of stars.
But then, the individual constella-
tions begin to appears: the big
dipper, little dipper, the seven sis-
ters. The Milky Way, our home,
our galaxy, spreads mistily across
the sky. Slowly, the eye can
descerenthe varied colors, the faint
red, blue or golden tints of various
stars or planets.

The longer one looks, the more
there is to see. Tiny points of light,
almost hidden by brighter ones,
glow in subdued splendor.

With the moon at only a sliver
and setting early, the stars domi-
nate the whole of the night sky.

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Tax Rebates Increase

Again In November

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
said Tuesday that the monthly tax
rebates sent to cities and counties
that collect the local sales tax in-
creased again in November.

"The payments to cities and coun-
ties continue to improve," Bullock
said. "The state's economic recovery
continues to pick up steam."

Bullock's office sent checks total-
ing $118.4 million to 1,045 cities.

Statewide, the 1983 year to date
payments to cities are up 12.4 per-
cent over last year.

Checkstotaling $52.6 million were
sent to the state's six metropolitan
transitauthorities and one city transit
department. This reflected a year to
date increase of twelve percent over
the same period last year.

Checkstotaling $10.2 million were
also mailed Tuesday to the 81 coun-
ties that collect the one-half percent
county sales tax.

Revenue to cities in the metropoli-
tan areas increased again this month.
Houston is still in the lead with a year

to date increase of 20.8 percent over
1987. Dallas had an increase of 8.3
percent and San Antonio saw an in-
crease of 8.8 percent. El Paso gained
11.8 percentand Fort Worth increased
10.2 percent. Austin's allocation was
up 7.9 percent.

November's checks represent taxes
collected by monthly filers in Sep-
tember and taxes collected by quar-
terly filers in July, August and Sep-
tember.

Locally, Blossom received
$6,500.96 fora30.17 percentincrease
while Deport received $2,461.98, for
a3.53 percentincrease. Parisreceived
$271,691.39 for a 7.08 percent in-
crease.

Bogata received $4,282.40 for a
3.81 percent decrease. Clarksville
received $26,273.89 for a 8.03 in-
crease.

Mt. Pleasantreceived $122,939.59
for an 8.25 percent increase. Talco
received $2,706.88, for a 29.79 per-
cent increase over last year's pay-
ments.

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Rivercrest Swamped By
Grand Saline

The storms which thundered across
East Texas early Saturday struck
Memorial Stadium in Commerce at
game time Friday night, although the
skies were silent and the clouds were
barren. The storms path of destruc-
tion was confined to the gridiron, the
result of the Grand Saline Indian's
total 48-8 devastation of the wide-
eyed Rivercrest Rebels.

_The Indians, champions of Dis-
trict 181_&? play, advance next to area
competition, facing the Paul Pewitt
Brahmans, who defeated Tatum by a
score of 20-13 next week.

The fighting Rebels end their sea-
son with a 4-7 record.

So, thorough as the Indian ambush
that they were able to score on seven
of their nine possessions in the game,
the clock alone halting their advance.
The execution of the double wing of-
fense was nearly without fault, as

idenced by the tribe's 429 rushing

ds. The game marked the second
week that the Rebels have been steam-
rolled by a crushing ground game.

The Indians began their scoring
rampage wtih a 93 six play drive
midway in the first quarter. Running
back, Paul Iley accounted for 65 of
those steps for the game's first marker.

Kevin Davis, boasting a strong toe,
added his first of six PAT's to give
the Indians a 7-0 lead. The Indians
tomahawked the outmanned Rebels
later in the period when Iley broke
for a 29-yard touchdown. The speed-

ster rushed for 169 yards in the
contest but all six coming in the first
half.

An early second quarter fumble,
one of two the Rebels lost, lead to a
third tribe score.

The Rebel outlook improved,
however, when senior lineman Ronny
Alsup recovered a lose Indian foot-
ball at the Rebel 40, one minute into
thequarter. The Rebels drove to the
Indian 15-yard line, where on fourth
down, a pass from Bradley Woods to
wingback Jimmy Lewis was carried
out of reach by the gusting winds.

Taking over on downs, Grand
Saline methodically drove the 85-
yards for their fourth touchdown of
the half, and a commanding 28-0
margin.

Things got no better for the Rebels
in the second half, as theIndians re-
turned the kick off 40 yards, then
played ball control to score on a one
yard quarterback sneak by Brandon
Davis with 7:10 to play.
