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Census

Figures Show

2,087,759 Farms In 1987

The 1987 Census of Agriculture
shows that the United States had
2,087,759 farms in 1987, adecline of
7% from 1982. The number with
sales of $10,000 or more totaled
1,059,573 or 51% of the farms. Be-
tween the 1982 and 1987 censuses,
the number of farms with sales of
$10,000 or moe also declinded by
7%. The Census Bureau defines a
farm as any place which sold or nor-
mally would have sold $1,000 or mor
cof agricultural products during the
census year.

The 1987 census shows that the
U.S. agricultural sales totaled $136
billion. Farms wiht sales of $10,000
or more accounted for $132.6 billion
of the sales. Livestock, poultry and
their products accounted for $77 bil-
lion or 57% of the 1987 sales. Crops,
including nursery and greenhouse
products, accounted for $59 billion
or43%.

Some 295,721 farms had sales of
$100,000 or more, accounting for

76% of total agricultural sales. About
10% had sales of $50,000 to $99,999
while 11% had sales of $25,000 to
$49,999, 16% had sales of $10,000 to
$24,999 and 49% had sales of less
than $10,000.

Production expenditures for the
country's agricultural operations
came to $108 billion. Agricultural
operators spent 13% less for com-
mercial fertilizers, 10% more for
agricultural chemicalsand 29% more
for hired farm labor than they did in
1982. They spent 3% more for live-
stock and poultry feed.
