At least, there are some gaps in 
my life that have been created by 
a failure to join the parade march­
ing on the leading edge of latest 
advances.

It .seems that when "most" of 
the world has .something any 
thought of the part of the world 

.that dcKsn't have it vanishes.
^ What the heck am 1 talking 
about?

Example: At our offices we 
don't have touch tone phones. We 
have old fashioned, heavy plastic, 
run -over- 'em- with- a- truck- 
and- they'll -still -work phones.

1 .see no reason to change. They 
work really great. They ring in- 
•stead of making bizarre chirping 
or pinging noi.ses....iuid they arc 
very inexpensive.

But more and more when we 
call a company to place an order 
or inquire about something we 
come across a recording that 
sounds something like this:"Thank 
you for calling__________ ^Cor­
poration. If you wish sales, press 
I : if you wish service, press two; 
if you want marketing, press 
three".. Finally, at the end of the 
conversation it will continue on 
with "and if you are dialing from 
a rotary phone, plea.se hold".

The tone of ihcrccording lends 
a certain touch of .scorn to the 
words "rotary phone" as if some­
one who is still dialing from such 
aivoutmodcd instrument might be 
a lower life form.

Another example, everything 
we get in, whether it be question­
naire, application form or what, 
asks for our fax number.

Fax machines arc great. They 
also cost money (like switching 
over to touch tone phones).

And while we arc willing to 
invc.st substantial dollars in an 
excellent desk top computer sys­
tem, that seems justifiable. Hav­
ing a fax machine doesn't. Yet 
everyone at trade shows, every­
one in big business seems to think 
life doesn't go on without a fax 
machincThey can't understand 
that we don't want one just for the 
sake of having one!

On the home front things arc 
much the same.

One of the primary complaints 
I have is that glas.scs and dishes 
arc no longer designed so that 
they can be hand washed easily.

While those pretty smallcr-at- 
.thc-top than bottom- shaped 
’glasses arc frequently 
gorgeous...they can't be easily 
wa.shcd.

The reason for this is the dish­
washer. Itcleanscm upju.st dandy 
no matter what shape!

But I don't have a dishwasher. 
Again, they cost money, and there 
arc only twoinourhouschold...so 
why do I really need one?

The list goes on and on. Those 
without VCR's arc stared out. 
(Yes, we do have those. I'm 
married to a novic-holic).

Food prcx-cssors, stereos, alarm 
systems, there's a world of stuff 
that it .seems that "most" people 
have. But there arc .still lots of us 
out here that don't have them. 

^And somehow, advertising and 
media conspires to make us think 
there's a little .st)mcthing wrong 
about that.

But there isn't, you know. No, 
we simply remember the old, 
conservative adages we were 
taught. Those that remind us that 
if it still docs a gorxl job, there is 
no need to change just for the 
sake of change.

Those that say a "penny saved 
is a penny earned".

Frankly, I don't worry a whole 
lot about a lack of being on the 
leading edge in what's new.

I'd rather pick and choo.se those 
advances that arc useful, neces­
sary and truly worthwhile. Those 
will vary from person to person, 
business to business, family to 
family.

But I like to think most of the 
folks around here do just that, use 
technology for it’s help, not just 
to be "keeping up with the Jones'".
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Rivercrest FFA Students 
Learn Lifetime Skills

Across the nation, throughout the 
state, and at Rivercrest FFA, Na­
tional FFA Week has been in effect 
this week.

FFA has changed, as has the cur­

Where onceone only thought 
ofaslivesUKk projects, it now teaches 
everything from high-tech work 
through btxikkecping skills!

Obviously, the basic knowledge 
of elccu-icity, carpentry and painting, 
arc skills that will be useful to girls or 
boys for the rest of their lives. Even 
aparunent dwellers have a need to 
occasionally hang pictures, repaint 
or make minor repairs without hav­
ing to call in an expensive repairman.

Record books required on all proj­
ects teach b(K)kkccping skills and 
hone English skills.

The physical work done is matched 
by the mental work required in the 
classrcx)m, especially with the new 
curriculum.

Speech is developed through pub­
lic .speaking, as is self-confidence.

Management is learned tlirough 
the self-governing aspect of FFA,

and so is ccxrperation.
Chemistry becomes a practical 

skill when students learn about test­
ing soil, milk or figuring how much 
paint, fertilizer or w ixxl is needed for 
a project.

Business skills are the same in any 
world, whetlicr agriculturally oriented 
or computer oriented.

Rivercrest meat training lab has 
long been their pride and joy, and 
leaves students with a knowledge of 
meat prexessing that can be turned 
into a lifetime job or simply teach a 
future homemaker how to buy the 
best type of meat.

FFA sparks interest and support 
not only in the sch(X)l system, but 
throughout the community. FFA 
members are frequently some of the 
finest young people in the commu­
nity.

Foster Homes Wanteid In Titus County
Lisa Richardson, Child Protective 

Services Specialist of the Texas 
fX'parimcnl of Human Services, said 
that foster care, in homes where chil­
dren can life, grow an feci worth­
while, arc a partial solution to the 
problem of children who need a 
temporary home with a temporary 
family.

The lack of local homes has neces­
sitated placing some of the children 
outside Titus County.

In foster homes, a child whose 
earlier life has left him frightened, 
withdrawn and untrusling can find 
the comfort, warmth and lime needed 
to adjust and work out problems.

She pointed out that single parent 
homes tan be licensed, or bolii par­
ents may work if child care is ar­
ranged. Some foster parents have 
natural children of their own or have 
no children at all.

She pointed out that the homes 
must be inspected for fire and health 
safely, but need not be "show places". 
She indicated that the most modest 
dwellings often atxrund with the love 
and patience that sometimes works

on the particular needs of the child at 
that time.

"All you have to do is carc-rcally 
care!! The Department provides board 
payments, needed medical treatment 
and social services to help you and 
the foster child over the rough spots,"

stated Ms. Richardson.
