MAINTENANCE OF HIGHWAXYS

RECEIVE MUCH CONSIDERATION

—_——

Cogpled with the means of meeting
the demand for Improved highway con-
struction In Texas that Involves mll-
Hons of dallors to be raised by the
taxpayers In the next few years, is the
method of malntaining such highways
when bullt., Several organizations In
Texas and the highway engineers of
the several counties are studying this
guestion. It seems likely that one of
the things that will be nsked of the
legislature will be a tax on gasoline,
(ther measures that are conslderad
likely to be adopted Include regulations
as to speed and loads on trucks, ton-
nage of vehicles using the highways,
and probably added taxes in the case of
common carrier motor vehicles.

Publle convenlence has been promot-
ed by the use of Improved highways in
Texas to an extent that indicated that
the people will seek to extend the mile-
age of good roads and broaden thelr
usefulness, In doing this, however, It
is patent that the people who use the
highways will be called upon to try to
pay the cost of their upkeep. Also
people who make money directly by the
use of the highways will be called upon
to contribute In proportion to the viine
of the highways in them.

Every state that has a ro
tlon program Is conlleving this new
question of motor vouicke transport of
freight and pa-sener for hire, The
convenlenrs ', .ue people of these lines
of motur vcals In common earrvier ser-
fee ' .o great In cases where there
w..i uo such service or llke service ha.
fore that they desire to have such ser-
vice continued. But the need of funds
to maintain highwars has brought cou-
sideration of the subject and the con-
clusion that inadequate taxation for the
ase -of public highways by motor ve-
hicle common ecarriers amounty to a
public subsidy for such carriers.

In several of the stntes highway en-
gineers and public utility commlisslons
who have given much thought to the
subject of use of highways by motor
vehicles In public transport, have evolv-
ed & number of plans by which the
necessary service of such vehicles shall
be enconraged and at the same time the
use of the roads as measured in their
deterloration may be compensated by
them.
