We are working hard to 
make sure that all the necessary procedures are done corrently so that no unexpected problems 
will arise in the future.

We would like to take this opportunity to thank Billy Wayne Flanagan for helping us 
with the legal end of things, Christelle Cato for being patient as we muddle through and the Talco 
Times for helping us keep you in touch with our progress since we began.

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Tales of Skye and Highland Flings
Here is a continuation of our 

vacation in Scotland. A I've said 
before, don't read it if you don't 
have interest, it's purely voluntary.

Anyone who has ever been in the 
city of Edinburgh knows that castle 
hill dominates the city.

Early the morning after our late 
night prowling the dark, wet streets of 
the old town we were back for a 
daylight tour of town and castle.

Archie was our guide that morn­
ing, a spry 84 year old dressed in his 

^ k i l t s  and telling tales of the old city. 
The view from EdinburgbCastle is 

absolutely superb.
Misty islands were visible in the 

harbor, and big ships plied the water.
We saw the dog cemetery, where 

animals attached to military regiments 
were buried, and toured the state 
aparunents, wandered up and down.

The Scots crown jewels, while not 
as impressive in England's , are the 
oldest in Europe.

Most of the Scottish crown jewels 
were looted by the English, leaving 
very few pieces.

We saw Deacon Brodie's tavern, 
the Robert Lewis Stephenson House, 
Admiral Nelson's monument (a huge 
tower built in the shape of a tele- 

^ scope) and the monument to 
^■ireyfriar's Bobby.

Tliis is a little fountain topped by a 
long haired, floppy eared dogs like­
ness.

Bobb y was a dog who followed 
his master's funeral procession into 
the cemetery . After everyone de­
parted he continued to lie on his 
master's grave. This the faithful little 
dog did for fourteen years, leaving 
only to go to a nearby pub for a meal, 
then returning to his master's grave.

Holyrood Palace was closed to the 
public because theroyal family would 
be coming up from London soon.

We did see the ruined abbey, the 
grounds, fountains and ornate gates.

Then we rode up to Arthur's seat, a 
wilderness park with wild flowers 
blooming.

That afternoon Thomas and I wan­
dered around the Royal Mile. We 
found a grocery store and bought 
Scotch eggs (hardboiled with sau­
sage wrapped around them) and so­
das, then repaired to Canongate 
cemetery for lunch and a long look ai 
the gravestones.

House, where every birth, marriage 
and death is recorded, shopped for 
some gifts, then came back to our 
hotel worn out, but contented.

We joined the rest of our tour group 
for an evening of Highland Dancers,
bag piping and singing, plus a meal

Held in an old stone stable, with a 
canvas roof, we were a little disap- 
I>ointed in the evening, finding it too 
"touristy" for our tastes.

Next morning it was up and on our 
way for a beautiful day's drive.

A brief stop at the eighteenth hole 
of St. Andrews golf course pul the 
avid golfers into heaven. The wind 
was howling at 35 mph, and the 
waves on the north sea were being 
stripped of their lops and blown back 
out to sea.

At thesmall town of Pitlochry we 
loured the Blair Atholl Distillery, 
seeing how one of Scotland's major 
exports is made.

room where we were offered a "wee 
dram" (taste) of the whiskey made 
there.

use the Gotcha stic ks to capture them.

While on the island we visited the 
"Black House" a crofters museum 
with furnishings and articles show­
ing what the harsh life of long ago 
must have been.

Peat bums 
with no sparks, and chimneys can be 
made of mud and straw!

We relumed to the mainland by 
the ferry once more, learning that 
construction of a bridge to the islands

is now underway, practical. I'm sure, 
but certainly not as romantic.

A boat ride on another loch made 
lamous in song completed the day. 
Loch Loman was gull filled, cool and 
pleasant, and our boat ride delightful

It was much warmer and sunnier 
than had been going back to the 
Drumossie Hotel, perched above 
Inverness.

That night we had a beat, the 
Highland Dance School had a host of 
little girls on hand to do the Highland 
Fling, and many other Scottish 
dances.

These little girls weren't polished 
and professional, but were so much 
fun to watch.

Since we were silting next to a 
little red headed girl's parents and 
grandparents we were soon in con­
versation with them, learning about 
the hours of practice and the compe­
titions the child was in.

We branched out to general con­
versation soon, and really ended up 
having a great visit with these folks. 
They seemed to have as much fun 
talking to people from Texas as we 
did talking to them.

Next week we will set out for the 
big city of Glasgow, through more 
pretty scenary and more history.
