Social Security Notes

Hiring Household liclp? Don't 

forget your Social Security obliga­
tions.

In millions of families, both the 
husband and wife now hold full-time 
jobs. Many of these families are hir­
ing household workers to help them 
care for pre-school-age children, or 
to keep up with daily household 
chores.

What these increasingly typical 
American families may not know is 
that when they hire household help, 
they are probably required to pay 
Social Security taxes for the person 
they employ.

"Family 'employers’ may not even 
realize that they are employers," says 
Social SecurityCommissionerGwen- 
dolyn S. King. "And even those who 
are aware of that fact may not know 
that their household workers are 
sacrificing valuable Social Security 
protection when Social Security taxes 
aren't paid and when the employee's 
wages aren't reported to Social Secu­
rity. These workers could lose their 
eligibility for survivors, disability, 
retiremenL and Medicare benefits-- 
ihc entire Social Security coverage 
package."

How docs a family who hires 
household help know if they are 
considered an "employer" under the 
law?

Generally , if an employer pays a 
household worker $50 or more dur­
ing a three- month period, that cm- 
ployermustalsodcductSocial Secu­
rity taxes and report the wages to 
both Social Security and the Internal 
Revenue Service.

Also, people who hire a house- 
cleaning firm should check to make 
sure that the company is meeting it's 
responsibilities of paying Social 
Security taxes for their employees.

Acall to any Social Security office 
or to the Internal Revenue Service 
can clarify individual situations.

Why is the issue of coverage so 
important for domestic workers?

All Social Security benefits are 
based on a combination of how long 
an individual works and the amount 
of wages reported for him or her by 
each employer. Even part-time, sea­
sonal or temporary work can increase 
the future benefit amount for work­
ers and their families.

It al.so may provide current insur­
ance against loss of income if the 
family breadwinner is disabled or 
dies before retiring
