The Titus County Hospital Dis­
trict Board of Managers voted Mon­
day to offer a homestead tax credit to 
Titus County homestead taxpayers 
using hospital services. The good­
will gesture came in response to a 
citizen's letter to the Daily Tribune 
editor requesting relief from hospital 
bills for taxpayers.

"We want our own taxpayers to 
benefit directly when they support 
Titus County Memorial Hospital with 
their healthcare business," said 
Wayne Oghurn, hospital administra­
tor. "This is one way we can recog­
nize the importance of our taxpayers 
in an era when they have a choice of 
hospitals."

For each dollar a Titus County 
resident pays in hospital tax on their 
homestead property, an equal dollar 
credit can be applied to their TCMH 
hill incurred during that lax year. 
This offer becomes effective to pa­
tients who receive services on or af­
ter April 1, 1994.

The prcKcdure for receiving your 
credit is fairly simple, Oghurn said. 
A person just presents proof of their 
homestead tax payment for the cur­
rent tax year when they arc making 
their final payment for inpatient or 
outpatient services. This must be 
within 90daysof the date service was 
rendered. Credit can be applied only 
once each tax year.

Chief Financial Officer Alex 
Popkey offered this scenario about 
how the residence credit works:

A younslcr has a mishap and re­
ceives emergency room care that to­
tals $338. Private insurance pays 
$270. The child's father, a homeowner 
of property valued at $5(),(XX), pre­
sents his proof of homestead tax pay­
ment for the current tax year, which is 
$60.92. He pays $7.08 cash on the

account, and then the $60.92 credit is 
applied to get a paid-in-full or zero 
balance on the hill.

Popkey reported to the Board that 
if every eligible homestead taxpayer 
received hospital services and met 
the tax credit qualification require­
ments, the hospital's cash flow would 
be reduced by an estimated $52,000 
each tax year.

According to Oghurn, residence 
credit isone very tangible way hospi­
tal management can reduce medical 
bills for county residents.

"We are extremely glad to be able 
to offer this credit to taxpayers," 
Oghurn said, "and we're continuing 
to do everything within our power to 

‘ hold costs down for all our patients."
The tax credit policy will be posted 

in the hospital registration area and 
cashier's office, and reads as follows 
(a few eligibility requirements have 
been established to simplify book­
keeping):
(A) Patient must be a Titus County 
homestead owner, or a member of the 
household living at the address of the 
homestead taxpayer, during the cur­
rent tax calendar year;
(B) Patient must present proof of 
homestead tax payment for the cur­
rent calendar tax year for either inpa­
tient or outpatient services;
(C) The total amount of the residence 
credit is applied to a single account - 
- no residual amount will remain avail­
able for a subsequent patient registra­
tion;
(D) Residence credit is available 
only when payments from all sources, 
including the residence credit, re­
sults in the account being "paid in 
full;" and
(E) Residence credit or a portion 
thereof cannot be refunded, accrued 
annually, or result in acredit balance.

4 eggs
1 stick olco
2 cups raisins ccx)ked til tender and 
drained
2 cups chopped apples 
1 cup chopped walnuts or pecans 
1 Tbsp vinegar

Cream sugar and oleo, add beaten 
eggs. Add apples, raisins, nuts, vine­
gar, cinnamon and nutmeg. Pour into 2 
unbaked pastry shell. Bake 45 minutes 
at 325 degrees.

Neiman- Marcus Cake 
First Layer

1 Box Duncan Hines cake mix- yellow
1 stick oleo
2 eggs
1/2 cup chopped pecans 

Second Layer
1 box powdered sugar (reserve 1/2 cup 
for later)
2 eggs

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Grease 
and flour 13x9 in cake pan. Mix the 
cake mix, oleo and 2 eggs together;, 
spread in bottom of pan.

Brown ground chuck over medium j 
heat. Drain. Add onion, garlic, green 
pepper, green chiles. When onion be­
comes translucent, add can of tomatoes. 
Turn burner off.

In a large pot put beans, chi 11 powder, 
cumin, pepper sauce, salt, tomato Paste, 
water, picante sauce, cayenne and black 
pepper. Turn burner on. As beans begin 
to boil, add beef and tomato mixture.

Turn heat down and let chili simmer 
with coveron 30 minutes. Removccover 
and cook 30 minutes more. Serve in 
soup bowls with crackers.

Remember- You may add more or 
less chili powder, chiles and hot pepper 
sauce to determine heat of final prod­
uct.

While the girls, troops and council 
all gain financially from cookie 
sales, there can be no doubt that a 
sense of accomplishment is defi­
nitely felt by girls who earn their 
way to resident camp, day camp or 
special events. Girls who earn vari­
ous incentives realize that hard work 
pays off both in feeling good about 
themselves and in merchandise.
