Shoplifting Can Be Deterred
Do you realize that for every $10 

item shoplifted, you must sell an 
additional $200 worth of goods sim­
ply to cover the loss? This assumes 
your net profit is 5%—a common 
margin.

Shoplifting can be especially 
damaging to the profit margin of 
small businesses, but no business is 
safe. Primarily affected are those 
selling small,concealable items. For 
some shoplifters, merchandise size 
is no problem. Many have taken 
stereos, small appliances and even 
furniture in full view of store em­
ployees.

TTiere are several ways to deter 
shoplifting. The surveillance mirror 
has become an indispensable part of 
the retailing scene. Its low cost 
makes it especially appropriate as a 
small business owner's first defense. 
Properly located throughout the 
store, the mirrors give visual access 
to aisles and blind spots. As with 
most anti-shoplifting devices, the 
mirrors serve dually as surveillance 
and deterrence.

A busy or sparsely staffed smaller 
store may find it appropriate to rely 
upon mechanical restraining or

alarm devices. For instance, small 
appliances and electronic instruments 
are favorite targets because they are 
easily portable. A common method 
for safeguarding this merchandise is 
simply to run a cable through a 
handle or other appendage, allowing 
it to remain readily accessible to pro­
spective customers.

Closed circuit television has be­
come a major force in preventing 
shoplifting by recording and deter­
ring crime, liie  system can pan over 
the store floor as well as zoom in on 
prospective incidents. Correctly used, 
it can replace security guards who 
would normally walk the store floor.

Even though it is virtually impos­
sible to recognize all types of shop­
lifters and even moredifficult to curb 
all incidents, it's important to try. 
Remember, shoplifters are not only 
stealing merchandise, they are kill­
ing your profit.

Mix 8 ounces of whole meal flour,
4 ounces of plain flour,
I level tsp of Bicarbonate of soda and 
a tsp of salt.

Into a warm whiskey glass pour 
I jigger of Irish Whiskey 
Add
some strong black coffee up to 3/4 full 
Add plenty of sugar and stir until com­
pletely dissolved
Top up by adding pure or whipped 
cream.Pour gent ly over a teaspoon. Do 
not stir.

Poundies (or Champ)
Wash and peel 
3 lbs of potatoes.
Boil in saucepan until fully cooked 
THen mash. Wash and clean about 
1 dozen spring onions, chop small and 
add to mashed potatoes. Mix onions 
well into the mash adding a little milk 
as you go along. Season with salt and 
pepper. Add a knob of butter to centre. 
Soda Paris 
Sift
1/2 lb of plain flour 
add a level tsp of 
Bicarbonate of soda 
1/4 tsp of salt 
Stir in a
1/4 pint of Buttermilk or sour milk and 
mix until the dough is soft and knead 
very lightly.
Turn out onto a floured hoard and 
shape into a
"Round" about 1/2 " thick.
Quarter and bake of griddle for 4 min­
utes.
Irish Potato Bread
Mix
8 ounces of mashed potatoes 
a tsp of salt 
I or 2 ounces of butter 
sufficient flour with a little milk to 
make a stiff dough.
Roll out to 1/4 ' thick. Cut into eight 
pieces. Cook on griddle or hot plate, 
browning on both sides. Prick with a 
fork. Fry in Fat for an Irish breakfast.

As we continue with our "Irish 

stories", I will assume that many of 
you have heard of the" Ri ng of Kerry". 
This is often touted as some of the 
most beautiful scenary in the world. 
And, the claim is true, true, true. 
Never have we seen anyplace pret­
tier. Mountains climb from sea level 
up into the sky, while peaceful val­
leys, bearing farmsteads like jewels, 
sweep down the the Atlantic ocean, 
rivers tumble, singing (as all of Ire­
land seems to do) songs of joy, lakes 
are cuddled closely by the embrace 
of the hills. The thing that makes the 
drive known as the ring of Kerry so 
exceptional is that there isn't just a 
mile or two of this breathtaking 
scenary....but miles and miles and 
miles of it! The weather was sunny 
and perfect, and everyplace we 
stopped we once more encountered 
the friendliness that is the hallmark 
of a proud people.

While driving down narrow, twist­
ing lanes, our guide told us of the 
legends and superstitions of the Irish. 
If you sweep your floors out the door 
you sweep your luck away...it should 
be swept to the hearth or picked up.

A single May bush or Hawthorne 
in the middle of a field is left because 
it used to be believed that it was a tree 
special to the fairies. Farmers be­
lieved that they would have bad luck 
if they angered the "little people" by 
removing this tree.

Along the way we saw wild 
rhododenrons, foxglove, fuchias and 
bog cotton. The white glow of haw­
thorn and golden coinsof gorse bright­
ened our way.

We stopped at a peat bog. Peat is a 
strange thing to an East Texan. Used 
to coal, natural gas and oil, peat ap­
pears to us to have been "almost coal" 
but wasn't compressed quite enough. 
It absorbs water like a sponge. It is 
trenched and drained, then dug and 
stacked to dry, then re-stacked to dry 
again. After it is completely dry it 
can be burned in cookstoves and fire 
places. Commerical peat-harvesting 
operations dig peat for power plants 
and for making a fire brick much like 
charcoal. There only remains about 
forty years of peat for these large 
commercial operations. Some Bogs

are being preserved since they are a 
unique portion of ecology.

Peat burns without sparks, and pro­
vides a pleasant smelling fire.

In the afternoon we went to see 
Muckross house, a beautiful stately 
home surrounded by gorgeous lawns 
and gardens.

The woodwork inside, which was 
done by local craftsmen , was abso­
lutely stunning. Handcarved and hand 
inlaid furniture could only create a 
feeling of awe at those long-ago art­
ists.

As usual in Europe, back when 
these homes and castles werebuilt 
they were well provided with ser­
vants to keep the huge places clean 
and running smoothly. The amount 
of work it must have taken is amaz­
ing.

That night we had a party at "The 
Fisheries" at Killoglin, a small vil­
lage near Killarney. Huge, fresh 
salmon steaks and other good food 
was set before us as we heard locals 
play, sing and dance.

A local school master was the 
master of ceremonies. Two young 
girls danced the traditional Irish jigs, 
and a child about ten played the 
accordian. While it was definitely 
not "polished" entertainment, it was 
absolutely delightful. On our trip back 
to Killarny, late that night, Ann sang 
various songs to us, and for the first 
time we became aware of what a 
lovely voice she has.

The next day we headed towards 
county Cork. As rural people, we 
enjoyed watching the beautifully kept 
farms with their lovely little gardens 
pass by.

The wide river Lee swept by as we 
came to Youhal (pronounced Yawl). 
During that time Ann spoke to us 
about the settlement, history and strife 
that has disturbed Ireland over the
centuries.

We began to gain a better under­
standing of the cruel actions the En­
glish took against Irish Catholics. 
For a long time Irish Catholics could 
not own land, vote, educate their chil­
dren or celebrate any part of their 
religion. Over 3,000 priests were 
hung, and it is no wonder that the 
Irish still hold a lot of bitterness 
against the English. The provisional

IRA, however, is not that well thought 
of, nor is it's equivilent group,the are 
protestant terriorists. It is hoped that 
there will be peace soon, as the IRA 
and Britain are supposed to be nego­
tiating a peace. After the hundreds of 
years of bitterness, however, it may 
well be an uneasy peace at best.

We saw a Penal Altar, a stonealtar 
in the hills where mass was celebrated 
in the 1800's. There people gathered 
to worship in secret. A pure spring 
flows near the altar, and locals still 
come to pray and leave fresh flowers.

The spring is said to be good for 
the eyes and people bathe their eyes 
in the good water.

On the road again to Blarney we 
once more passed peaceful country­
side . Little glimpses of children scat­
tering corn for chickens, old men in 
rubber boots (wellies) striding out to 
check their cattle kept us interested.

Blarney castle has 120 steep stone 
steps up to where one kisses the Blar­
ney stone. Lying down, grasping rails, 
one must bend back to kiss the stone 
that is said to bestow the gift of elo­
quence. 1 passed on that one, partly 
because of my arthritis and the steps 
and partly because people who know 
me insist 1 already have too much gift 
of gab!

Instead we did some shopping and 
roamed around the castle grounds.

At the town of Waterford we went 
through the crystal showrooms 
Waterford is the premier crystal 
worldwide, and the huge trophies, 
presentation bowls and incredible 
works of art, all hand blown, cut, 
polished and engraved, were truly 
incredible.

At the Bridge Hotel in Waterford 
we had time to walk the waterfront, 
which, unlike waterfronts in most of 
this country, was quite safe.

After supper, which we had with 
Susan and Ernesto, a couple from 
New York, also on our tour, we went 
out to Jack Leigh's pub. I must ex­
plain that pubs are family places, not 
the "dives" that drinking places tend 
to be here. Under beamed ceilings we 
listened once more while two local 
entertainers told jokes and sang. Then 
we went back to the hotel for a good 
night's sleep before heading for 
Dublin, the "big city" in Ireland, the 
next day.

Bill 
came back to line in the afternoon to 
fire a perfect 40 in unlimited interna­
tional class now having Richard 111 
to 109 of 120 but also setting record 
147 of 160 4-gun aggregate. Rich­
ard, an excellent production interna­
tional class shiKiter falls short for a 38 
but total tics Bill's 4-gun of 147. A 
couple of other competitors still had 
a chance at titles but all fell short of 
catching Bill or Richard.

The afternoon of the third and 
final day is th day that really brings 
on the spectators. It's the time for the 
shoot-offs fortrophies where needed. 
And there was to be many. Richard 
and Bill were both in a shoot off or 
two but a committee added to the 
crowd enjoyment and decided on an 
aggregate shoot-off for the ties 4-gun 
aggregate although Bill had won by 
virtue of ram count (totaled more of 
farthest target, the rams).
