now had a large package to take home
with us....very large.We didn't want
to check iton the airline, because we
know just how roughly baggage gets
treated.  But, Ann our guide once
more helped out. We lelt the package
forproper packing at Blarncy Woolen
Mills in Dublin. Then. later we picked
it up and with surprise learned that
they wouldn't even charge us tor the
work. We wagged the bulky package
down the streets of Dublin for a little
way, then decided to hail a taxi. Ow
talkative, helputul driver took us right
to the General Post Office with in
structions on exactly what to do.
There, another helpful person as
sisted us. And, hopefully, in a few
weeks. our souvenir  will —arrive
safely.

After Kilkenney we continued to
Kildare, for lunch in a pub calledthe
Silken Thomas. The bar there 1s a
masterwork of carved wood and
stained glass that was beautiful. We
wandered around the square outside,
taking photos and window shopping.
The Irish tend to have a much more
relaxed attitude about life than we do,
and it wasn't uncommon to find a
shop with asign "Closed This After-
noon" hand written and hung up in
the window. I wish we could all learn
to take as much pleasure in the simple
joys of life as they do.

Outside ot atown called Durrow (1
think) I spied a big farm with an ivy-
covered house, larger than a cottage
but smaller than a manor house with
it. I wanted to stop in the littlevillage
and see ifitwas for sale. It stays in my
mind, and it I cver disappear, it's
probable that T willhave made my
way back to Ircland and taken up
residence there!Thave dreamed about
that place, it almost haunts me!

At thelrish National Stud Farm we
had a real treat. Horses and horse
racing arc big business. And, since
the Arabs and others with huge
amounts ol money have been in
volved in horse breeding it became
difficult for small farmers to breed
their mares to top stallions. So, the
Stud Farm was sctup, opento all, and
fcaturing excellent breeding stock at
rcasonable prices. Two one day old
foals weredefinitely the hitof theday,
but the studs in their pastures, so
alive, so gracetul, were also asightto
SCC.

Japanese gardens are a part of the
farm. and they were so tranquil and
serenc.

That afternoon we drove through
the streets of Dublin, where. the song
says. "Through streets broad and nar-
row. she pushed her wheel barrow,
crying cockles and musscels. alive,
alive-0". The Guiness brewery in
Dublin stretchs for sixty acres! It s,

ol course, a majot L‘lllpl()) erin this
city of one million people

Phocnix park is the largest park in
Europe. with 1,070 acres. Monuments
arace the park, as do towering trees
and old fashioned gas lights.

Several embassy residences face
onto the park, as does the Irish Presi-

dent' house. The president, by the
way, Is a4 woman.

Herds of three types of deer roam
freely, and the Dublin 700 is said (o
be excellent. As a matter of fact, the
MGM Lion was born in thezoo there!

At theGresham Hotel we discov-
ered that we were right on O'Connel
Street, a major thoroughfare and at
the heart of the city.

Paul Hogan was also staying at the
Gresham at the same time, but we
failed to make the actor's
acquaintance.(Just our luck).

We did become acquainted with
Dublin's market, where women still
hawk their wares crying "fresh sweet
cherries, 3 Ibs. for a punt" (pound)
and tee shirts, jewelry. watches. 1o
bacco and all manner of things can be
purchased from carts that look a lot
like large baby buggics

We strolled past Trinity College,
the River Liffey that flows through
Dublin, past the parliament buildings
and the statues to Irish heroes.

Not far from our hotel is a huge
fountain, wherein sits a bronze
woman with large hands and feet, a
big nose and deadpan expression.
What could have been a beautitul
sculpturetotherivers of Ireland turned
outto be rather ridiculous. With typi
cal humor Dubliners have christened
her the "floozy in the jacuzzi™!

We found Dublin to be a safe.
lovely city, with the hustle and bustle
one expects in larger towns, but not
the rudeness.

We went to Jury's Irish Cabaret
that night, for an outstanding meal
and a show that was polished, perfect
and made a huge hit with the crowd
Unfortunately for me, it just wasn't
my type ol music. Beautifully done
andenjoyed by the majority of people
there, Itake the blame for not putting
it down as my favorite evening.

While riding around Dublin we
saw alleys where themovie "Far and
Away" was filmed, and learned that
Ann had actually been in themovie
She was told she could "chase after
Fom Cruise” and didn't know until
she showed up that she would be
made up to look filthy, wear rags and
have missing teeth! She had a good
time doing thewhole thing, though
