Johntown is suburb of Bogata in 1952 ad

Mr. W.R. "Bud " Baxter had an ad
in the 1952 Bogata School annual
(The Oak Leaf) which read: Printing
of Distinction-Baxter's Printing-
Johntown, Texas-Suburb of Bogata.

Mr. Baxter worked on newspapers
in Rosalie, DeKalb and New Boston
and was publisher and editor at
Annona. He published a paper in
Bogata which he named The Battle
Axe. Hisdaughter, Mrs. Lydia Hawk-

ins, of Johntown has a copy of one of

his papers dated August 1924. It
quotes Mr. Baxter: " It is a simple
independent publication and will say
what seemeth unto it best, without
asking any man's permission. There
is a great future in store for Bogata
and 1 hope by strenuous work and
correct deportment on my part to
become recognized as a benefactor
and not a destroyer to the future pros-
perity of Bogata and Red River
County."

He published his paper two years

Johntown. A newspaper article
printed several years before his death
quotes him "Not much printing to be
done in a community the size of
Johntown but the mail order business
is good."

Mr. Baxter added signs to his
building. One sign said "If you can't
come in, smile as you go by." An-
other sign that got lots of attention
was painted on a long bench in front
of his place: " Liars; bench-Fisher-
men be seated."”

Mr. Baxter died in 1957. He had
given much to his community and his
death left quite a void in Johntown.

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About our trip to the Emerald Isle

By Mary Dryden Stahl

Not for nothing is Ireland called
the Emerald Isle. Its greenness is
legendary, the stuff of postcards and
purple prose and of course the na-
tional color. As one travels through
the island, landscape after landscape
seems to scorch the retina with the
vivid Kelly green that almost hurts.
['he pastures, trees and mountains
are truly "forty shades of green". The
flowers are such vivid colors and
huge blooms. It comes a soft shower
almostevery day and the temperature
is mild even in August. This was a
pleasant surprise to someone born
and raised in Johntown and lived in
East Texas all my life. When we left
DFW it was 103 degrees - hot and
dry. When we arrived in Dublin it
was cool and drizzling.

Dublin is the largest city in Ire-
land, over a million people. 1 think
they were all on the streets the day we
arrived. I don't like big towns and we
only spent half a day there. We spent
the first night outside Dublin near
Malahide Castle. We rented acar (the
steering wheel ison the "wrong" side
and they drive on the other side of the
road from Americans) it took a while
to get used to meeting cars on the
narrow roads on the " wrong" side.

Our first breakfast was a surprise.
We stayed in Bed and Breakfast and
Farm houses. When asked if we
wanted a "ftull Irish breakfast", we
said, "Yes". They brought enough
food for an army, and it was only my
two daughters and myself. We had
orange juice, choice of cereal, yo-
gurt, fresh fruit, two fried eggs, grilled
tomatoes, four slices of ham (they
call it bacon, but it is thin slices of
ham), two sausages, three different
kinds of homemade bread and three
kinds of jelly and a rack of toast and
hot tea. The sugar was another sur-
prise. It looked almost like out rock
salt but it was sweet.

The second day we drove into Ul-
ster, to county Tyrone where our
Askins ancestors came from My
brother and my son did not want us to

go into Northern Ireland because of

the riots and bombings but that was
where I wanted to check the records.
When we crossed the border there
was no one at the crossing so we
drove on. The first town we came to
there were soldiers with automatic
weapons but they did not stop us. On
the other side of town we wanted to
stop to take a picture of a beautiful
castle We asked a policeman if we
could stop for a few minutes and he

asked if we were tourists. When we
said, "Yes," he told us to stop as long
as we wanted. He walked over and
talked for a long time, asked where
we were from and said they did not
get many tourists in Ulster because of
The Troubles. The people in North-
ern Ireland and those in the Republic

of Ireland were all friendly and helpful
to tourists but not to each other. The
Republic uses "Punts" and Northern
Ireland uses"Sterling" and they won't
accept money from the other. They
speak English, but they talk fast and it
was hard for me to understand them.
I'm sure they said it was hard to under-
stand a Texas drawl too.

My mother told me to be careful
what I dug up about our ancestors-
well- she was right. I have always been
proud of my Irish ancestors. Papa
Hawkins was red headed and blueeyed
and his ancestors were from Ireland.
My grandmother, Mary Jane Askins
Hawkins was also of Irish descent. 1
traced her line back to County Tyrone
in 1660. WhenI gottoIreland I discov-
ered most of my Irish roots started in
England. I did not want to be English,
my Dryden line is English and Ameri-
can Indian (now it is proper to say
Native American.)

Askins, Hawkins and Clark are all
English names. But William John
Hawkins' mother was Rebecca Brown
and Brown is one of the Tribes of
Galway. So we do have Irish blood.

The main cause of the widespread
introduction of British names was the
Plantation of Ulster in the first decade
of the seventeenth century. After the
English took Ireland they took the land
from the Irish and gave it to farmers
from Scotland and England. That is
when "The Troubles" started, the Irish
were Catholic and the Planters were
protestant. Many leading families were
exiled when their lands were confis-
cated. In 1607 there was the Flight of
the Earls and in 1691 The wild Geese,
when many of the people left Ireland.
Of course there were the Famine years
of the late 1840's that resulted in many
deaths and man emigrating to other
countries. Over 40 million U.S. citi-
zens can claim Irish ancestry. Eleven
U.S. presidents have Irish roots. Gene-
alogy is now big business in Ireland.
Hundreds of visitors from the New
World annually attempt to find their
roots. I looked up other names associ-
ated with the Hawkins family and found
the following information:

Baxters are quite numerous in Ul-
ster, but comes from Scotland.

Vaughan is a common Welsh name

Ward is also a common English
name in Ireland.

Yorke in Ulster is of English origin
and spelled with an "e",

Cotton - An English toponymic as-
sociated with Dublin and south east
Leinster since the seventeenth century.

Watt- the name is a diminutive of
Walter. They are numerous in north
east Ulster, spelled with no "s"

Patterson is an English name nu-
merous in Ulster.

Hood is a well known English name

in Ireland.

Jenkins is a variant of Shinkwin
found in County Cork.

Magee is located in east Ulster
where Island of Magee of the Antrim
coast is the location of a prominent
sept.

Crane is a well known English
name in Ireland.

Barnard is a variant of Bernard
which is derived from Old German
word meaning bear-brave.

Thomasis fairly numerous through
Ireland. Miller - an English name
numerous in County Autrim.Green-
a well known English name in
Ireland.I was not able to locate many
names I looked for. There has to be
over 4,000 to be listed I was told.

Ireland is only 275 miles long and
174 miles wide. I was sure we could
see everything in two weeks. But |
was wrong. There is so much to see
you can't see it all in two weeks.

After the County Tyrone Heritage
center we went to the Tyrone Crystal
factory, the Celtic Weave China fac-

tory that designs exclusively for Tif-
fany & Company. Then we returned
to the Republic of Ireland. There we
visited Donegal China Factory and
Galway Irish Crystal and the
Waterford Crystal Factory. Amazing
to see how the crystal is hand made,
blown by mouth, shaped and then
ground by hand. Waterford sells no
"seconds"- If a flaw is discovered it
is broken and melted down to use
again.

We visited Kylemore Abby in
Connemare, this is a beautiful place
run by Benedictine Nuns. We visited
Cabhir Castle, Blarney Castle where
Becky and Beth kissed the Blarney
stone. I passed on that. You climb up
to the top of the castle, lay down
backwards and lean over the edge
and kiss the stone that millions of
others have kissed. I have enough
blarney without kissing a stone.

We saw the rock of Cashel and
Dunguaine Castle We saw the beau-
tiful Ashford Castle in County Mayo,
this was the largest and most beauti-
ful castle we saw.
