With E-Mail
and the fax machine, a prolif-
eration of electronic wire trans-
fers and the like, the need to
hand carry documents, checks
or forms has decreased to the
point of virtual non-existence!

It's like the old newspapers,
who had copy boys to run sto-
ries, information and proofs
back and forth, up and down
between reporters and editors
and printers....it just isn't done
that way anymore. The need for
those pneumatic tubes that went
from floor to floor in depart-
ment stores carrying money and
sending back receipts has ceased
to exist, too.

So,itseems unlikely thateven
+a city the size of New York has
much need for a skilled, ener-
geticcyclisttocarry "hard copy''
documents or information from
place to place.

They must be making their
living doing something else, now.

For those who want to know more about
the internet but don't know where to start!

The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) will release "New Rules
for Universal Service" by Thursday, May 8.

Most businesses would benefit from a reduction in their long distance
charges under these new rules. Internet Service Providers (ISPs) use almost
no long distance, but would be exefpted from a per-minute charge heavily

Xavored by the phone companies to connect their customers to the Internet.

The new rules also propose a "modem tax". On Monday, May 5, an online
industry group asked the four person FCC to reject the "modem tax", which
could apply a $3.50 to $4 monthly fee for each extra phone line in homes and
in business.

Internet Service Providers would be hardest hit by the new charges and
would probably pass the fee down to customers who would have another fee
for their second lines at home. The industry group wants the FCC commis-
sioners to hold off voting on the issues concerning the Internet until the effects

Phony area code scams are exposed

Today you can pick up a telephone
and speak to just about anyone in the
world. There is a less pleasant side
tothis convenience, howeverand vic-
tims of the latest telemarketing scam
know it all too well. That is why
Attorney General Dan Morales feels
that it is necessary to alert Texans to
the latest phone scams.

The newest scam is all the more
effective because it seems so inno-
cent. You return home from being
away and find a message on your
answering machine. An official
sounding voice tells you of some
problem or emergency. You might
even be notified that you have won &
prize. You are asked to return the call
immediately. If the prefix is 809, Do
Not Call Back, unless you know
whom you are calling.

The prefix covers most of the Car-
ibbean nations, where some phone
scammers have set up shop to avoid
U.S. telephone regulations. Those
regulations specify either a notifica-
tion or a maximum price for a long
distance call. If yot call without the
protection of those regulations, you
could end up paying $100 or more
and get nothing in return.

This is the way it works: In the
United States, 900 line operators are
required to tell you how much each
minute on a 900 line will cost and the
average numberof minutes you might

spend on the line. Callers who dial
809 are not forewarned that the
charges range from $1 to $25 per
minute. Every effort is made to keep
you on line for as long as possible.

Only a few years ago, an interna-
tional phone call was a complicated
business involving multiple opera-
tors, time and trouble. At the very
least, you had to dial the "011" prefix
. Now it's just as easy to call the
Caribbean as it is to dial Dallas. The

only difference is that instead of dial-
ing the 214 area code you dial 809.

This nationwide scam has gener-
ated hundreds of consumer com-
plaints to the Federal Communica-
tions Commission.

The answering machine is not the
only source of these phone numbers.
All too often, people looking for jobs
are targeted. Classified job adver-
tisements in local newspapers might
encourage job seekers to apply for
work in retail and service stores as a
"mystery shopper".

It all starts out fairly simply: in a
local job advertisement, readers are
asked to call a U.S. area code num-
ber, where they reach a recorded
message saying something like: " Our
attorney wanted us to read this state-
mentup front. We want you to know
you are dealing with a legitimate and
reputable company". You are then
asked to call a number in the 809 area
code for further information. You are
notified that you will pay for the call,
but not how much. You are kept on
the line as long as possible.

Area codes and phone numbers
will continue to change with bewil-
dering speed. The best advice we can
give you is to know whom you are
calling. When you get a message
asking you to return a call, take an
additional minute or two and find out
from your phone company or phone
book where itis you are calling. Don't
know anyone from a Caribbean na-
tion? Don't call back. And beware of
ads touting "mystery shopper" jobs
or unknown overseas opportunities.

"day trip" from most of this area, but it is a pleasant town and there is more
to see and do there than one might imagine.

Mt. Vernon, in Franklin County, lies on Hwy...

The area was settled in 1830 by Joshua T. Johnson and named Keith's
for Stephen Keith, who donated 24 acres for a townsite when a post office
as established. Two years later the name changed to Lone Star in reference
to the nickname of Texas, but some confusion developed with a commu-
nity of the same name elsewhere. At the firstcommissioner's court meeting
held inJ.E. Brook's barn, after the county was established in 1875, saloons,
gambling and racetracks were outlawed and anew name, honoring George
Washington's home in Virginia was selected, thus it became Mt. Vernon.

Mt. Vernon is the county seat of Franklin county and has an attractive
square and a colonial styled courthouse in keeping with it's namesake.

One of the most charming things about the town is a project undertaken
some years ago that has small signs in the front yards of older homes with
historical interest.
