"The increase In the costs of tmr
public schools during recent years re-

ceives a partial explanation In the de--

pretention that has taken place In the
purchasing power of the dollar," says

culture Is put in the high school to
give a "snnp" course by mentis of
which somo pupils mny dodgedifficult
subjects nnd still manage to get the
required number of credits to gradu-
ate. Granting the guilty pupils per-
mission to proclaim the fact, Investi-
gation will show thnt It has been a
meansby which many boys have been
held in school, nnd many doing good
work In agriculture and not pawing
In any other subject if for no other
renou than laziness. It Is with this
group of Isiys that the teacheris able
to gain personal contact nnd nslst
the boy In finding himself. In spite
of the general belief, we find after
examining the recordsof the students
in Ponneylvnuhi State College who
have had their preparatory work in
vocational classes mnkeJut ns good
grades as do their classmates. From
this we see that the work Is benefi-
cial to thoe who never Intend to

of animals nnd plants In tho
studl of animals nnd plants lu the
course, we correlate the Mibjects of
history, geography, physics,chemistry,
biology, civics, and shop work.

Bach pupil taking vocational agri-
culture Is required to have a home
project. The project is to be some
field crop or some kind of livestock.
Tho pupil is to own, manage,and fi-

nance the crop or stock whenever pos-

sible and keep a complete record on
fame. This gives tho pupil an oppor-
tunity to follow the best practices of
feeding and managementof stock, the
growing of crops, nnd to learn the rcnl
value of tho dollar. Since the father
lms to finance thorun anyway, why
should tho parent object to his son
having a project? The project will
encouragetho boy to work, encourage
thrift, interest him in the' problems of
the home and community, and at the
same time permits him to eurn n part
of the money ho needs. To learn that
earned money does not come easily, is
a very valuable lesson for a boy to
learn. The home project Is n menus
by which this lesson is taught. If

'nothing el-- e, tho project will thow tt
is Ihe best quality of livestock nud
field crops, adapted to their respective
regions, under proper management
that give the hlglies-- t returns on mon-
ey und labor invested.

Farm Managementand Plant Produc-
tion. Animal Husbandry wns offered
last year. This will give the school
4'j units of affiliated credit In voca-
tional agriculture.
