There is a lot of history on the
walls of the Cunningham Commu-
nity Center. Photos of the school and
military history of the residents of the
Cunningham Community grace the
center, thanks to Jean Williams and
her daughter, Davy Jo Williams.

The military photos date back to
the Civil War, featuring John C.
Cunningham, father of Sam
Cunningham who founded the com-
munity by giving any family who
would settle there 2 acres of land.
Other photos represent Veterans of
World War I, World War II, Korea
and Vietnam who from
Cunningham.

Photos of Senior Classes graduat-

came

ing tfrom the Cunningham School date
from 1936 through 1970

Some of the old school photos were
lost or destroyed, but the mother and
daughter team have worked relent-
lessly to make copies of individual or
created some of the lostand destroyed
class photos at their own expense.

One large picture frame that stands
out among the rest belongs to Melba
Baker. The big red frame houses vari-
ous photos of individuals and cap-
tures a part of the community's past.
The frame is constructed from hard-
wood removed from the center of the
Cunningham School's gymnasium.
The school's mascot, the Cunningham
Warrior, represented the school and

the community's pride for nearly
thirty years. Now it is once again a
symbol of that pride.

Cunningham is typical of many
communities in this arca. They no
longer have a school, but they still
take pride in their memories. They
are fiercely loyal to their community,
meeting to support the fire depart
ment, or to rally around anyone who
suffers a loss or disaster. They hold
well-attended homecomings, meet at
the center for a variety of events, and
have many active churches.

The Cunningham Community
Center shines with that loyalty and
feeling of community which hall-
marks so many of the smaller towns
in this area.

Internet service affects
millions of men

Millions of young men were given
an easier way to fulfill a civic and
legal responsibility on December 2.
As of that date, 18 through 25-year
old male U.S. citizens everywhere
were able to register with the Selec-
tive Service System using the Internet.

Federal law requires virtually all
men to register with Selective Ser-
vice within 30 days of turning 18.
About 1.8 million men are required
to register each year. Although late
registrations are accepted, aman can-
not register after reaching age 26
Failure to register is a felony. Regis-
tration is linked to many federal and
state benefits. Male immigrants who
fail to register as required cannot
obtain citizenship. Half of the states
have supporting legislation which
precludes men who are required to
register, but who have not done so,
from receiving many state benefits,
like state tuition assistance, eligibil-
ity for state jobs, and enrolling in
state post-secondary institutions.

Although the U.S. relies on an all
volunteer military today, the Selec-
tive Service System and the registra-
tion program help America remain
prepared to reinstate a timely and fair
draft in a future crisis, should a draft
become necessary.
