Each group of students will 

meet at the appointed time in the 
auditorium for orientation and in­
structions.

It is very important that stud­
ents toe on time for the orienta­
tion of their class. This is being 
done in a new way this year, and 
if you have a son or daughter wtho 
will not be present, it is suggest-

ed that you contact Principal Bill 
Willis at the high school prior to 
the time the class is to meet.

The new 1975 annuals will be 
given, out after each session of re­
gistration to all who come to the 
business department to pick them 
up.

¡Beginning with the 1975-76 year, 
the Silverton Independent School 
District will change from the tra- 
litionai two semesters per year 
to three quarters per school year.

Each quarter will consist of ap­
proximately 60 school days, or 12 
weeks. Grades will continue to be 
reported to parents every six 
weeks, and quarter tests will be 
given three times per year. Grades 
will be recorded on the permanent 
records at the plose of each quar-

ter and the average of these three 
grades will be the yearly grade the 
student earns.

Instead of making one credit 
per year, for most subjects, a stu­
dent will receive three units (or 
credits) for each subject. Subse­
quently, instead of requiring 20 
credits, a total of 60 units will be 
required for graduation.

The Fall Quarter will begin Au­
gust 25 and continue until ¡Novem­
ber 18. The Winter Quarter will 
last from November 20 until Feb­
ruary 26, and the Spring Quarter 
will begin March 1 and end May 
26.

One Teacher In-Service day has 
been scheduled at the close of each 
of the Fall and Winter Quarters 
and two after the Spring Quarter.

This system of school organiza­
tion was designed to . aid students 
who move from one school to an­
other during the year. Hopefully, 
it will allow the Silverton Schools 
the flexibility needed to introduce 
some new subjects in 'the form of 
short mini-courses.

The Silverton School faculty re­
ported Monday to begin five days 
of In-Service training before clas­
ses begin for the students August 
25.

All faculty positions are filled, 
with the possible exception of an 
additional Kindergarten teacher if 
there are enough students to re­
quire two classes.

As previously reported, Kinder­
garten will begin on January 19 
and will be a full day program

for the remaining half of the 1975- 
76 school year. Children must be 
five years old before September 
1, 1975, in order to attend.

The school day will begin at 
8:30 a.m. and end at 3:30 p.m. 
This is a result of the elimination 
of study halls and changing from 
seven periods to six periods per 
day.

The school dress code is the 
same as last year and it is hoped 
that parents will be cooperative to 
the extent that their children will 
not have to miss any classes due 
to improper dress or (hair styles. 
When students are sent home, 
they suffer the loss of instruction 
in one or more classes before they 
are able to be re-admitted. Barents 
who are truly concerned about

their children’s education can 
make their own “inspection” be­
fore each Child leaves ¡their home 
and eliminate many problems be­
fore they ever reach the school 
campus.

It was necessary to raise the 
price of school lunlches from 60c 
to 65c in order to continue to pro­
vide a nourishing meal.

The school will be operating 
under the new finance bill recent­
ly passed by the Texas Legisla­
ture. Governor Briscoe was very 
forceful and successful in demand­
ing no new state taxes, but he has 
forced most school boards to raise 
local taxes instead.

Tuesday night’s practice saw 14 
boys absent, a  lot of them with 
stomach viruses and throat infec­
tions. This left only *22, -not en­
ough for both teams to scrimmage 
unless some recover and are able 
to play by Friday.

The Owls have welcomed Coach 
Lyndel Norwood, who comes here 
from Ohilicothe.

In his first two seasons at Sil 
verton, Head Coach Weldon Mc­
Cord has seen his program stead­
ily improve, and he expects an­
other jump forward in 1975. “We 
lost a lot of kids, but we could be 
stronger this year,” he said. “We 
only have five lettermen back, 
but all started last season, and 
the guys we have moving up from 
the JV have some erperiemce be­
cause a number of them played 
on the varsity as freshmen.

“The turnout this year is good, 
too,” he added. “We’ve igot 36 
kids out, and that’s more than in

a long time.”
McCord likes the team’s first- 

unit size. ‘We’ve got some good 
size in the ¡line,” he said. “Our 
interior line averages about 180 
pounds, which isn’t too bad for a 
Class A school.”

McCord said the team has been 
concentrating on defense.' He said 
the size exists for ¡Silverton to 
have a good defensive team, al­
though the defensive unit doesn’t 
have much speed. He said the 
Owls will move ¡around and stunt 
a lot more this season than they 
have in ¡the past.

120.

Of (the Owls and District 2-A, 
Harris had this to say: “Silverton 
is listed sixth among the eight 
2-A teams. Coach Weldon MdOord 
can do a job with mediocrity. This 
has been proven. Club hopes to 
gain a break even season in 1975, 
but that would be some achieve­
ment. District is just too strong 
for Silverton.” Memphis is listed 
in first spot and “much stronger” 
and ¡Silverton is listed as “strong­
er.”

Bob Wills Coin On 
Display In Country 
Music Hall of Fame

Tihe First Medal of the Bob Wills 
Series, the official bicentennial 
coin of Hall County, will be on 
permanent display in the Country

Music Hail of Fame in Nashville, 
Tennessee. The commemorative 
medial was created as a memorial 
to the country music great, Bob 
Wills, and donated to the Hall of 
Fame by the Memphis (Texas) 
Chamber of Commerce and the 
Bob Wills Foundation of Turkey. 
Hall County is the home of Bob

Wills where he created and first 
played his famous “Western 
Swing” style of music.

According to Country Music Hall 
of Fame Cureator, Diana Johnson, 
the coin display is a complete four 
coin set, serial number 9, in an 
engraved case which consists of 
a 24 karat gold on .999 fine sil­
ver medal, .999 fine silver medial, 
antique silver on bronze medal 
-and antique bronze medal. The 
coins are of silver dollar size and 
minted in high relief with the 
bust drawing of Bob Wills.

The first issue and 1975 limited
edition of the Bob Wills Series 
is available from the Memphis 
Chamber of Commerce in a com­
plete four coin set, $105.00; three

coin set (silver, antique silver 
and brionze), $52.50; two soin set 
(antique silver and bronze), $15.75; 
single gold coin, $52.50; single 
(silver, $26.25; single antique sil­
ver coin, $5.25; and single bronze 
coin, $3.68.

The First Medal of the Bob Wills 
Series has acquired nation-wide 
popularity and demand both by 
country music fans and coin col­
lectors. The 1975 limited issue is 
expected to be a collector’s item 
and keepsake with proceeds from 
the coin sales to be used for the 
development of the Bob Wills Mon­
ument and Park in Turkey and 
other related bicentennial activi­
ties in Hall County.

used an etching process to bring 
out the old numbers on the band. 
This information has been return­
ed to Warden Pratt, indicating the 
•duck was banded at Kerrobert, 
Sask. on July 2, 1958.

“Normally, waterfowl do not sur­
vive in the’ wild as long as this 
duck did,” Pratt said.

“The previous bands that I have 
sent in to the banding laboratory 
indicated that the ducks lived for 
•an average of only two or three 
years,” Pratt continued. “This 17 
year old duck will help the biolo­
gists determine imformlation that 
will be used in setting the yearly 
waterfowl seasons and limits.”

During the fall and winter, over 
10,000 reports are filed at the Lau­
rel, Maryland office and in- some 
•instances, reports about collected 
bands are received before the band 
information is logged.

The details of each band “re­
covery” are very important. They 
tell not only where the bird went, 
but how long it lived and how it 
died. By adding together the thou­
sands of individual reports receiv­
ed from interested persons such 
as waterfowl hunters, comparisons 
are made a to time of banding 
and this information is made avail­
able to scientists, students and 
state wildlife agencies for their 
studies.

The sound conservation policies 
that emerge from the banding in­
formation is designed to allow to­
day’s sportsman' as much recrea­
tion as possible from our migra­
tory game bird populations with­
out endangering these species.

Texas hunters are asked to send 
in any bands collected while in 
the field on both birds and ani­
mals. With your assistance, Texas 
will continue to furnish excellent 
hunting opportunities for the 
sportsman.
