The male builds the 
nest, turns the eggs and cares for the 
young and that is exactly what her 
male is doing. He has made himself a 
nest right near the black top road and 
is busy attempting to raise a family. 
The female had laid 25 or more eggs 
but Lou, not wanting 25 baby emu's, 
stole one egg at a time until he only 
has 4. The eggs are large and deep 
green and look like a huge avocado. 
Lou informed me it will take 65 days 
for them to hatch and he has been at 
his baby raising for just over a month.
