When the James Wood family of Bogata looked up last Wednesday
morning they had something strange looking hanging on their
highline wires. After investigation, it seemed to be some kind of
weather balloon, but it was a strange looking one, so they began
trying to find out its origin. After exhausting all their resources,
they finally took it to Bogata School to Science teach, Don Easter-
ling, so that the students might benefit from it. Mr. Easterling got
on the internet and found that it is a Radiosonde. A Radiosonde is
a weather measurement instrument that measures upper air pro-
files of pressure, temperature and humidity, when launched into
the upper atmosphere on a weather balloon. It had ascended to the
upper atmosphere for about 1 1/2 hours to an altitude of 20 to 30
km. During its ascent the radiosonde transmitted data on weather
conditions to the ground station, until the decreasing atmospheric
pressure made the weather balloon larger and larger and it burst.
After this the radiosonde and the balloon naturally fell down. He
learned that a Vaisala radiosonde does not contain environmen-
tally hazardous materials that would require special treatment.
The Vaisala radiosonde was made in Vaisala, Helsinki and if it had
been launched from Helsinki, it could have been sent back for a .
refund, but it was decided that this particular gizmo was probably
launched in Oklahoma.

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TXDOT approves road construction for Titus County

The Texas Department of Trans-
portation (TxDOT) has approved
plans for two projects to improve
traffic flow through downtown Mt.
Pleasant and resurface a section of
U.S. 271 north of town.

A new traffic control system will
connect all the signal lights along
Business 271 (Madison and Jefferson
Streets downtown). A computerized
system will be used to monitor traffic
flow and make adjustments to the
signals as needed to help keep traffic
moving smoothly with only a mini-

mum number of stops.

"This is all part of the department's
efforts to create 'smart' highways",
said Carlos Ibarra, traffic engineer
for TxDOT in Atlanta. "It is what we
call a closed-loop system and will
also allow us to monitor traffic flow
from the district headquarters in At-
lanta."”

Striping Technology, Inc. of Tyler
was awarded the contract for the
project with a low bid of $266,863.

Work on the system should begin

this spring and be completed by Sep-
tember of this year.

A second project will put a new
riding surface on U.S. 271 between
Interstate 30 and Business 271 north
of Mt. Pleasant. About 3.5 miles of
the highway will be resurfaced this
summer, according to Roger
Ledbetter, area engineer for TxDOT
in Mt. Pleasant. Buster Paving Co.,
Inc. of Sulphur Springs was awarded
the contract for the resurfacing with a
low bid of $715, 608.

Conservation Program Sign Up A

Farmers and ranchers may apply
forthe Environmental Quality Incen
tives Program (EQIP) through March
31,1999. The conservation program,
a result of the 1996 Farm Bill, offers
a limited number of producers who
have serious soil, water, and other
natural resource problems with tech
nical, financial, and educational as
sistance

According to Steve R. Smith, Dis
trict Conservationist for USDA Natu
ral Resource Conservation Service
(NRCS), EQIP is not like the former
Great Plains Conservation Program
(GPCP) or Agricultural Conserva
tion Program (ACP). This program is
extremely limited and is for persons
engaged in livestock or agricultural
production who would provide the
greatestenvironmental benefits at the
least cost to the program.

"Applications will be prioritized
after March 31, according to specific
criteria,” Smith continued. "After the
Farm Service Agency (FSA) deter

mines producer eligibility, NRCS
conservationists and the producer will
make an inventory of the natural re-
sources, identify natural resource
problems and concerns, determine
treatment needs, and agree upon the
land management and structural prac
tices the producer will install." Smith
added that the extent of the conserva
tion practice, fields and acres to be
treated, and cost-share rate and in-

centive payment levels the producer

will accept, as well as the total pro-
gram payments, are included in a
ranking formula

Acceptance into EQIP will require
a 5 to 10 year contract, even if only
one year of cost-share is needed
Contracts are for amaximum amount
of $50,000.00 with a maximum 75
percent cost-share
