As we pass
one another we are quite a
sight, knee replacements,
shoulder surgeries, foot sur-
geries, we stumble along like a
scene form the old movie
"Night of the Living Dead"
while some chirpy, perky
therapist keeps up a running
patter abouthow we must push
on and be upbeat.

I am upbeat. I know this
surgery will make my life even
better. They set a task for me
to do, I'll darn well do it. But
don'ttreat melike a three year
old who needs coaxing.

Meanwhile, visitors must
thread their way through us,
staring at our various inju-
ries, staples and stitches and
heaven only knows what else!

Major bust harvests
695 marijuana plants

On Monday, August 16, the Red
River County Sheriff’s Department
pulled up 695 marijuana plants in a
bust that occurred north of
Clarksville.

Sheriff Bob Edrington, Investiga-
tor Larry Spangler and Constable
Tim Shimpock participated in the
operation.

To date, this is the largest single
crop of marijuana found in Red River
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County this year.

According to Sheriff Edrington,
based on the Texas Narcotic
Control’s method of establishing
street value for the 695 plants, the
street value was given at approxi-
mately $1,123,815.00.

Sheriff Edrington reported that ar-
rests are pending and the investiga-
tion is ongoing.

Budget proposal meeting
held at Rivercrest

The Rivercrest Board of Trustees
held a budget proposal meeting at
Rivercrest High School auditorium
on Monday, August 16, 1999 at 7:00
pm. Board President, Eddie Brown
called the meeting to order. The invo-
cation was given by Nicky Brown

.and the program was turned over to

Dr.Gary VanDeaver, Superintendent.

Dr. VanDeaver welcomed the 34
guests present and stated that it is an
exciting and challenging time for the
district with plans the new schools
beginning. Dr. Van Deaver presented
a film and gave explanations for the
proposed budget. He began with the
schools revenue or income showing
where all money comes from and
how muchis there. He explained how
each state program effects the school,
such as, the ADA or Average Daily
Attendance program. Funds from this
program are based on the attendance
of each student registered at River-
crest, Talco or Bogata Schools. Good
attendance means more state money.
Monies received from Federal pro-
grams was reviewed also. He then
explained expenditures or money
spent for the schools in detail. M &
O (maintaintence and operation)
monies such as the cost of transporta-
tion which is $220,444.00 per year
were given along with all expenses
for the school. The system has a total
revenue of $4,743,765.00 and total
expenditures of $4,861,644.00 which
would leave the school in the red
except for a $200,000.00 carry over.

Dr. Van Deaver explained that the
state had over paid the school and the
money will not be taken back but will
be taken out partially over the next
few years from future payments to
the school. This overpayment was
caught early and the money was put
into savings in case it had to be paid
back to the state in a lump sum. The
amount helps to leave the books bal-
anced and in the black.

Dr. Van Deaver then explained the
proposed tax rate which must be pro-
posed by August 20, 1999 and will be
voted on for adoption in September.
He reported property values are down
another $3 million dollars due to the
loss of the oil field tax. He stated that
the school has come from a
$220,000,000 value to the present
$74,162,490.00 value. The 1999-
2000 proposed tax is $1.44.78 per
100 dollars.

Dr. VanDeaver gave a New Facili-
ties Overview. He reported on June
5, 1998 a bond election was held and
rassed by 10 votes.

A petition was filed.

In December of 1998 a judge ruled
or a $500,000 bond be put up by the

contestants. The contestants appealed
his ruling in the same month.

In May of 1999 the court ruled in
the school's favor.

InJuly of 1999 the judge dismissed
the case and at the end of the month
the school sold $5.7 million in bonds
to be paid over a 30 year period. The
percentages are; EDA (Existing Debt
Allotment) which will be paid by the
state 27%; IFA (Instructional Facil-
ity Allotment) which will be paid by
the state 32% and Local Property Tax
will pay 41% per year.

Construction plans are for the
spring orearly summer of 2000. There
are no set plans as of yet. There are
many things to prepare before actual
plans can be drawn up. Tentative
plans are to construct an Elementary
School first. When completed the
Junior High students will be moved
to Talco School because it can ac-
commodate the number and it's con-
dition is better. At the next Biennium
the school will apply for the remain-
ing $3.3 million to construct the new
junior high building.

Only $5.7 million in bonds were
sold to keep from over burdening the
tax payers. Dr. VanDeaver said, "Al-
though we can not predict the future
we hope to see little or no break in
construction of the schools". He also
reported the school has contact TXU
about purchasing 20 acres of land
adjoining school property. The land
will be used for possible expansion
and to getdirt for the present building
site. The dirt alone will save a large
amount of money.

The floor was opened for ques-
tions answered by Dr. VanDeaver.
Those asked were as follows:

Q. How much money per student
per year does is cost to attend school
in the district?

A. $6,681 per year.

Q. In the $3000.00 raise given by
the state to teachers were there ex-
penses taken out?

A.Yes. Thereis more Social Secu-
rity, Unemployment and other ex-
penses taken out.

Q. You do still have the money the
state over paid?
A. Yes.

Q. What about the 5th grade stu-
dents. Where will they be?

A. I myself and the board want to
see the 5th grade remain with the
elementary. Itall depends on the type
facility we are able to construct. Even
if they must be left at Talco with the
junior high for awhile they will even-
tually be returned to elementary.

Q. How much money was spent on
lawyers by the school?
A. Between $51 and $52,000.

Q. How many square feet will bein
the new facility?

A. We are not sure. The original
amount was tentatively, 6,500. No
plans have been drawn up and will
not be until the financial situation is
evaluated.

Q. How many Elementary students
are there?

A. We maintain near or just over
500.

Q. With the Elementary building
proposal are you looking at having a
pre-school room or room for children
with disabilities?

A. Again, there are no definite
plans. The staff have been asked to
give their in-put on the design of the
building which will help greatly since
they know what they need. I am not
saying there will not be a pre-school
or classroom for disabled children
but we just are not sure. The financial
side must be prepared first.

Q. Your saying there are no plans?
How can that be?

A. Againthe finances must be done
first. It would be a waste of taxpayer
money to pay and architect to draw
up plans and then find out we can not
afford them and have to pay for more
plans to be drawn up.

Q. How long is the $5.7 million set
up to be paid?
A. For 30 years.

Q. We are assured of the EDA and
IFA money from the state?
A. Yes.

Q. Will the schools be on the
presentsite and will they be designed
to add on to?

A. Yes. Plus the purchase of 20
acres from TXU will assure more
room in case of needed increases.
Rivercrest was also built with in-
creases in mind. The porches were
set as possible hallways and that is
why there are no more windows in
the school than there are.

Q. Has the school been contacted
about the new 4 lane highway?

A. No, not any more than anyone
has. We know where the presentright
of way is and it will move the road
closertothe present school. But, keep
in mind the additional 20 acres will
give added room for the school.

When questions ceased Board
President, Eddie Brown called for a
motion of adjournment. Mark Hare
made the motion and Nicky Brown
seconded. The meeting adjourned at
8:20 pm.

Following a short break the board
reconvened. There was aunanimous
vote to adopt the proposed budget; to
propose the tax rate at M & O 1.23.78
and INS at0.21 foratotal of $1.44.78.

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No one could confuse German or
Italian foods, even though the two
countries are close neighbors with a
long history of cultural interactions.
Yet many Americans don't distin-
guish between the cuisine of Asian
countries, lumping them altogether
in one broad category. There are
actually as many distinct and sepa-
rate culinary traditions as there are
similarities.

Asia is the world's largest conti-
nent with the largest variety of cook-
ing styles. From the arid and cold
mountains of Mongolia to the hotand
humid low land of Southeast Asia.
Asian cooks have developed a broad
range of spices, flavors and dishes to
suit their local environments.

But while the flavors and foods
may vary from country to country,
one constant in Asian cooking is the
popularity of the grill.

The grillis a good choice for Ameri-
cans looking toexperiment with Asian
cuisine because it uses the same grill-
ing techniques, such as the spice rubs,
marinades and dipping sauces that
create the Asian flavor.

Foods are usually seasoned with
either a marinade or a dry spice rub
and grilled. The, dishes are almost
always served with a dipping sauce
that complements or enhances the
pre-grill seasonings.

It is very easy to impart Asian
flavors to your favorite grilled foods.
[t can be as simple as dressing grilled
vegetables withabottled oyster sauce
to evoke the flavors of Chine, or
brushing baby back ribs with a Hoisin
barbecue sauce. But first, you must
familiarize yourself with the flavors
of Asia. Check out the following:

Japanese food goes way beyond
raw fish and rice. In addition to the
familiar tempura, sushi and miso
soup, the Japanese are avid grillers.
They use a Hibachi grill. Tradition-
ally. the food is seasoned with Japa-
nese soy sauce, fresh ginger, dry
sherry or mirin, garlic and sugar.
Grilled fish, seafood, chicken, meat
and vegetables are some of the spe-
cialties prepared over hot charcoal
fire or on skewers on a gas grill.
Grilled meats are often seasoned
with ground sansho, a relative to the
Szechwan peppercorns. This give
the dish the same warmth as black
peppercorns, but with a slightly
more floral flavor. The Japanese use

a barbecue sauce called tonkatsu. It
taste similar to a Western barbecues
sauce because the predominant in-
gredients are Worchestershire sauce,
tomato sauce , mustard and soy sauce.

In Korea, the most famous dish is
the Bulgogi. This is paper-thinslices
of beef marinated in ginger, garlic,
soy sauce, scallions and sesame seeds.
The tenderized beef is then grilled
and served with a dipping sauce
made from soy sauce , sesame oil,
bean paste, rice wine, toasted sesame
seeds, chili sauce, spring onion, gar-
lic and sugar. Steamed rice always
accompanies the main dish along
withraw and cooked relishes. Kinchi
is the famous fermented or pickled
condiment that is served with most
meals. It is made from cabbage,
white radish and laced with chilies.

Typical seasonings used in Ko-
rean dishes are soy sauce, rice vin-
egar, sesame oil, toasted sesame
seeds, sugar, ginger, garlic, red chil-
ies and a host of pastes that are made
from fermented soybeans. Garlic is
the predominate flavor in all mari-
nated and grilled meats.

Thailand uses a lot of cilantro, hot
red or green chilies, lemongrass, gar-
lic and galangal. Galangal tastes
similar to ginger with a mustard-like
bit and camphor smell).

Ground white peppercorns, cori-
ander or cumin and shrimp paste, are
then added to this basic mixture in
varying amounts, depending on the
dish.

Indiauses a variety of many spices
for their recipes. No other country
adds spices like the Indians. Some of
the essential spices are cardamom,
peppercorns, cloves, coriander seed,
cumin, fennel sees, mustard seed,
bay leaves, tumeric, garlic and gin-
ger.

Often cooks will heat the oil and
spices for marinade before marinat-
ing the meat. This intensifies the
flavors and thus more fully flavors
the meat.

Fresh herbs and lettuce are an
essential component to Vietnamese
fare. Coriander, mint, basil and scal-
lions are but a few of the aromatic
flavors typically used with meat, fish
or poultry seasoned with lemongrass,
garlic and shallots. One of the favor-
ite grilled foods of Vietnam is
skewered barbecued pork. The pork
is seasoned with garlic, salt, sugar,

rice wine, roasted ground rice and
fish sauce. The meat is then threaded
onto bamboo skewers and cooked
over hot coals. The grilled pork is
served with fresh rice noodles and
lettuce leaves and either fresh cori-
ander or mint.

China occupies the largest part of
Asiaand ithas many distinct styles of
cooking such as: Mandarin-climate
affects the rice crop in this region.
Substitutes used may be wheat, mil-
let, soybeans, sorghum or corn.

Szechwan-aridand humidclimate
in middle China has a lot to do with
these flavors. Fiery seasonings act as
a natural air conditioner when
eaten, using intense flavor-packed
dishes.

Cantonese-subtle blend of
seafoods and delicate seasonings
sum up this part of Asia. Green leafy
vegetables are plentiful along with
fresh fruits such as bananas, pine-
apples and oranges.

Hunan dishes include the major
influences of a more natural style of
cooking using fish, shrimp, eel and
crab usually braised, steamed or
stewed. Traditional dishes are sea-
soned with rice wine, scallions, gin-
gerroot, Szechwan peppercorns and
salt.

We hope you enjoyed out little trip
this week through Asia and hope you
will try some of these recipes and we
will see you in the kitchen!

Grilled Baby Back Pork Ribs
"Bul-Go-Gi'' Style-Bul-go-gi is
probably the most popular meat dish
in Korean cuisine. It is made of thin
slices of beef sirloin that have been
marinated in soy sauce, onions, gar-
lic and lots of ginger and chilies and
then grilled quickly at the tables. This
recipe is adapted from the traditional
Korean favorite.

Grilled Sechuan Peppercorn
Beef-prepare marinade ahead of time
at least 2-4 hours for maximum fla-
vor and cook beef 8-10 minutes on
each side. Dip in sauce.

Rice Paper Salad Rolls with
Grilled Chicken and Rock Shrimp-
-a lot of the ingredients for these
dishes may be purchased locally.
Look for displays in area stores.

Whole Grilled Red Snapper with
Garlic-Soy Sauce-heat reserved
sauce and pour over cooked fish and
topped with julienned scallions.

Grilled Baby Back Pork Ribs
"Bul-Go-Gi "' Style

2 slabs baby back ribs
Marinade
2 cups soy sauce
| cup sherry
1/2 cup sugar
I/2 cup chopped scallions
1/4 cup toasted sesame oil
1/4 cup fresh grated ginger
2 tablespoons chopped fresh garlic
2 tablespoons crushed red pepper

Combine all of the marinade ingredi-
ents and pour over the ribs, reserving 1/2
cup for basting, I/2 cup for serving.

Ranch to Rail guidelines released

Guidelines for the 1999-2000
Texas A&M University Ranchto Rail
program have been released. The pro-
gramis designed to provide feedback
to ranchers on how their cattle per-
form in the feedyard and the type of
carcasses they produce. Assessment
of this information allows producers
to determine whether or not they are
on target or if they need to alter the
genetics of their herd or possibly
modify their management system.
The purpose of the program is to
provide feedback to make those deci-
sions.

Upon arrival at the feedyard, each
steer is processed, individually iden-
tified, and assigned a value per hun-
dredweight based on current market
conditions. Cattle are sorted into simi-
lar groups. Steers are weighed indi-
vidually at the end of the feeding
period. Feed consumption for each

pen is determined Cattle are sold in a
carcass basis.

Nominations of ¢ cattle are due by
September 10. There is a minimum
of five steers per consignor and a
$10.00 per head nomination fee. Only
steers that weigh between 500-850
pounds at arrival will be accepted. It
is strongly recommended that steers
be vaccinated and backgrounded at
least 45 days in accordance with one
of the options listed in the Value
Added Calf Vaccination Management
Program. Delivery dates for the Ranch
to Rail-North are October 12-13.
Steers should be weaned prior to
September 1. Ranch to Rail-North
cattle will be fed at Swisher County
Cattle Co., Tulia, TX. Assistance is
provided in coordinating shipment to
reduce freight costs. Last year Paris
was a shipping point.

Hammertoes

Hammertoe is a condition in
which the toe bends in a claw-like
position. Most often due to a mis-
alignment of the toe joints, ham-
mertoes can occur in any of the
foot's four smaller toes. It happens
most often in the second toe, when
a bunion angles the big toe toward
and under it, pushing it up. A per-
son with high or low arched feet is
prone to developing hammertoes
because the toes tend to stay ina
bent position. Il fitting shoes or
socks that bunch the toes together
can aggravate hammertoes and
cause pain on the bony top area
and at the end of the toe.

There is an EEE vaccine for horses
but not for humans. People are urged
to lower their risk by wearing long-
sleeved shirts and pants and using
mosquito repellant. The most effec-
tive products will contain Deet, but
the strength of the active ingredient
will vary. Look for Deet or N,N-
diethl-m-toluamide on the list of in-
gredients and choose a product with
the highest concentration.

Because horses show symptoms
quicker than humans, they can act as
sentinels for EEE activity in an area.
Symptoms in horses include; fever,
irregular gait, wandering, circling,
incoordination, yawning, grinding of
teeth, pendulous lower lip, the inabil
ity to swallow, paralysis and occa
sional convulsions.

In humans, the symptoms include;
fever, headache, vomiting, lethargy,
neck stiffness and coma. Again, ev-
eryoneisurged to use mosquito spray
as self protection.
