The day is perfect, cool but withan 

unmarred blue sky overhead. Leaves 
show a hint of color, and the only 
sound is an -Kcasionally yap from a 
doc and the shuffle of hooves in the 
dust.

It's playday at the Flying L Ranch, 
just east of Deport, and Clifford and 
Carolyn Lee are hosting a playday 
for stiK'k dogs.

In the pen 13 year old Grant Butler 
communicates with his dog by hand 
signals and the occasional short 
whistle. The dog, all his being fo­
cused on the little group of calves on 
hand, has no trouble taking them 
through a series of obstacles and pens.

Most of the dogs are Border Col­
lies, a breed that comes slick haired, 
medium or K)ng haired and was de­
veloped in the United Kingdom for 
use on sheep Herding is in the blood, 
and it is obvious they love it.

Clifford Lee, a retired American 
Airlines pilot, says he needed help 
working thecattleon his ranch. There 
was no one to ask, or turn to, and he 
purchased two dogs before finding a 
dog that would do what he needed.

Now Alex is the number one cattle 
dog in Oklahoma and north and east 
Texas, capturing aw ards at dog trials 
all over the area.

Clifford says that a trainer and 
breeder in south Texas encouraged 
him to enter a trial, and he won first 
place.

"That was all ittinik,! w as h«K)ked" 
he grins.

They have traveled as far as Ohio 
for stiK-k dog trials, but mostly, he 
says, compete in Oklahoma, Texas 
and Louisiana.

A number of people in the area, 
including "Coop" Cowan, became 
interested in the intelligent, amazing

Unmasking Halloween Dangers
Parents who put Halloween masks 

on children may inadvertently cre­
ate “mask blindness”. Hospital emer­
gency room statistics indicate that on 
Halloween a child is more likely to 
be involved in an injury producing 
accident than at any other time of the 
year

In a major effort to protect chil- 
^  dren from costume and mask related 

accidents Prevent Blindness Texas is 
advocating the use of makeup instead 
of masks. Poorly fitted masks or 
those with small eye slits can block 
children's view of oncoming traffic, 
curbs, steps or other obstacles in their 
path

Makeup is a good alternative to 
hot, stuffy and dangerous masks. 
Parents can have fun applying 
makeup to complete their child’s 
transformation into a ghost, goblin, 

^  princes, witch or whatever stage be­
ing lurks in their imagination.

If trick or treat is scheduled dur­

ing twilight or evening hours, it is 
imperative that costumes include 
bright reflective material. The simple 
and inexpensive addition of a 
retroflective armband can be the dif­
ference between life and death.

To help prevent accidents on Hal­
loween, follow these safety guide­
lines created to help adults and chil­
dren enjoy the holiday.

1. Wear m akeup instead of 
masks.

2. Avoid costumes with masks, 
wigs, floppy hats or eye patches that 
blcK'k vision.

3. Avoid pointed props such as 
spears, swords or wands that can en­
danger other children’s eyes.

4. Wear bright, reflective clothing 
or have reflective patches somewhere 
on the costume.

5. Carry a bright flashlight to illu­
minate sidewalks, steps and paths.

6. Never drive while wearing a

mask.
7. Obey all traffic signals, whether 

pedestrian or driver.
8. Younger children should be ac­

companied by an adult while travel­
ing about the neighborhocxl. Older 
children should trick or treat in 
groups.

9. Use common sense. Never dart 
between parked cars or hidden cor­
ners such as alleys. Avoid streets un­
der construction. Don’t trick or treat 
in busy comercial areas or where 
there is heavy traffic.

10. Inspect all trick or treat items 
before allowing children to have 
them.

11. Be sure the path and stairs to 
your front door are well illuminated 
and clear of obstacles.

12. Dayligth trick or treating is 
safer than going out after dark.

13. Halloween parties are safer 
than trick or treating

Mr. Cowan says "1 don't u.se my 

dogs for trials, but I use them w ith my 
cattle almo,st every day".

Now there is a Red RiverCattledogs 
Association. And a number of other 
asstK’iations. There are many people 
in this area using the dogs, and 
competiting now, including Larry 
O'Neal of Cunningham, who has 
Shadow Creek Border Collies.

It isn't just Border Collies that make 
this particular style of stock dog.
Australia shepherds, even Australian 
Kelpies were on hand to get some 
practice working stock.

A playday is not a trial. It is a day 
for handlers and dogs to practice and 
evaluate w here they stand.

At trials dogs are evaluated for 
instinct, desire and eye. They pups 
begin training at about four monthsof 
age. They begin with basic com­
mands, down, stay, here, all the com­
mands that makeadogagoodcitizen.

Professional trainers do most of 
the training on these dogs. Clifford 
uses a woman in Arkansas

Young dogs are trained on goats so 
that they don't get hurt. An injury to a 
pup may make it relulctant to work 
cattle . As adults the medium sized 
dogs get kicked, knrx'ked out and 
rolled, but it seldom fazes them.

Local students include

Amazingly, the dogs make work­
ing a group of animals seem simple. 
Without knowing something about 
what is going on spectators may not 
realize that the animals must be 
rounded up and put through a series 
of obstacles and pens in a certain 
order and within a certain amount of 
time!

These trials give awards, and they 
are based solely on the dog's abilities. 
The dogs can be any breed, any color,

it doesn't matter how they look, just 
how they act.

"These dogs are iratural herders" 
he states "they will work cattle, sheep, 
goats, ducks, turkeys, even h(vgs".

There is none o( the snarling, bit­
ing frenzy of some types of cattle 
dogs. Ffficienll). quickly the blursof 
black and white I nr handle whatever 
sttKk they need to.

"These dogs don’t just vvorkcitlves, 
they can handle really rough cattle" 
Clifford says.

Cliffords favorite dt)g, Alex, grins 
and wags in delight whenever some­
one approaches him He goes through 
his paces happily, taking joy in his 
work.

"I even bought a fbitrdoor truck so 
Alex could have his own seat" he 
says wryly.

"He and Dove are the only iwt) 
dogs that my wife has ever cleared to 
live in the house" Clifford grins.

Dove is a Border collie that the 
couple bought to retire. Dove and 
Alex hadonelitterofpups before she 
was neutered. The Lees kept one of 
the puppies. Now Dove is free to give 
in to her arthritis if she w ishes, or go 
out with Alex and work cows if she 
feels up to it

Some dogs are kept kenneled, oth­
ers, like the l.ee's are household pets 
or "yard dogs".

Oddly, at the playdays and trials 
the dogs display little aggression. 
I hey are generally friendly, happy 
little creatures, getting along with 
one another and humans t(H>.

To a first time observer, the dogs 
and handlers make a difficult job 
seem smooth and easy. It is a classic 
example of man and animal working 
together in an age-old relationship 
that makes them both happy.
