Our beloved country took
a noble part hi hastening the arrival
of the day hailed by the world as the
duy of victory. That Nov. 14, this
year being the Sunday immediately
following the anniversary should be
observed In nil churches suitable
memorial services for the heroic
American soldiers, sailors and murines
who gave their lives to their; country
in the world war, seems to me emi-
nently fitting uiul proVer, and I com-mend-t-

suggestionto those who con
duct such services, 1 shall direct that
tho flags ut nl) military posts, naval
stations, ou vesols nud on buildings
of the United States bo displayed at
half must on that day, as a token of
the nation's participation in the exer
cises."

You fix everything and do ev-
erything possible to make the farmer
live in town, and then cuss him fer
doing it. Since 'coming to think about1
It, I believe the best thing that could
liimiipn tn the United KtntnH would Im '

to make the country schools so good I

that all the city people would send
their children to tho country. I have
heard of boys being sent from the
country to town to school and come
back about as bad a misfit ns you
are. .

Yearsagowhenthe stateconstitutionof Texas

was adopted,the peopleof the state-wer-e afraid

of the recurrenceof the conditions ofcarpetbag

rule. Forthis reasontheconstitutionwashedged

aboutwith manyprovisions and limitations, the

necessityfor which long since passedaway. In

the matter of the maintenanceof schools there

,wasan exampleof this limitation on the taxing

power of the peoplethemselves. The cities and

incorporatedtowns were long since relieved of

this inhibition on their taxingpower for schools,

andgiven local self-governm-ent andthe right to

makeadequateprovisionto maintaintheirschools

by taxation.
i

In the rural districts, however, the peopleare
still not allowed to vote adequatetaxesto main-
