Thirty-two year old Borders died 
at McCuistion Regional Medical 
Center after being transported there 
by private vehicle.

I he matter is under investigation 
by the Paris F’olice Department.

Reports indicated that one knife 
with a two and one-half inch blade 
was recovered, but it is not yet known

if the knife is the one used in the fatal 
incident.

The body was sent to Southwest 
Institute of Forensic Science for au­
topsy.

The victim had several wounds, 
reports indicate, one to upper left 
arm, to the left thumb and to the left 
leg. Borders apparently died from 
loss of bUxxl.

Investigators are still interviewing 
witnesses and continuing investiga­
tion into the incident. No arrests have 
been made.

Convincing consumers that the dire predictions regarding loss of 
financial security due to Year 2(X)0 problems are true.

♦ Persuading consumers to invest in ’’special’’ or "secret" products, 
companies, or accounts that will generate tremendous profits.

* Advising individuals to withdraw their money out of banks, credit 
unions, or other financial institutions and turn it over to them for
"safekeeping"

Tips and warning signs to guard against fraud
* NEVER give out account information or credit card numbers to 
someone unless you're certain they are trustworthy. Thieves can 
appear very sincere and friendly. And they can be very persuasive. All 
they need is your account number to empty all the money out of your 
account.

* Don't enter into a deal if you're being pres.sured to act immedi­
ately.

* Be wary of people posing as bank officials, police officers, or other 
government agents who ask you to assist them in an investigation or 
audit of your financial institution. You may be asked to withdraw cash 
or give out your account information. No legitimate official would ask 
a consumer to participate in this type of investigation.

I hit the hole and before I could 
straighten up, Johnson was beside me 
with his head tilted back and going
