TxDOT urges
to keep campaign

signs legal

During campaign season, the land-
scape blossoms with a different
flower, the political sign. On private
property, they can be a thing of
beauty to supporters. On public
lands, they are illegal.

The Texas Department of Trans-
portation would like to remind can-
didates and their supporters of a few
things when erecting political signs:

Do not place campaign signs on
or within any public right of way as
State law specifically prohibits this.
This includes trees, telephone poles,
traffic signs and other objects on the
right of way. Signs in violation will
be removed by TxDOT employees,
a county sheriff or a constable, de-
pending upon the jurisdiction.

If signs are being placed inside of
incorporated city limits, make sure
to check with the city because the
signs may be subject to a local ordi-
nance.

Signs may be placed on private
property along all state highways
within the property owner’s permis-
sion.

Signs must meet some basic crite-
ria. The signs must be made of light-
weight material and can be up to 50
square feet in size. Signs may be
placed as early as 90 days before an
election, but no earlier. Signs also
must be removed within 120 days
after the election.

A parent’s belief system also plays a major role in teens’ sexual
behavior. Findings are rolling in to support the notion that when
parents hold strong opinions on the value of abstinence and the
risks of teen sexual involvement, their children are at less risk for
teen pregnancy. 8 Good grief, you mean underneath those baggy
clothes and earrings is a teen who listens to Mom and Dad?
Apparently so.

In a recent New York Times/CBS News poll, nearly half of all
teenagers say sex before marriage is “always wrong.” 9 At the
same time the Times/CBS poll was released, a new National
Center for Health Statistics study concluded that teen birth rates
fell 12 percent between 1991 and 1996 10—about the same time
that there was a surge in abstinence programs across the country.

But what about teens who've decided not to wait? Shouldn’t
they be taught proper condom usage? That sounds great in
theory, but the highest reported rate of consistent condom usage
is about 50 percent—and that’s among adult couples with one
HIV-positive individual. 11

A study of the Washington, D.C., Best Friends program is a good
exampie. Only one percent of this program’s participants became
pregnant, and 90 percent remained sexually abstinent. 15 In a
1996 study on adolescent sexuality, researchers noted a 54 percent
decrease in recent sexual activity one year after teenagers were
taught an abstinence curriculum. 16 The data seem clear that
when you give teens an unambiguous message and raise the bar
for their behavior, they respond by saying “no” to premarital sex.

True love can wait.

In fact, since 1994, more than 2.4 million teens between 15 and
19 have pledged to remain sexually abstinent until marriage. 17
When adolescents report that they ve made a pledge to save sex
until marriage, they are more likely to delay intercourse. 18

Execution Procedures

After the offender is pronounced dead, the body shal! be immediately removed
from the Execution Chamber and transported by a local funeral home.
Arrangements for the body should be concluded prior to execution

*  The last meal shall be served at approximately 4:00 to 5:00 p.m.

*  Prior to 6:0 p.m., the offender shall shower and dress in clean clothes.

*  The Huntsville Unit's Office shall serve as the communication command
post and only operations personnel shall be allowed entry to this area.

*  All necessary arrangements to carry out the execution shall be completed at
a predetermined time. At the appropriate time, the door shall be unlocked
and the offender shall be removed from the holding cell.

*  The offender shall be taken from the holding cell into the Execution Chamber
insert intravenous catheters into the arms of the condemned person and cause
a neutral saline solution to flow.

* The Huntsville Unit Warden and the Huntsville Unit Chaplain or approved

TDC)J Chaplainshall accompany the offender while in the Execution Chamber.

*  Atthe appropriate time, the witnesses shall be escorted to the Witness Rooms.,

*  The Warden shall allow the condemned person to make a brief statement.
Upon completion of the statement, if any, the designee(s) of the ID Director
shall induce, by syringe, substances necessary to cause death. This individual
shall be visually separated from the Execution Chamber by a wall and locked
