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One killed in accident May 14
Elliott Allen Pogue, 25, of Talco 

was killed Sunday afternoon May 
14,2(XK)afterthe vehicle in which he 
was a passenger drove into White 
Oak Creek and overturned, accord- 
i ng to reports form the Department of 
Public Safety. Pogue was pronounced 
dead at the scene.

According to reports, Pogue was 
the passenger of LaDarryl Ray Sav­
age, 22 of Talco, in a 1972 Oldsmobile 
which was heading north on Hwy. 
271 when he apparently tried to pass 
several northbound vehicles. Reports 
indicate that as Savage approached 
the bridge, he met an on-coming ve­
hicle. Due to a number of vehicles in 
the northbound lane he was unable to 
get back and drove west off the road­

way, down an embankment and into 
White Oak Creek where the car over­
turned and sank, DPS reptirts stated.

Savage managed to free himself 
from the submerged vehicle and tried 
to get Pogue out of the car too. Pass­
ing motorists also stopped and at­
tempted to free Pogue from the ve­
hicle, which had its windows dow n a 
the time of the accident according U 
reports.

The Talco EMS and Mt. Pleasan 
Rescue responded to the call, anc 
Pogue's body was retrieved. Pogue 
was the son of Vickie Sue Pogue ol 
Talco and the grandson of Nola Sav­
age and the late Elmer Ray Savage of 
Talco.
