But,
that also means that more money is
needed for equipment, training and
supplies.

In addition to the purchase of the
pumper truck and the rescue truck,
Bogata also pays all utilities, insur-
ance, fuel bills, maintenance and a
portion of the department’s training.
They do this as a matter of course. In
addition, they pay the Bogata VF¥D
$198.00 per month as a donation
from the city of Bogata . The total
budget fromthe City of Bogata to the
Fire Department last year was
$29.,300.

The City of Blossom also has a
population of just over 1,400. Blos-
som paid out a total of $8,926.89 for
their fire protection last year. Ac-
cording to City Manager Tony
Chance $2,396.75 went for the city

of Blossom's half of the payment on
the Class "A" pumper truck. The total
also includes utilities, metered water,
insu: ace, “vo sets of bunker gear
andapaymcntof $737.60 truck repair
bill. Chance says the city has bud
geted $7,000 for the new budget year,
which also includes the city's half of
the payment on the Class "A" pumper
truck.

InTalco, acity with a population of

592 pays for the pumper truck com-
pletely, plus paying insurance, utili-
ties, fuel and all equipment repairs.

Talco is also fortunate in that Titus
County pr()\«ld(\.l new grass truck for
each department in the county every
three years.

Some of the departments are also
paid for each call made in the county
as well as donations made to the de-
partment by residents of the counties
served. Fund raisers have also been

an integral part ot volunteer fire
department's ability to operate.

However, with the rapidly rising
costs of fire and rescue equipment, it
is difficult for suppers and auctions
to raise enough money.

At this time departments are hav-
ing to seek more funding from the
county and cities in order to keep up
with their operating expenses.

Fire departments do not only pro-
vide fire fighters.They also are dis
patched immediately after a 911 call
is made, filling the gap between the
call and ambulance arrival that is so

crucial .

First responders are taking
courses of 80 to 100 hours to learn
first aid, rescue techniques, CPR and

AED skills.

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81 year old pecan tree still alive and doing well

Carlton and June Stanley have a
special tree in their yard which pro-
vides shade and produces anice yearly
crop of pecans. The tree was first
planted by Mr. Bob Harden at home
in Rosalie. In 1920 the pecan tree was
taken up and brought to Bogata when
the Harden family moved intoa house
justnorth of the present location. The
place was owned by his father and
Mr. Harden transplanted the tree
there. A year later in 1921, Mr.
Harden ordered a ready-cut-house
package. He rolled the small house
on logs to the present location and
added his new house to it. He trans-
planted the pecan tree again to it
present spot. After three locations, it
finally got to stay put and grow...and
grow it did!

Mr. Harden, as lots of folks will
remember, raised the best watermel-
ons in East Texas. His fields attracted
lots of theives and there are many a
watermelon story out there.

Three of Mr. Harden's daughter
still live in Bogata, Maggie Lee, Ruby
Sistrunk and Ruth Couch. The Harden

house had Bogata's first garbage
disposal in it. Mr. Harden placed a
trough type exit through a place inthe
back breezeway wall that carried dis-
carded foods to the outside where
they were dumped into a bucket and
later given to the hogs. What ever
works...right? Mr. Harden was the
first person to subscribe to the Bogata
Newspaper when it was first pub-
lished. He was a good farmer, raising
peas, potatoes and corn as well as
watermelons. In later years, he
branched out onto the prairie and
raised cotton. He live a long healthy
life, farming right up to the time of
his sudden death in 1954 at the age of
80.

The Harden house was remodeled
before Carlton and June Stanley
moved into it 25 years ago. Carlton is
retired from Campbell Soup which
gives him time to keep the place
going. June serves a secretary/trea-
surer of the Bogata Public Library/
Museum, playes the organ at the First
Baptist Church where they are mem-
bers and the couple also enjoy being
members of the 42 Club. They both

ride Tennesse Walking horses and
belong to the Trail Riders of Texas
and take trail rides in Oklahoma,
Arkansas, Missouri as well as Texas
and plan to ride in Colorado soon.
June also shows her horses and is a
member of the East Texas Walking-
Raking Horse Association and is apast
president of the group. Carlton also
likes to get some fishing and hunting
done now and then. He is a member
of the Bogata Lions Club and was
just recently recognized as Lion of
the Year.

The Stanley's have two children,
Kenny, who lives in Ashdown, AR.
and Susan Odeh, who livesin Euless.
They have two grandchildren. The
family enjoys being together athome
in Bogata as often as possible.

The Harden place served the fam-
ily well and the pecan tree began its
life with them. The place has also
been a wonderful place for the Stan-
ley family and the tree which is 81
years old and has one limb which
extends 70 feet continues to serve
them well.
