"lay to" the setting hen every day. 1 
used to watch my daddy do this when 
I was a little girl (longer ago than I 
like to think about!)

W eare always saying, "How things 
change!",..andyet., some things never 
change. I believe country living is 
filled with things that have not 
changed in many, many years, if ever.

I have Just hand-pieced quilts for 
my grandchildren and a lovely group 
of ladies is quilting them by hand. 
Although many are done by machine 
today, there is still a lot of piecing and 
quilting being done just like our 
grandmothers did it. Grandparents 
still tell their grandchildren tales of 
"When I was your age", and grand­
children are still listening with wide 
eyes.

On most small farms and ranches, 
livestock are still fed by hand and 
they all begin to moo and nicker and 
squeal when an old pick-up drives in 
just before sundown.

d ictions elig ib le for funding for 
debrisa removal and other forms of 
public assistance, federal and state 
d isas te r reco v ery  o ffic ia ls  an ­
nounced. Also, Lamar County is now 
eligible to apply for individual assis­
tance.

The additional counties follow a 
review o f inform ation regarding 
damages incurred by winter storms 
form December 12 through January 
IS. The counties include Borden, 
Carson, Cherokee, Cooke, Dawson, 
Delta, Gaines, Ganra, Gray, Gregg, 
Grayson, Fannin, Franklin, Harrison, 
H opkins, H unt, Lam ar, Lynn, 
Marion, Montague, Morris, Panola, 
Rains, Rusk, Smith, Titus, Upshur 
and Wood. Bowie, Cass and Red

River were already declared eligible 
for reimbursement for debris removal 
and other emergency protective mea­
sures on January 8.

For debris removal associated with 
the severe storms, the federal gov­
ernment has increased its reimburse­
ment to 90% o f the cost through 
March 9. After that date, the federal 
cost share wil be 75%.

Residents are now eligible to ap­
ply for disaster assistance, which 
could include housing assistance, low 
interest loans to repair or replace 
storm damaged property or grants for 
serious needs and necessary expeses 
not met by other programs.
