Sandlin requests 120-day
extension for debris cleanup

Congressman Max Sandlin asked
President George W. Bush fora 120-
day extension for debris cleanup in
Northeast Texas. In a letter to the
president, Sandlin requested that the
federal government continue to pay
90% of the costs associated with pub
lic debris cleanup beyond the March
9, 2001 deadline.

"There is still anenormous amount
of cleanup that needs to take place
throughout Northeast Texas. Meet-
ing the march 9th deadline is unreal-
istic at this pint", said Sandlin. "Ev-
eryone is working his hardest on the
ground level, but the cleanup efforts
are a work-in-progress. An exten-
sion of 120 days would help consid-
erably to lighten the financial burden
for the local governments.”

Currently, Red River, Lamar,
Titus, Cass, Bowie, Delta, Franklin,

Gregg, Harrison, Hopkins, Hunt,
Marion, Morris, Nacogdoches,
Panola, Rusk, Smith, Upshur and
Wood counties have all qualified for
the 90-10 percent cost share distribu-
tion for debris cleanup and would
stand to benefit from the deadline
extension.

"In addition to the enormity of the
debris, recent weather conditions have
further complicated recovery efforts.
High winds causing sporadic power
outages throughout the region have
not made the cleanup process any
easier, " said Sandlin. He continued
"A 120-day extension will allow
Northeast Texas to recoup at a more
comfortable pace. I sincerely hope
President Bush recognizes the dire
situation facing the citizens of North-
east Texas the need for this exten-
sion".

Drug lab busted near Johntown

On February 2, 2001 at approxi-
mately 8:00 a.m. investigator Danny
Powell of the Regional Controlled
Substance Apprehension Program
(DTF) was notified that Sheriff Bob
Storey had received information of a
suspicious bag located in the woods
near Johntown.

Free tax preparation is close by

Free tax form preparation is as
close as acommunity center, local li-
brary or senior citizens center for
thousands of Texans this year. There
are 561 locations across the state
where low and middle-income tax-
payers can get tax help.

The Volunteer Income Tax Assis-
tance (VITA) and Tax Counseling for
the Elderly (TCE) programs provide
free tax help every year to people
who cannot afford a paid tax preparer.
Both programs give free tax help to
disadvantaged people and many lo-
cations offer help for people who do
not understand the English language.

Anyone who wants help from
VITA/TCE volunteers are asked to
bring all income information, includ-

ing forms W-2 and 1099; social se-
curity cards or Individual Taxpayer
Identification Numbers for them-
selves and all dependents; and any
other useful documents and forms.
Those items could include: lists, re-
ceipts, bills or statements of medi-
cal, taxes, home mortgage interest,
contributions and miscellaneous ex-
penses and a copy of last year's tax
return. To find the nearest location
for free tax help site and hours of
operation, call the VITA program at
214-767-1428 or TCE toll-free at 1-
888-227-7669.

SBA disaster loans available

Homeowners, renters and busi-
nesses in some Northeast Texas coun-
ties affected by the severe winter ice
storms that occurred December 12
through January 15 are eligible to
apply for low-interest disaster loans
from the U.S. Small Business Admin-
istration. The loans are available to
individuals and businesses in Bowie,
Cass, Lamar and Red River counties
to cover ice storm damages to homes,
personal property and business prop-
erty.

Small businesses in these counties
and adjacent counties and parishes in
Texas, Arkansas, Oklahoma and
Louisiana are also eligible to apply
for SBA Economic Injury Disaster
Loans to cover financial losses
caused by the ice storm. The eco-
nomic injury is designed to help
small businesses meet normal oper-
ating expenses that cannot be met as
a result of the disaster. The loan can

help a small business stay current on
accounts payable, notes payable and

meet ongoing expenses until the busi-*

ness overcomes the financial effects
of the disaster.

To apply for an SBA disaster loan
victims must first register with
FEMA by calling 1-800-462-9029 or
1-800-462-7585 (TTY). Those vic-
tims that are referred to SBA will be
mailed a disaster loan application.

SBA can loan up to $200,000 to
cover uninsured physical damages to
homes and up to $40,000 for unin-
sured losses to personal property
such as household contents and au-
tomobiles. Businesses can borrow up
to $1,500,000 to cover uninsured
losses to business property and unmet
financial needs caused by the disas-
ter. The loans are direct loans from
SBA and are offererd ot rates as low
as 3.5% at term® 3t up to thirty years.

Why The Eighth Day?

A close examination of the Bible reveals startling proof of its inspira-
tion. Sometimes that proof comes in the form of prophecy-always minutely
foretold and completely fulfilled. Sometimes the proof comes in the form
of scientific facts which were placed in the divine record hundreds of thou-
sands of years before there were known to the modern scientific mind.
['his article deals with the latter-an important piece of scientific foreknowl-
edge found with the biblical text, yet completely unknown to man until
fairly recently

In Genesis 17:12, God specifically directed Abraham to circumcise new
born males on the eighth day. Why the eighth day? In 1935, Professor H.
Dam proposed the name “vitamin K’ for the factor in foods which helped
prevent hemorrhaging in baby chicks. We now know vitamin K is respon-
sible for the production (by the liver) of the element known as prothrom-
bin. If vitamin K is deficiency, there will be a prothrombin deficiency and
hemorrhaging may occur. Oddly, it is only on the fifth through the sev-
enth days of the newborn male’s life that vitamin K (produced by bacteria
in the intestinal tract) is present in adequate quantities. Vitamin K, coupled
with prothrombin, caused blood coagulation, which is important in any
surgical procedure. Holt and McIntosh, in their classic work, Holt Pediat-
ric, observed that a newborn infant has “peculiar susceptibility to bleed-
ing between the second and fifth days of life...Hemorrhages at this time,
though often inconsequential, are sometimes extensive; they may produce
serious damage to internal organs, especially to the brain, and cause death
from shock and exsanguination” (1953, pp. 125-126). Obviously, then, if
vitamin K is not produced in sufficient quantities until days five through
seven, it would be wise to postpone any surgery until some time after
that. But why did God specify day eight?

On the eighth day, the amount of prothrombin present is actually el-
evated above 100 percent of normal, and is the only day in the male’s life
in which this will be the case under normal conditions. If surgery is to be

erformed, day eight is the perfect day to do it. Vitamin K and prothrom-
{“in levels are at their peak. In his book, None of These Diseases, Dr. S.1.
McMillen observed:

We should commend the many hundreds of workers who labored at
great expense over a number of years to discover that the safest day to
perform circumcision is the eighth. Yet, as we congratulate medical sci-
ence for this recent finding, we can almost hear the leaves of the Bible
rustling. They would like to remind us that four thousand years ago, when
God initiated circumcision with Abraham...

Abraham did notl\rick the eighth day after many centuries of trial an
error experiments. Neither he nor any of his company from the ancient
city of Ur in the Chaldees had ever been circumcised. It was a day picked
by the Creator of Vitamin K (1963, P. 21, Emp. in original).

Moses’ information, as recorded in Genesis 17:12, was not only scien-
tifically accurate, but light years ahead of its time. How did Moses have
access to such information? The answer of course, is provided by the
apostle Paul in 2 Timothy 3:16- “Every scripture is inspired of God...”
