APPEAL PROCEDURES

The law gives property owners the right to protest 
actions concerning their property tax appraisals. 
You may follow these appeal procedures if you 
have a concern about;

*the market or special appraised value placed 
on your property

•the unequal appraisal of your property 
•the inclusion of your property on the appraisal 

roll
•any exemptions that may apply to you 
•the qualification for an agricultural or timber 

appraisal
•the taxable status of your property 
•the IcKal governments which should be taxing 

your property
•the ownership of property 
•the change of use of land receiving special ap­

praisal
•any action taken by the chief appraiser, ap­

praisal district or appraisal review board that ap­
plies to and adverseley affected you

Review by the Apriasal Review Board 
If you can't resolve your problem informally with 
the county appraisal district (CAD) staff, you may 
have your case heard by the appraisal review board 
(ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that 
reviews problems with appraisals or other con­
cerns listed above. It has the power to order the 
CAD to make the necessary changes to solve prob­
lems. If you file a written request for an ARB hear­
ing (called a notice of protest) before the deadline, 
the ARB will set your case for a hearing. You'll re­
ceive written notice of the time, date and place t>f 
the hearing. If necessary, you may request a hear­
ing in the evening, Saturday or Sunday. Pricir to

the CAD will use to uphold their determination. 
The CAD may ask you for a copy of the evidence 
you plan to present. The hearing will be informal. 
You or a designated agent may appear in person 
to present evidence or you may send notarized 
evidence for the ARB to review at your hearing. 
The CAD reprsentative will present evidence 
about your case. You may cross-examine the CAD 
representative. The ARB will make its decision 
based on the evidence presented. The CAD has 
the burden of establishing the property's value by 
a preponderance of the evidence presented. You 
can get a copy of a protest form from the appraisal 
district office at 101 West Broadway, Clarksville, 
TX. Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB mem­
bers outside of the hearing. The law requires ARB 
members to sign an affidavit saying that they 
haven't talked about your case before the ARB 
hears it.
Review by the District Court 
After it decides your case, the ARB must send you 
a copy of its order by certified mail. If you're not 
satisfied with the decision, you have the right to 
appeal to district court. If you chix)se to go to court, 
you must start the process by filing a petition 
within 45 days of the date you receive the ARB's 
order.
Tax Payment
If you appeal and your case is pending, you must 
pay the lesser of the amount of taxes due on the 
portion of the taxable value not in dispute or the 
amt)unt of taxes due on the property under the 
order from which the appeal is taken.

If you believe the appraisal district or ARB should 
have sent you a nolio. and did not, you may file 
a protest until the day before taxes become clelin- 
quenl (usually February 1)., The ARB decides 
whether it will hear your case based on evidence 
about whether a required notice was mailed to 
you.

TNMP provides the funding for 
weatherization, and TDHCA is re­
sponsible for the actual delivery of 
services. TDHCA also is responsible 
for screening applications to make

sure customers are eligible for the 
assistance and meet income guide­
lines.

The weatherization program be­
gins with an energy audit to deter­
mine which .services will be cost ef­
fective. based on the results of the 
audit. TNMP funds are used to pur­
chase and install the following items:

Compact fluorescent lights, water 
savers, in limited cases, replacement 
of inefficient room or central air con- 
ditioners, insulation,
weatherstripping and caulking, cus­
tomer education.

Low water levels last year pro­
moted the growth of aquatic plants, 
from algae to lily pads to moss. As 
water levels increased during late 
winter and early spring, ponds and 
lakes are now full or brimming over 
and become choked with weeds.

Moreover, the weed problem will 
be made worse if pondowners follow 
their normal management program.

Aquatic plants come in all sizes 
and shapes, but generally fall into one 
of four categories: algae, submerged 
plants, floating plants and emerged 
plants. In most instances, the aquatic 
plants are beneficial. They help fil­
ter the water and are as a sign the

pond is healthy and fish friendly, but 
when explosive growth interferes 
with the use of the pond or lake for 
recreation, irrigation or livestock 
watering, it’s time for action.

The key to controlling aquatic veg­
etation is proper identification. 
Guessing can be expensive when you 
don’t’ know what you are trying to 
control. Fresh samples may be sub­
mitted to your local county extension 
agent or fisheries biologist for iden­
tification and control recommenda­
tions.

Pondowners have three options for 
control: chemical, biological and 
mechanical.

Chemical control involves the se­
lection if one or more approved her­
bicides to control targeted species. 
Pondowners should closely follow 
label directions, as with the use of any 
pesticide. Severely infested ponds 
should be treated in sections with a 
week resting period between treat­
ments. Too much decaying vegeta­
tion over t(X) short a time may result 
in oxygen depletion.

Biological control usually refers to 
triploid grass carp. Grass carp, when 
stocked at the proper density, prima­
rily aid in the control of the sub­
merged plant or mosses. By state law, 
grass carp must be permitted through

Texas Parks and Wildlife before be­
ing purchased. They may only be 
purchased form a fish farm holding 
an exotic Species Permit.

Mechanical control involves the 
use of weed harvester*-', seines or even 
hand removal. This technique is usu­
ally of limited value in typical farm 
ponds.

There are three major reasons why 
aquatic weed control efforts fail to 
be successful: incorrect identification 
of the target species, inaccurate cal­
culation of the area or volume of the 
site to be be treated, and improper ap­
plication of the control technique.
