As an item was auctioned
the person could report to the
buyer what the price was, and
see if they wanted to bid or not.

Hesaid the various little trills
from various models of cellu-
lar phones literally filled the
air as other people were call-
ing in to the people at the auc-
tion!

Another big difference was
transportation. No, I don't
mean peoplestilldon't come to
auctionsin their pickup trucks,
but that they have trailers be-
hind them.

No-
where is such a statement found in the bible. Let’s be honest and look at
what the Bible does say.
Faith saves WHEN it brings forth fruit in causing one to OBEY God’s
commands. Faith is dead and unprofitable without obedience (works).
James 2:14-16 makes this so clear one needs help to misunderstand it.
And, sad to say, many are willing to give such help. Most people fight so
hard to avoid and dodge the Bible’s plain teaching on faith and when it
saves.

Saving faith is far more than simply the mental acceptance of Jesus to
be your Savior-even when it's done with all sincerity. Saving Faith is
faith that WORKS the works that God has commanded. “Faith only” is
the devil’s doctrine and cannot save (James 2:24). Faith only condemns,
not saves.

Saul of Tarsus, while on his way to Damascus to persecute Christians,
was spiritually lost (Acts 9:1ff). After his experience on the road with the
bright light and conversation with Jesus he was still spiritually lost. While
waiting in Damascus for three days he continued to be spiritually tost.
This is evident by the statement of Ananias spoke to Saul in Acts 22:16.
This statement shows that Saul was still in his sins. When Saul wanted to
be saved. Ananias did not tell him to accept Jesus into his heart as his
personal Savior. Saul was told to “arise, and be baptized, and wash away
thy sins.” this agrees with what Jesus told the apostles to preach to the
whole world. “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved, he that
believeth not shall be damned” (Mark 16:15-16). This is what Peter
preached on the day of Pentecost when three thousand were saved. “Then
Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized everyone of you in the
name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins...” (Acts 2:38).
