If I give to them this time, they 
will come back for more, not only 
them, others will follow, to bur­
den me and take of what is MINE.

This is a beggar,why do they 
come to ME for money? Is it be­
cause they think I am rich, or have 
plenty so I can GIVE it away for 
nothing!!! I worked hard for 
this,and it is mine. Why don't 
they work hard like everyone else 
and earn their own.
I just gave to someone last week, 

and look I do lots of good things. 
I ’m tired of always giving and 
never getting anything in return.

Great, if I give to THIS person, 
they are just going to squander it, 
why should I just waste and throw 
my money away.

It,s a scam. Someone has plot­
ted to steal what I have to use for 
themselves.

I mean , I am barely getting by 
myself, I can’t give to someone 
else, then what about ME?

Im­
mediately, I was so humbled. 
Even though the bills I held were 
worth much more, it was little 
compared to what this woman 
gave, it was the story o f “ the 
W idow’s Two Mites” from the 
Bible:
Now Jesus sat opposite the trea­

sury and saw how the people put 
money into the treasury. And 
many who were rich put in much. 
Then one poor widow came and 
threw in two mites, which make a 
quadrans. So He called His dis­
ciples and said to them,
“Assuredly, 1 say to you that this 

poor widow has put in more than 
all those who have to the treasury;

For thy all put in out of their 
abundance, but she out of her pov­
erty put in all that she had, her 
whole livelihood.” Mark 12:41- 
44

As Americans we spend about 
20-25% of our incomes on food, 
much of it as food of pleasure 
Russians spend 85% of their in­
come on food, not because they 
eat too often at C h ili’s, or go 
through B urger K ing’s drive 
though instead of cooking, but for 
survival.
God taught me a lesson that day, 

one that I must remind 
often when I want to say,
As Thanksgiving and Christmas 
near, I hope even this Season as 
we may feel more financially bur­
dened, we will not tighten our 
pockets in fear of tomorrow or 
selfishness, and we will look to 
give much to those who have little 
to repay us with.

2 cups shredded turkey
