Private Benjamin Crawford 111, 
son o f B ennie and M arilyn 
Crawford of Deport, otherwise 
known as Jesse to friends and fam­
ily, is proudly serving in the U.S. 
Army.

He is with the 187th Infantry 
Regiment, lOLst Airborne Divi­
sion (Air Assault), whose base is 
Ft. Campbell, KY. He is currently 
an infantry member of Task Force 
Rakkasan supporting Operation 
Enduring Freedom in Afghani­
stan.

The 187th Infantry Regiment 
was constituted in November, 
1942 and in 1943 was activated 
and designated as a glider infan­
cy regiment assigned to the 11th 
Airborne Division. The effective­
ness of an airborne division con­
cept .soon proved successful and 
the Regiment was deployed to the 
southwest Pacific in 1944. In Au­
gust 1945, the 187th soldiers were 
the first American and foreign 
troops to enter Japan in 2,000 
years. The Japanese gave the para­
troopers of the 187th the nick­
name “Rakka.san” which means 
“falling umbrella” in loose trans­
lation. The 187th Infantry Regi­
ment is the only airborne regiment 
in history of the Army to fight in 
every war since the inception of 
airborne tactics. The Rakkasans 
now utilize helicopters as a mode 
of airborne warfare and can pro­
vide a highly mobile force for de­
ployment in areas around the 
world such as Afghanistan.

Jesse arrived at Kandahar Inter­
national Airport in January, 2002, 
with his unit via a series of trans­
port planes. The weather was cold, 
the living conditions rudimentary

and he soon realized he was re­
ally  far from  hom e. The 
Rakkasans were assuming the se­
curity and coalition operations of 
O peration Enduring Freedom  
from the U.S. Marine Expedition­
ary Forces. It was 21 days before 
he had his first shower and baby 
w ipes w ere u tilized  to help 
“ freshen  up” . C lo thes w ere 
washed in buckets. When asked if 
it was while camping out he re­
plied, “Yes, but a hundred times 
worse!” Movement around the 
base meant full protective gear at 
all times including Kevlar helmet 
and vest. As time went by the 
troops eventually had hot meals 
and showers available though still 
on limited basis. Sleeping on the 
ground graduated to cots though 
quarters are still close in the tents. 
At present, the Army is initiating 
air conditioning in the tents and 
has insulated units on the way as 
daytime temperatures are now in 
the 90-100 degree range making 
it very difficult to sleep when one 
has been out on guard duty all 
night. During the winter months, 
it was cold, temperatures in the 
20’s. Troops have also had to con­
tend with sandstorms as well.

Private Crawford has been on 
several missions, including Op­
eration Anaconda in March. In 
limited conversations regarding 
the mission, he stated that they 
were cold, tired and hungry. It 
snowed 6” in three hours one night 
up in the mountains and he was 
sure glad that he was used to ski­
ing in Colorado as the altitude in 
the mountains of eastern Afghani­
stan ranges from 7,000 to 10,000

feet or more.
The CH-47 Chinook helicopter 

that landed to pick his company 
up was a very welcome sight. 
Jesse describes the Chinook as be­
ing “awesome” and fun to fly in. 
His unit was awarded com bat 
patches. Je sse ’s com pany has 
moved around with a short period 
in Pakistan as well as at Bagram 
Airbase outside Kabul in addition 
to their base at Kandahar. The 
food and facilities were rated bet­
ter at Bagram due to availability 
o f local su p p lies w hereas 
Kandahar is dependent largely on 
supplies flown in. Day to day op­
erations usually entail guarding 
and training punctuated by occa­
sional rocket attacks by hostile 
forces.

Som etim es the fam ily back 
home has had to wait three weeks 
or more for a letter or call. CNN, 
MSNBC or Fox news channels are 
the staple channels for updates on 
evolving events in Afghanistan 
His family tries to send “care 
packages” once a week and be­
tween friends and various family 
members, he som etimes hits a 
payday with 2 or 3 in one week. 
Calling cards have come in handy. 
Jesse stated that he was very 
thankful for the letters and other 
items sent to him to keep in touch 
with home. The satisfaction of 
getting mail from home continues 
for all soldiers stationed away 
from friends and family.

Hopefully, the 101st Airborne 
will be back at Ft. Cam pbell 
som etim e w ithin the next 4-6 
weeks and Jesse, for one, stated 
he couldn’t wait to get back.
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I had a couple of calls this week 
for strawberry pies. Got to look­
ing and found my old standby 
recipe as well as several others that 
caught my eye. There seems to 
be an abundance of berries this 
year and at good market prices.

When storing the strawberries in 
the refrigerator, do not remove the 
caps or wash them until you are 
ready to use them. Removing the 
caps loses some of the moisture 
in the berry and washing them 
seems to bruise and make them 
lose some of their freshness.

Arrange them in a shallow con­
tainer and try to keep them at 35 
degrees. They will lose their fla­
vor after a few days, so use them 
as quickly as possible.

So here we go and I hope this 
answered some of your questions

and you find the recipes that is 
right for you and we will see you 
in the kitchen!

Fresh Strawberry Pie
I baked pie shell 
1-1/4 cup sugar 
1 tablespoon cornstarch 
3 tablespoons lemon juice 
3 ounces strawberry jello 
1 quart fresh strawberries 
1-1/2 cup water

In medium saucepan, combine 
sugar and cornstarch; add water 
and lemon juice. Over high heat, 
biing to a boil. Reduce heat and 
cook and stir until slightly thick­
ened and clear, 4-5 minutes Add 
gelatin and stir until dissolved. 
Allow to cool to room tempera­
ture Stir in clean, hulled and 
sliced strawberries into gelatin 
mixture Turn into pie shell. Chill 
4-5 hours and top with whipped 
cream.

Fresh Strawberry Pie 92
1 quart strawberries
1 cup sugar
1- Ml-'b tablespoons cornstarch
2 tablespoons lemon juice 
1 baked pie shell
1/2 pint whipped cream 
red food coloring

Wash and prepare berries. 
Place half of berries in sauce pan 
and crush Mix sugar and corn­
starch; add to crushed berries 
along with lemon juice. Cook on 
medium heat until mixture thick­
ens. Cool. Cut remaining berries 
into halves and mix with the 
cooked mixture.

Strawberry-Chiffon Pie
1 pint strawberries

I envelope unflavored gelatin

2 egg whites 
1/4 cup sugar
1/2 cup whipping cream-whipped 
I baked pastry shell

In medium bowl, mash berries 
with potato masher and add 1/2 cup 
sugar, stir and set aside for one hour. 
In small saucepan, stir together gela­
tin and cold water. Turn to low heat 
to dissolve and allow to cool. Com­
bine berries, lemon juice and salt in 
medium bowl. Add cooled gelatin 
mixture to strawberry mixture and stir. 
Chill, stirring occasionally until mix­
ture is partially set. Beat egg whites 
until soft peaks form. Gradually add 
1/4 cup sugar, a tablespoon at a time 
and beat until stiff peaks form. Fold 
egg whites into strawberry mixture 
and then fold in whipped cream. Re­
frigerate until mixture sets. Pour into 
baked pastry shell and refrigerate un­
til firm or about 5 hours. Garnish with 
additional whipped cream.

Mile-High Strawberry Pie 
1 package frozen strawberries(not 
fresh)
3 egg whites 
1/2 cup sugar
I tablespoon lemon juice 
1-1/2 cup whipped cream
1 large pastry shell

Beat frozen berries, egg whites, 
sugar and lemon juice with electric 
mixer for 15 minutes. Fold in 1 cup 
whipped cream and gently pour mix­
ture into pie shell and pile very high. 
Put in freezer for at least 24 hours. 
Top with more whipped cream before 
serving.

Sugar-Free Strawberry Pie
1-2/3 cup fruit-sweetened strawberry 
yogurt
2 packets sugar substitute
1 small package sugar-free gelatin 
3/4 cup boiling water
2 ice cubes
1/3 cup ice cold fhiit-swcet strawberry 
jam
1- 1/2 tablespoons ice water
2- 1/3 cups rinsed, drained and quar­
tered strawberries

Mix sugar substitute into yogurt 
and set aside. Stir boiling water into 
gelatin until dissolved. Add ice cubes 
until melted. Mash strawberry jam to 
make syrup and stir in ice water. Add 
jam mixture to gelatin. Using a wire 
whip whisk yogurt into mixture until 
smooth. Spread quartered berries on 
bottom of pie crust. Pour gelatin mix­
ture over strawberries. Refrigerate 2- 
1/2-3 hours. Top with Cool Whip and 
chopped berries.

to sporadically rainy. The best way 
to avoid this is to keep the mois­
ture supply as steady as possible 
throughout the season. Again, 
mulching helps.

Catfacing is another type of to­
mato cracking or scarring. This is 
not a disease and it is caused by 
abnormal development of the fe­
male part of the tomato flower at 
bloom time. Fruit that sets when 
temperatures are 55F or below 
often exhibit catfacing.

Blossom drop plagues garden­
ers during both cool and hot con­
ditions. You might consider plant­
ing a few Small Fry or Red Cherry 
tomatoes to insure both early and 
mid-season fruit set.

Sunscald occurs when green or 
ripening tomatoes get too much 
exposure to the sun. Growing to­
matoes in cages is an excellent 
way to avoid most problems as­
sociated with sunscald.

Foliage disease control begins 
with variety selection. Grow only 
tomatoes that are listed as being 
VFN, which means they are resis­
tant to verticillium wilt, fusarium 
wilt and nematodes. Spraying 
your plants with an approved fun­
gicide, begun when your first fruit 
are about 50% their expected size 
and continued at 7-10 day inter­
vals will provide good protection 
and contorl of early blight and 
most other foliage diseases.

C om m on  tom ato problem s
By Lynn Golden,

County Extension Agent
Tomatoes are by far the most 

popular home garden vegetable in 
Texas. I have noticed several gar­
dens in our area where the toma­
toes are reaching shoulder height 
and really blooming and setting 
fruit. Gardeners can successfully 
grow both spring and fall toma­
toes here but there are several po­
tential problems that can occur. A 
short description of the most com­
mon problems seen in tomatoes 
follows:

Blossom-end rot: It first ap­
pears on the bottom of the tomato 
as a large, dry, brown or black 
sunken area. It affects both green 
and ripening tomatoes and is pri­
marily caused by a fluctuating 
moisture supply. The rot is likely 
to appear on the earliest tomato 
fruits o f the season and starts 
when the plants are putting on 
quick growth and are suddenly 
exposed to a hot. dry spell or in 
some cases, excessive moisture.
Maintaining uniform soil mois­
ture and applying a mulch around 
the plant will help reduce blos­
som end rot.

Insect damage: Stink bugs, spi­
der mites and pin worms are the 
most destructive insect pest of to­
matoes. Control measures must 
begin early if these pests are to be 
controlled.

Fruit crackintg is often a severe 
problem , especially when the 
weather changs from hot and dry

♦♦U nless illu m i­
nated at night, flags dis­
played outdoors should 
only  be flow n from  
sunrise to sunset.

♦♦The flag should 
not be flown on days 
when the weather is in­
clement, expect when 
an all weather flag is 
used.

♦♦The flag should 
not be draped over the 
hood, top, sides or back 
of a vehicle or of a rail­
road train or a boat.
When the flag is dis­
played on a motorcar, 
the staff should be fixed 
firmly to the chassis or 
clam ped to the right 
fender.

♦♦When displayed either hori­
zontally or vertically against a 
wall, the union should be upper­
most and to the flat’s own right, 
that is, to the observer’s left. When 
displayed in a window, the flag 
should be displayed in the same 
way.

♦♦When used on a speaker’s 
platform, the flag, if displayed 
flat, should be displayed above 
and behind the speaker.

♦♦The flag, when flown at half- 
staff, should be first hoisted to the 
peak for an instant and then low­
ered to the half-staff position. The 
flag should be again raised to the 
peak before it is lowered for the

♦♦The flag should 

never be displayed up 
side down, except as a sig­
nal of dire distress instances 
of extreme danger to life or 
property.

♦♦The flag should never 
touch anything beneath it, 
such as the ground, the floor, 
water or merchandise.

♦♦The flag should never 
be used as wearing apparel, 
bedding or drapery. It should 
never be festooned, drawn 
back, not up, in folds, but al­
ways allowed to fall free.

♦♦The flag should never be 
used as a covering for a ceiling.

♦♦The flag should never be 
used as a receptacle for receiving, 
holding, carrying or delivering 
anything.

♦♦The flag should never be 
used for advertising purposes in 
any manner whatsoever.

♦♦The flag, when it is in such 
condition that it no longer is a fit­
ting emblem for display, should be 
destroyed in a dignified way, pref­
erable by burning. Contact your 
local American Legion or VFW 
post for information on flag-burn­
ing ceremonies, which are often 
held on June 14, which is Flag 
Day.
