The mimosa tree is consid­
ered a "trash" tree. And. I'll be 
the first person to say that they 
are messy.

But this southern tree, which 
doesn't like anyplace with a 
bitter winter, is so glorious in 
so many ways that it is worth 
the hassle .

Mimosas grow with these 
wonderful forks, graceful and 
just right for children to climb. 
I spent uncounted hours at my 
grandparent's home, snuggled 
down in my favorite tree fork 
reading.

The mimosa blooms smelled 
so sweet and their pink and 
white "powder puff" blossoms 
made it feel like being in fairy 
land.

The mimosa tree we have 
now came up voluntarily next 
to our deck. As time has pro­
ceeded, we have actually ex­
panded the deck to surround 
the trunk of the tree. It isn't 
where we would have planted 
it, but rather where nature put 
it.

It's messy. Right now the 
deck has to be swept constantly 
to keep the blooms from litter­
ing it like thousands of dead 
spiders. Later this year the bean 
pods will rattle w ith the com­
ing of autumn, makinga lonely, 
pensive sound. And the deck 
will have to be swept constantly 
to keep the beans from littering 
it.

But right now I can sit down 
under that tree in a deck chair 
and look upward. The tree is 
working alive with butterflies, 
hummingbirds andchickadees, 
wrens and cardinals. Golden 
winged tiger swallow tailed 
butterflies and blue-black 
swallow tails flutter over the 
blooms, competing with Jew­
eled hum m ingbirds who 
abandon the feeders for the 
fragrant blossoms.

The birds love the bees and 
other insects and spend hours 
feeding in the tree. The 
chickadees in particular make 
a show, hanging upside down 
and twittering in delighted 
tones

The sunlight filters through 
the fronds in golden streams, 
and it's always cool under the 
dense shade.

We made it to Texas and particu­
larly Detroit as fast as our little 
Volkswagen with the sunroof 
could make it. I liked America 
almost from the first IcKik I had of 
it. Not Fort Dix, never Fort Dix. 
But people in Texas were nice, 
friendly, a little on the nosey side. 
And my new family welcomed me 
with open arms. I was soix) re­
lieved! So I was looking forward

to how this great nation that 1 was 
about to become a part of would 
celebrate "their" Independence 
Day.

Was I in for a surprise! Daddy 
(Ebb McCoin) went somewhere 
and returned with a pick-up load 
of corn. Still in those long green 
leaves. And the whole family, in­
cluding some of the older boys, 
spent the day shucking corn. 1 
swear, 1 believe that is what we 
did all day long. And then mama 
did some more stuff to that stuff 
and then scraped it off the cobs 
and poured it into plastic or paper 
cup thingies and put it in the 
freezer. And you know what'? 
They were going to eat that stuff 
later. My new family was going 
to eat chicken scratch and pig 
food!
Not exactly an auspicious begin­

ning. America was letting me 
down! And also, do you remem­
ber that was in the years before 
air conditioning ? We shucked that 
stuff outside and not only that 
there were some reaily intimidat­
ing green worms m some of them 
ears.

Since that first Independence 
Day 1 have encountered many 
more. Much different from that 
one. With Johnny Van in the Army 
there were parades and music and 
balloons and food.
