Most area gardens are long
gone, but a few still have some
vegetables still producing.

Okra probably originated some-
where around Ethiopia and was
cultivated by the ancient Egyp-
tians by the 12th century B.C. Its
cultivation spread throughout
North Africa and the East. The
seed pods were eaten cooked and
the seeds were toasted and ground,
used as a substitute

It came to the Caribbean and
U.S. in the 1700's and introduced
in Western Europe soon after.
Mature okra,is used to make rope

and paper. It is excellent sauteed
or fried and can be steamed,
baked, pickled, boiled or stewed.
