In 1819 the Suffolk 
Bank of Boston began redeeming 
the notes of other banks, so long 
as the bank issuing the notes had 
paid into a redemption fund (like 
the FDIC pool) established by the 
Suffolk bank.

The FDIC, which was created 
after the bank holiday in the early 
1930s, also serves as a part of the 
bank regulatory process, along 
with the Federal Reserve System, 
the Comptroller of the Currency 
and State Banking Agencies.
