Briscop County, following- a 
long-established trend, gave most 
of its votes to the Democratic 
candidates in a heavy turnout of 
voters in the General Election 
Tuesday. Local voters gave appro­
val to almost every one of the 
winners, with the exception of 
Don Yarbrough, who is being 
threatened with disbarment as the 
result of a number of charges ag­
ainst him. Yarbrough was elected 
to the Supreme Court, where he 
may face impeachment if many of 
the charges against him are prov­
en. * •

Out of an estimated voting 
strength of 1400, 1137 voters cast 
ballots in this election. This was 
approximately 81% and about 100 
votes more than were cost four 
years ago in the Presidential el­
ection.

Today the people in the United 
States know that they will have a 
new President, Jimmy Carter, next 
January. There will be a new 
Vice President, Walter Mondale. 
Retained will be the incumbent 
United States Senator, Lloyd 
Bentsen, and United States Rep­
resentative, Jack\ Hightower.

new County Commissioners, Beryl 
Long in Precinct Three and Glen 
Lindsey in Precinct One, and a 
new Justice of the Peace in Pre­
cinct Two (Quitaque), Dick Tay­
lor. None of these were opposed 
on Tuesday’s ballot.

Silverton’s Owls won their se­
cond conference game of the sea­
son by defeating the Lazbuddie 
Longhorns 29-14 here last Friday 
night. Making their last home ap­
pearance of their-high school foot­
ball careers were Tommy Lacy, 
who was nominated for Player of 
the Week by the Plainview Daily 
Herald for his play in the Nazar­
eth game; Gary Turner, who was 
presented as Pep Squad Beau dur­
ing last Friday’s Pep Rally; Da­
vid Stange, Chief Davidson, Brent 
Bean, Wes Fleming, Jeff Jones, 
Dayne Mayfield, Jack Robertson, 
Jim Wilson, Glen Kingery, Carl 
Wilson and Danpy Perkins, play­
ers; Owl Spirit Robbie Martin, and 
Cheerleaders Lee Ann McMurtry 
and Donna Rowell.

With Quarterback Brent Bran­
non watching from the sideline 
due to a knee injury he received 
in the Nazareth game, David 
Strange, back in action for his 
first full game since he received 
a knee injury at Springlake-Earth, 
guidec^ the Owls to the victory.

Snow was scraped off the field 
prior to the game, and a light rain 
fell during most of the first half.

The Owls received the opening 
kickoff and were forced to punt 
after gaining two yards and com­
pleting a pass to Jackie Vaughn. 
The Longhorns took over on a 
touchback, and on first down fum­
bled, and it was recovered for the 
Owls by Chief Davidson. The 
Owls made a first down on. the 
Longhorn" four, but the spunky 
Lazbuddie crew held them out of 
the end zone for four down. The 
Owl defense didn’t allow Lazbud­
die a first down and forced a punt 
out to the 30.

The Owls picked up a first down 
on a rush by Brent Bean, and Tom­
my Lacy carried the first touch­
down with 4:55 remaining on the 
first quarter clock.

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VETERANS REQUIRED TO
REPORT ANNUAL INCOME

Some veterans, as well as wid­
ows and parents of deceased vet­

erans, are required to report their 
income to the Veterans Adminis­
tration each year in order to re­
main eligible to receive benefit 
payments. According to Billye Kes-

PILOT PROGRAM TO 
TEST GASOLINE QUALITY

Comptroller Bob Bullock an­
nounced recently that his office 
is initiating a pilot project to test 
the quality of gasoline sold at ser­
vice stations in Texas.

Bullock said the Comptroller’s 
Office has received a number of 
consumer complaints in recent 
months indicating that some ser­
vice stations ai*e selling inferior 
gasoline.

“We’ve had calls from people 
whose engines totally burned out 
a few miles down the road after 
filling their tanks,” he said.

The Comptroller said that Ar­
ticles 8601-8611, Vernon’s Texas 
Civil Statutes, set out specific gas-

ler, Service Officer for Briscoe 
and Swisher counties, persons who 
are required to report their in­
come will receive a questionnaire 
with their regular benefit check 
on November 1, 1976. The income 
report must be completed and re­
turned to the VA by January 1, 
1977, or payments will be termin­
ated.

The annual income report will 
be sent to veterans and widows 
who are receiving nonservice-con­
nected disability and death pen­
sion. Also required to report an­
nual income are the dependant 
parents of veterans whose deaths 
were caused by service-connected 
disabilities. A veteran or widow 
with no dependants, or a single 
parent, is entitled to VA benefits 
if annual income does not exceed 
$3,300. The income limit for a 
veteran or a widow with depen­
dents is $4,500. When there are 
two eligible parents, or a remar­
ried parent living with his or her 
spouse, the annual limit is also 
$4,500.

When completing the question­
naire, all income should be re­
ported. Present laws authorize the 
VA to allow 10% deduction on the 
income received from retirement 
benefits, including Social Secur­
ity. Thus, only 90% of such in­
come is counted by the VA. Each 
claimant is allowed to also report 
any family medical expenses 
which were incurred during the 
year. Any such expenses which 
are in excess of 5% of the re­
ported income of the claimant 
may be used by the VA to re­
duce the countable income, there­
by establishing entitlement to a 
larger monthly - payment.

Veterans, widows and parents 
should seek competent assistance 
to complete the income reports. 
Such help may be obtained by 
contacting your local Veterans Ser­
vice Officer. If incorrect informa­
tion is reported, the VA may be 
required to suspend or terminate 
benefit payments.

oline standards and empower his 
office to test to see that the stan­
dards are met.

Selling inferior gasoline to the 
public without clearly indicating 
its substandard quality is a mis­
demeanor, he added.

Bullock urged motorists who 
can document that their engines 
have been damaged by inferior 
gasoline to call his Motor Fuels 
Tax Division toll-free from any­
where in Texas at 1-800-252-5555.

The pilot project will be close­
ly coordinated with efforts by 
Senator Lloyd Doggett of Austin 
to strengthen the State’s power 
to test and enforce reasonable 
gasoline standards, he said.

“ Statutes already on the books 
obviously contemplate that the 
quality of gasoline sold to Texas 
motorists be monitored,” said Bul­
lock. “Yet this has never been 
done. While our funds are limited 
at this time, we feel we can sup­
port this pilot project. Should it 
prove beneficial to the motoring 
public, we will seek additional 
funding from the Legislature.

CROP AND LIVESTOCK 
REPORTS NEEDED FROM 
FARMERS AND RANCHERS

Some 75,000 Texas farmers and 
ranchers will receive a crop or 
livestock questionnaire during the 
period from mid-November to 
early January.

This roundup survey of crop 
production and livestock numbers 
is made annually by the Texas 
Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service. The Texas Department of 
Agriculture and the Statistical 
Reporting Service, U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture, work togeth­
er to provide compehensive infor­
mation on Texas agriculture.

Producers from each of the 254 
counties in Texas are selected 
proportional to size of operation. 
The small producer sampled rep­
resents many others of comparable 
size while the very largest pro­
ducers will represent only them­
selves. It is equally important for 
all farmers and ranchers receiv­
ing a questionnaire to complete 
and return it promptly. The in­
dividual report is confidential— 
available to no other government 
agency or anyone except the few 
persons required to process the 
data. The state and county esti­
mates published are available for 
everyone at the same time.

County statistics for 1975 and 
January 1, 1976, are available on 
Livestock, Poultry, Dairy, Field 
Crops, Small Grains, Cotton, Veg­
etables, Fruits and Pecans, and 
Cash Receipts from the Sale of 
Texas Farm Commodities. Bulle­
tins can be obtained from the Tex­
as Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service, P. O. Box 70, Austin 78767 
or by writing John C. White, Com­
missioner of Agriculture, P. O. 
Box 12847, Capitol Station, Aus­
tin 78711.
