A Star Grain Company spokes-| i

man said a grain door gave way
in a tunnel below a grain storage
barn and buried Mr. Trevino un-
der the spilled grain.

Tim Gamble was with Trevino

when the grain began spilling into

the tunnel, but he got out of the
way and escaped being trapped.
He worked desperately to try to
free Trevino. When the Silverton
Fire Department rescue unit arriv-
ed at the scene, Gamble was in
the' tunnel shoveling grain as fast
as he could in an effort to rescue
Trevino, who was dead when they
finally reached him.

Funeral services for Mr. Tre-
ivno were conducted at 5:00 p.m.
Friday in the Church of the Holy
Spirit in Tulia, with the pastor,
the Rev. David Greka, officiating.
Burial was in Rose Hill Cemetery
at Tulia by Wallace Funeral Home
of Tulia.

Mr. Trevino was born October
13, 1941 in Ballinger and had liv-
ed in Tulia ‘14 years. He was a

. member of the Catholic Church.

He and the former Natalia C.

Silverion Farmer
Harvests 209.09
Bushels Per Acre

Elton Cantwell of Silverton was
recently named a member of the
DeKalb Yieldmasters Club for pro-
ducing 209.09 bushels of corn per
acre in 1976.

His yield, based on 15% % mois-
ture, was mechanically harvested
from a solid block measuring
1.147 acres. An impartial third
party verified the high yield which
was recorded from a field of De-
Kalb XL-72aa.

Cantwell planted the crop on
May 2 in 40-inch rows and harvest-
ed an estimated stand of 22,100
plants per acre on October 6.

His fertilizer program included
216 pounds of nitrogen, 64 pounds
of phosphate and 32 pounds of
potash. Cantwell controlled weeds
with one box of Banvel and Atra-
zine at 1% pounds per acre. He
also applied Di-Syston. An esti-
mated five inches of rain fell on
the crop:from planting to harvest.
Another 20 inches of water was
applied through irrigation.

Concerning the hybrid’s perfor-
mance, Cantwell says, “When com-
paring moisture to other hybrids
XI1-72aa was the best.”

Blood replacements in 1975
and 1976 have included: 18 units
for Mrs. Cora Donnell, 38 units for
Johnnie Lanham, two wunits for
Don Garrison, five units for Rhea
Brooks, 12 units for Marilyn Ase-
bedo and six units for Juanell
Turner. At the present time, there
are a total of 51 units on hand in
the Silverton blood pool.

Local residents who need blood
replacement or who must have
blood standing by for surgery are
asked to contact Mrs. Younger,
who will make arrangements for
blood from the community pool to
be transferred to that account.

Most of the hospitals will accept
the replacement blood from the
blood pool, but a few will not. If

1976 ANNUAL REPORT

The Cap Rock S. W. C. D. Directors met 11 times during
the year. The Board made an effort to keep informed on State
and Federal legislation that would affect conservation and
agriculture in the District. They worked with Federal and State
legislators to express their opposition to any land use legisla-
tion and to support conservation cost-sharing programs. They
maintained membership in and paid dues to the Panhandle

‘Association of Conservation Districts, The Texas Association

of Conservation Districts, and the National Association of Con-
servation Districts. Jack Sutton attended the State Convention
and served on a special committee appointed by the Texas
Association of Districts to inform State and Federal leglslators
on conservation matters.

The Directors approved the Great Plains Conservation
program for Briscoe County for 1976 and were represented in
the development meeting for the 1976 A. C. P. They participated
in Soil Stewardship Week by asking Judge M. G. Moreland to
make a suitable proclamation for the occasion. Bulletin inserts
with conservation messages were dlstrlbuted to each church in
the county.

Three local entries were submitted to The Texas Conserva-
tion Awards Program. O. E. Chandler of Quitaque was selected
as the Conservation Farmer of the Year for the outstanding
cover crop program he used on his farms. They also co-sponsor-
ed a farm tour with County Agent Eddie Holland.

The District also assisted with the North Rolling Plains
Resource and Development Program. This project was not fund-
ed by congress. Director Murry Wayne Morrison represented
the District in the annual maintenance inspection of the Kent
Creek Watershed Project.
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This floodwater i‘etarding structure on the M. B. Graham
farm is one of six completed in 1964. It was built to prevent
flooding on Kent Creek, but also has been a dependable source

" of irrigation water. The concrete structure is the draw down

tube that slowly releases all water above its level. Repairs of
the channel improvement on Kent Creek are scheduled in 1977.

This modern parallel terrace system was completed by
Pascal Garrison last summer. Two waterways were shaped and
were planted to a sorghum dead litter crop in 1973. A native
grass mixture was drilled in the dead litter crop in 1974.
Seven of the eight graded parallel terraces completed this
summer have no point rows. All of them are graded so that
both ends outlet into a grassed waterway.

A total of 208,992 feet of parallel terraces are now on the
land in the District. More than 3,000,000 feet of standard ter-
races are on the land
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Vinson Smith had this diversion terrace put in .on his
place last summer to control gullies on part of this field. The
rest of the field is flat enough to be adequately protected by
crop residues. The conservation needs inventory shows that an
estimated 38,307 acres of dryland fields need terraces, water-
ways and diversions.

This pond was put in this year on the Palo Duro Ranch
North of the Red River to improve grazing distribution in a
large pasture. Very few cows stayed in this part of the pasture
until this pond caught some water.
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Water storage facilities like this one recently completed
by Wayne Mayfield are usually designed to store a week’s
supply of water for a planned number of livestock.- They must
.be located to improve grazing distribution when built with
G. P. C. P. or A. C. P. cost share.

GREAT PLAINS CONSERVATION PROGRAM

Funds are now available for new G. P. C. P. confracts in
Briscoe County.

Three new changes in the G. P. C. P. program this year are:

1. Brush control limitation was raised to 7,500 dollars.

2. Irrigation limitation was raised to 7,500 dollars.

3. Second contracts can now be approved.

Cost share can be from 50% - 80% on the following prac-
tices: establish grass; windbreaks; waterways; terraces; diver-
sions; erosion control dams; grade stabilization structures;
irrigation pipeline; land leveling; livestock wells, pipeline and
water storage facilities; ponds; brush control; fences; tailwater
pits, and disposal lagoons.

Contracts are for a minimum period of three years and can
run as long as ten years.

All conservation practices shown in this newsletter have
been cost shared by the Great Plains Conservation Program
except for the floodwater retarding structure.

A BICENTENNIAL
THANKSGIVING

In this bicentennial year of Am-
erican heritage, a few interesting
facts about “Turkey Day” may pro-
vide some extra meaning to the
holiday.

Surprisingly, America was not
the first country to celebate some
form of Thanksgiving. They also
observed it in China, Greece, Rus-
sia, Norway, Poland and Lithuania.

When the Pilgrims first came to
this country, they knew very little
about farming, but an Indian nam-
ed Squanto helped and they were
able to harvest some corn and bar-
ley.

To celebrate their first success,
Governor Bradford named a date
in late 1621 as a day of thanks.
Hunters scoured the woods and re-
turned with turkeys, wood pigeons,
partridges, geese and ducks, while
the women prepared puddings and
hoecakes. Because the Indians had
been so helpful the Pilgrims in-
vited them to join their celebra-
tion—and it was a good thing, for
the Indians contributed five deer.

It was also the Indians who first
introduced eating oysters to the
settlers. During the three-day
feast, they even set a precedent
for our Thanksgiving holidays to-
day —they participated in races
and athletic events. Just think of
how many big athletic events are
held in the U. S. during Thanks-
giving weekend today.

Thanksgiving in 1621 was large-
ly a social occasion, but the se-
cond Thanksgiving in 1623 was
probably the real start of our pre-
sent holiday, for it was religious
as well as social.

During the next 200 years,
Thanksgiving was not celebrated
on any one special day, until Sep-

ham Lincoln proclaimed that
Thanksgiving be celebrated on the
last Thursday in November. The
menu of that day was much like
the one used widely today—cran-
berry juice, roast turkey with
dressing, sweet potatoes, creamed
onions, cranberry sauce, squash,
pumpkin pie, plum pudding, mince
pie, milk and coffee.

Like Christmas, Thanksgiving
brings out the altruism and gen-
erosity in people.

Aoudad Sheep
Popu!alion
Increasing In Area

The transplanted aoudad sheep
population in the Panhandle con-
tinues to increase, with an estimat-
ed 19 per cent more sheep this
year roaming the Palo Duro Can-
yon and Caprock areas.

This year’s helicopter survey,
covering four Panhandle counties,
was conducted by Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department biolo-
gists. It shows an estimated 1,400
to 1,500 sheep in the total herd.
This is an increase of 200-300
from the 1975 census.

Good habitat and the dispersal
of sheep over a relatively large
area are the two most cited causes
for the increase.

“Ever since P&WD began its
stocking effort in 1958 we have
experienced continued population
increases,” said Charles Walker,
P&WD big game program direc-
tor.

Aoudad sheep are listed as game
animals in eight Panhandle coun-
ties. A permit to hunt this moun-
tainous terrain dweller is requir-
ed. The counties include Arm-
strong, Briscoe, Donley, Hall,
Floyd, Motley, Randall and Swish-
er.

In other Texas counties, aoudads
are not considered game animals
and may be hunted year-round,
with no permit required.

The stocking effort by P&WD
began nearly 20 years ago, with
the introduction of 44 aoudads

Although the larger aoudad
sheep herds are confined to the
western area of the state, aou-
dads are hunted on ranches
throughout Texas.

Aoudad sheep hunt permits are
issued to landowners by P&WD
based on total population figures.
With the population increase of
200-300 sheep, P&WD officials
said about 300 additional permits
would be issued this year.

According to last year’s harvest
figures, some 246 permits were
issued to landowners, which ac-
counted for a total harvest of 100
aoudads.

Aoudad hunting in the Panhan-
dle started in 1963. Every year
since then there has been an in-
crease in the overall population
as well as in the number of sheep
harvested. Hunter interest has in-
creased substantially.

A survey of landowners, aoudad

hunters and deer hunters will be|:

conducted after the deer and aou-
dad season. The survey is intend-
ed to determine landowner and
hunter preference regarding sea-
son dates and hunter success.

Season on all species of geese
east of U. S. 81 is November 13-
January 23.

P&WD officials say purpose of
the longer season on light geese
is increased hunter opportunity
to harvest the more abundant
snow and blue geese.

Season on all geese west of U.
S. 81 is November 2-January 23.

October 30 was also opening day
on sandhill cranes in Zone A—
that portion of Texas including the
Trans-Pecos, wesfern portion of
Permian Basin and western Pan-
handle. Zone B sandhill crane
hunting does mnot start until De-
cember 4.

Sandhill crane hunters in both
zones must obtain a free federal
permit from the Parks and Wild-
life Department. The permits are
part of an effort by the U. S.
Fish and Wildlife Service to learn
more about sandhill crane hunt-
ers and the number of birds they
harvest.

Texas Parks and Wildlife Com-
missioners reaffirmed their com-
mitment to re-establish the desert
bighorn sheep in Texas and return
it to the game list.

The commission approved a plan
to provide for the acquisition of
additional bighorn sheep brood-
stock through cooperative big game
restoration programs with other

If's Roundup
Time In Texas

(from The Plainview Daily Herald)

The spirit of the West still lives,
despite modern-day trappings.

Ranching country to the east of
Plainview retains the western spir-
it of neighbors helping neighbors
—friendships that are made easily
and commitments that are not
taken lightly.

Come roundup time on the ran-
ches in the “Breaks Country” of
West Texas, it is expected that
the neighbors, separated by many
miles, will be there to help and
work as long as necessary to com-
plete the job.

The only pay is the assurance
that this same cooperation will
be extended to the next ranch, and
the comradship that results to
bond these neighbors in a close-
ness that resembles family.

Last Sunday (October 31), eight
friends and neighbors joined Stan-
ley Burleson on the Burleson
Ranch north of Matador to help
round up a small herd of Here-
ford cows and calves. :

These included Bill Hand of

Roaring Springs. M. (;ﬁr (Salty)
Jones and son, Pepper Jones, from
Quitaque, J. A. Welch of Celar
Hill, Jay V. and Jack Johnson of
Floydada, Bryan Mackenzie Smith-
erman of Barwise and Roy Dwyer
of Plainview.

They were joined by Burleson,
his son, Dusty, and daughter, Clara
Jean.

The pasture is in the edge of
the Caprock escarpment in a val-
ley where Salt Creek and Boggy
Creek meet. :

The day began early with the
arrival of cowboys and horses by
pickups and trailers. The horses
were saddled and the cowboys
climbed into their chaps for pro-
tection against heavy brush in the
cedar groves.

Smitherman, nicknamed ‘‘Rov-
er”, was assigned the task of “call-
ing the cows.”

With one of the few visible
“modern-day luxuries,” Rover was
directed to a small knoll in the
valley in a pickup to sound a sir-
en.

Cowboys on horseback were dis-
patched to the far reaches of the
pasture to round up the few cows
who would not heed the call of
the pickup’s siren.

Driving to the knoll, Rover ex-
plained that the cows had been
conditioned to come at ‘the call
of the siren for supplemental
feeding during the winter and dry
summer months.

No cow was in sight in the large
pasture as the siren began to wail.
Soon, about a quarter-mile distant
a whiteface was spotted coming
through the cedar brush. A few
steps behind another group of
whitefaces appeared and soon,
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cows, followed and sometimes
pushed by their yearling offspring,
were cautiously coming to the
knoll in the valley. :
Rover explained that the cows
were hesitant because the pickup
probably was a different color

e congy fie

'than they were accustomed to.

“Also I probably sound the siren
different than what they are fa-
miliar with,” Rover said.
Another small group of cows
and calves soon appeared over a
hall about a half-mile distant and

made their way across the creek to
the still-wailing siren.

Maybe an hour or so later, the
first horseback cowboy appeared
over a distant hill—a speck silhou-
etted against the sky—also mov-
ing toward the siren call, and
pushing resistant cows and calves
into the lowland below the knoll.

Each rancher has a different
theory or style of handling his

.herds. Burleson is a traditionalist

with deep rooted feelings for his
cattle. He likes to work them slow-
ly, cautiously as possible, trying
not to spook them or run them
unnecessarily—and his neighbors
realize this.

“When we help him, we do it
like he wants. When we’re on our
place, we can do it like we want,”
one said.

It’s mid-morning by the time the
cows and calves are rounded up
and accounted for. There is some
good - natured grumbling about
cowboys taking so long to bring
in so few, but the comradship of
working together is evident many
times.

The herd is moved across the

creek onto a flat, sandy area
where the pairs of cows and cal-
ves are separated. Cows with heif-
er calves to be kept are cut out
of the herd of cows with steer
calves.

Burleson rides into the herd,
pointing to the pairs to be culled.
Another rider pushes the pair to
be cut out and forces them from
the remainder of the herd.

Cows with steer calves are then
driven into a separate pasture
where a corral is located.

It is now early afternoon and
Burleson’s wife, Lou, has arriv-
ed at the corral with a lunch for
the hungry cowboys. After the
cows and calves are penned, the
cowboys gather around the impro-
vised chuck wagon—the bed of a
pickup—where food is laid out.

Here they find a meal of barbe-
cued hot links and beef with po-
tato salad, macaroni and tomato
casserole, red beans, cole slaw,
rolls, tea and cake for dessert.
Burleson explains that trucks to
haul the calves to sale in Nebras-
ka will arrive the following day
and more work would be neces-

sary to separate the calves from
the cows, plus some branding.

But, the major work for this day
was completed. There was a big
football game on television and
the cowboys didn’t want to miss it.

Who was playing?

The Cowboys and Redskins, of
course!
