Trips For Local 
Contest Winners

An all-expense paid trip to 
Washington, D. C. next June will 
be awarded to two young people 
from this area by Swisher Electric 
Cooperative, Inc., in Tulia.

It’s part of the National Rural 
Electric Cooperative Association’s 
annual Rural Electric Youth Tour 
that brings around a thousand ru­
ral youth to the nation’s capitol 
each year.

Winners of an oral contest spon­
sored by Swisher Electric Coop­
erative will be awarded the trip 
which begins June 9 and runs for 
about 13 days. All high school 
juniors in the system’s service area 
are eligible to enter the contest.

Contest entrants will be requir­
ed to give a 5-8 minute talk on the 
subject: “Rural Electric Coopera­
tives—Helping to Solve the Ener­
gy Crisis.” Resource materials that 
may be helpful to contestants are 
available from the cooperative of­
fice in Tulia by writing or visiting.

The talks will be judged on the 
basis of (1) knowledge of the sub- 
ject—40%, (2) speaking ability - 
30 %, (3) appearance — 10%, (4) 
personality—10% and (5) poise— 
10%.

Deadline for submitting entry 
forms will be midnight, March 18, 
1977. On the basis of the talks, 
finalists will be selected to appear 
for interviews by a committee of 
judges. Entry forms may be ob­
tained at thè cooperative office 
and will also be made available at 
each school office.

This is the twelfth year that 
Swisher Electric Cooperative has 
sponsored an oratorical contest.

As participants in the Texas 
Electric Cooperatives, Inc. Youth 
Tour, local contest winners will 
travel by bus to Washington, D.

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Texas Farmers Union
Reveals Plans For 
Properly Tax Reform

The Texas Farmers Union has 
unveiled recommendations for ma 
jor property tax reform and an­
nounced that Representative An­
drew Baker of Galveston will soon 
introduce legislation changing the 
cost shares between the state and 
local districts.

“It is time that the state of Tex­
as finds superior sources of re­
venue,” said Texas Farmers Union 
President Jay Naman of Waco. 
“This plan is not based on increas­
ing the costs. It is rather a way 
to equalize the burden of public 
education and equalize the bene­
fits.”

The Farmers' Union recommen­
dations made by an internal com­
mittee studying the problem for 
over a year encompass a three 
part plan.

(1) The state of Texas should 
pick up 100% of the Minimum 
Foundation Program (It is current­
ly 80% state and 20% local dis­
trict.)

(2) The state of Texas should 
also assume the cost of any man­
dated salary increases or program 
expenses such as operations and 
maintenance costs, mandated sal­
ary increases, and the costs of vo­
cational, technical and special 
education.

(3) Local school districts should 
continue to be allowed to finance 
capital improvements through lo­
cal bonding as well as local salary 
adjustments, bands, athletics and

other special programs.
Naman said about the proposed 

changes, “We believe that if the 
state were to assume a greater 
portion of education in Texas, that 
we would no longer need to use 
the word ‘minimum.’ We believe 
that the state could create a Ba­
sic Education Program that would 
provide a realistic foundation for 
all school districts.”

The bill to be introduced by 
Rep. Baker would call for the 
change in state/district cost shar­
es, but as far as additional income 
to the state, Naman said, “We 
think that the legislators, admin­
istrators and budget advisors can 
work out the details. Bills have or 
will be introduced to take care of 
these matters.”

However, the Texas Farmers 
Union panel did make these re­
commendations:

(1) That the state first look at 
its great budget surplus for in­
itial relief, and in the event of no 
such surplus now or in the future 
• • •

(2) Impose a one cent (lc) per 
gallon tax on all refinery pro­
ducts produced in the state’s re­
fineries.

(3) Increase the severance tax 
on oil and gas to a level compar­
able to other states.

(4) Levy a tax on pipelines both 
intrastate and interstate.

(5) Tax those minerals not cur­
rently taxed, such as coal and ur­
anium.

“Our figures show that if these 
steps were followed, the state 
would have more than enough to 
expand its share of education,” 
Naman continued. “In fact, some 
statistics reveal that even one or 
two proposals by themselves could 
cover the costs.”

ECONOMY AND NUTRITION

Nutritionally, pork is an espe­
cially rich source of thiamine (Vi­
tamin Bl) and other B vitamins 
necessary for growth, carbohydrate 
metabolism, and the health of di­
gestive and nervous systems. It’s 
also an excellent source of pro­
tein and Vitamin A.

Fresh shoulder and loin roasts, 
Boston butts and pork steaks are 
currently good red meat bargains. 
Store your fresh pork in the cold­
est part of the refrigerator or in 
the meat keeping compartment.

Pork purchased in self-service 
containers can be stored in the 
original wrapping and stored in 
the freezer for one to two weeks. 
The meat should be overwrapped 
with a moisture- vapor- resistant 
material such as freezer foil or 
freezer paper for freezer storage 
beyond two weeks.

And a cheerful note —calorie 
counters don’t need to avoid pork. 
A three-ounce serving of fresh 
pork roast with the fat trimmed 
off contains only about 250 calor­
ies. A three-ounce serving of cur­
ed ham with the fat also trimmed 
off contains about 160 calories.

The Farmers Union group em­
phasized that the proposals focus 
on resources lost daily in great 
quantities to other states which do 
not compensate Texas in return.

Modern Man Carrying On
Long-Established Tradition

When people stop to rest and 
relax in Briscoe County’s newly- 
created Caprock Canyons State 
Park, they will be continuing a 
tradition begun thousands of years 
ago.

West Texas State University ar­
cheologists have found evidence 
that prehistoric man as far back 
as 10,000 years ago used the Lake 
Theo area for just those reasons— 
to collect food, relax, make tools 
and then travel on.

The archaeological importance 
of the area was highlighted by 
Panhandle-Plains Historical Muse­
um anthropology curator Bill Har­
rison who excavated a Folsom bi­
son kill site dating back 8,000 to 
9,000 year?. During Harrison’s 
work the land was not yet desig­
nated as a state park.

West Texas State archaeologists 
returned last November to survey 
two pieces of land park officials 
and a nearby rancher are consid­
ering exchanging. One piece, which 
is currently part of the park, is 
good farming land. The other is 
outside the park, and is a rugged 
scenic piece of terrain the survey 
team found filled with archaeologi­
cal sites.

In the three square miles they 
surveyed, project archaeologist 
Meeks Etchieson and his assistant 
Mike Wehrman of Amarillo found 
200 sites and almost 3,500 artifacts 
and lithic materials. On top one 
knoll they found 392 artifacts, 
which was one of two significant 
sites in the group.

“ One of the significant sites is 
neo-Indian, possibly a bison kill 
site,” Etchieson said. “The other 
is a stratified camp site on a hill­
top with material at least from ar­
chaic and neo-Indian times.”

In surveying, archaeologists me­
thodically walk the terrain, care­
fully watching the ground for any 
telltale pieces of flint. Significant 
collections of flint indicate that 
the generally nomadic Indians of

those times stopped for awhile to 
rest, gather food and make new 
tools. All sites the team found 
were on top ridge and butte tops.

The artifacts they collected are 
primarily from the archaic and 
neo-Indian periods, which span 
from approximately 5,000 B. C. 
to historic times, according to 
Etchieson.

Etchieson and Meeks did find 
one uncommon artifact--a five inch 
piece of polished stone which is 
slightly curved.

“You usually find polished stone 
in the Southeast. It is common in 
Arkansas,” Etchieson said.

They may also have found a his­

toric dugout site from the historic 
period. It contained no artifacts.

“The area was very heavily used 
from paleo-Indian through the his­
toric Indian period,” Etchieson 
son said. “There was probably a 
lot of buffalo and more water than 
there is now.”

Laboratory supervisor is Mrs. 
Roberta Speer of Amarillo, and 
project director is Jack Hughes, 
WTSU professor of geology.

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Hightower Requests 
Investigation Into 
Grain Shortages

Congressman Jack Hightower re­
quested the House Subcommittee 
on Livestock and Grains to hold 
hearings in Wichita Falls this

spring to look into the problems 
resulting from the Robert Johnson 
Grain Company shortages.

Hightower stated to the Subcom­
mittee, “Farmers in good faith 
placed grain in the elevator and 
now find that the grain has disap­
peared and the grain company is 
in bankruptcy. In many cases, the 
missing grain means disaster to a 
farm family.” •

Hightower asked the Subcom­
mittee for the Wichita Falls hear­

ing in order to determine if legis­
lation could prevent future losses 
by farmers from elevator short­
ages.

Congressman Bob Poage of Wa­
co, chairman of the Subcommittee, 
compared the grain losses to prob­
lems farmers in the northern Pan­
handle area had when a meat 
packing company went bankrupt.

Both Congressmen agreed that 
similar legislation may be in order 
to protect grain farmers.

HOLDING DOWN LAND TAXES

HOPE FOR CATTLEM EN

hybrid that takes one less watering than the hybrids you've been 
planting. It also dries faster after maturity than other corns. Since it 
has good standability and ear retention, you can leave it in the field to 
dry. This means you harvest less moisture, haul less moisture, and 
have little or no dockage and drying cost.

/

SINCE IT DOESN'T COST AS MUCH TO G R O W , 
IT CAN MAKE MORE MONEY

In 1976, farmers found that "Cost Cutter" 3780 produced signifi­
cantly more net income per acre than competitive corns of much later 
maturity. Though the green weight yield of later maturity corns was 
greater, 3780 was usually much lower in moisture and thus higher in 
dry yield per acre. When the saving in irrigation fuel cost was added to

smut didn't bother it in 1976. It has good roots and stalks and holds its 
ears well. It is sensitive about getting pre-tassel water right on time, 
however. That critical irrigation time is fairly short since it passes 
quickly through each stage of growth.
