Q; Do to rnadoes m ake sudden changes in 
direction?
A: They can, but sharp turns are not common, he 
says. “Most tornadoes keep going along the same 
general path and any change of direction is slight,” 
McRoberts adds. “When a tornado does make a 
change in direction, it is usually due to changes 
in the structure of the thunderstorm from which it 
was spawned. Perhaps the greatest example of a 
tornado staying on path was the famous Tri-State 
tornado of March, 1925. It stayed on roughly the 
same path for an amazing 219 miles, moving from 
southeast Missouri, crossing Illinois and heading 
on to southwest Indiana -  the usual path of moving 
from the south to the northeast that most tornadoes 
make. It moved at 73 miles per hour, killed 695 
people, destroyed 15,000 homes and damaged 164 
square miles and was at times one mile in width.”

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VETER A N ’S CORNER I County conservation partners host work group meeting
The Court of Appeals for Veterans Claims has 

ruled that Navy veterans who served aboard ships 
in the harbors of Vietnam more than 40 years ago 
should not be arbitrarily excluded from Agent Or­
ange claims—a significant step forward for these 
veterans. Navy veterans have been denied multiple 
disabihty claims by the Department of Veterans 
Affairs (VA) based on the fact that they were 
aboard a ship—not on land—during the Vietnam 
War, when the herbicide Agent Orange was hber- 
ally sprayed by American forces to remove fob- 
age and eliminate enemy cover. The chemical was 
later foimd to cause a myraid of health problems 
for service members who were exposed, but the 
federal government has denied disabihty claims to 
U.S. Navy sabors under the argument that the sea­
men were offshore and were not directly exposed. 
Veteran’s advocates have long sought recognition 
for these conditions. The VA now has a chance to 
restore the presumption of exposure to veterans 
who served aboard ships anchored in Da Nang and 
other harbors of Vietnam. The VA wQl probably 
appeal this decision, and Congress has not yet 
acted on Agent Orange/Blue Water legislation, but 
hopefuUy for thousands of Vietnam veterans, they 
wib soon.

TxDO T w arns drivers to buckle up as law 
enforcem ent tickets drivers for seat belt violations
AUSTIN -The Texas De­

partment of Transporta­
tion reminds drivers that 
law enforcement officers 
across the state wbl be 
out in fub force May 18-31 
issuing tickets to drivers 
and passengers who are 
not wearing seat belts. 
Widely known as TxDOT’s 
annu i “Cbck It or Ticket” 
campaign, the two-week 
enforcement period re­
minds ab vehicle occu­
pants that non-compbance 
with statewide seat belt 
and chbd safety seat laws 
can result in fines up to 
$250.

“We greatly, appreciate 
the stepped-up efforts 
of our law enforcement 
partners during ‘Click It or

Ticket,’ because we know 
seat belts save bves,” 
said John Barton, TxDOT 
deputy executive direc­
tor. “I can’t imagine why 
anyone would risk getting 
pulled over and ticketed, 
let alone kibed or injured. 
It only takes a few seconds 
to make sure everyone in 
your vehicle is buckled up. 
Do it for yourself and your 
loved ones, or else risk 
being fined or even losing 
a loved one.”

Texas law requires 
drivers and ab passen­
gers, including those in 
the back seat, to wear a 
seat belt or risk a ticket, 
fines and court costs up 
to $200 each. Chbdren 
younger than 8 years old

must be in a chbd safety 
seat or booster seat unless 
they are taber than 4 feet 
9 inches. Fines issued to 
drivers for unrestrained 
chbdren in their vehicle 
can be as high as $250 
plus court costs.

Wearing a seat belt helps 
keep occupants from be­
ing ejected in a crash and 
increases the chances of 
surviving by 45 percent. In 
pickup trucks, that num­
ber jumps to 60 percent, 
as those vehicles are twice 
as likely as cars to rob 
over in a crash.

Last year, 2,587 vehicle 
crashes occurred in Texas 
in which unrestrained ve­
hicle occupants sustained 
fatal or serious injuries.

Of the more than 3,500 
motorists kibed in traffic 
crashes in Texas last year, 
44 percent were not wear­
ing a seat belt at the time 
of the crash.
