Major sheep, goat
events set Aug. 28-
29 in San Angelo

A diverse and changing sheep and goat industry will
highlight two back-to-back educational opportunities
in San Angelo on Aug. 28-29. (Texas A&M AgriLife
Communications photo by Steve Byrns)

The venue is actually two events set back-to-back on
Aug. 28-29 in San Angelo, said Marvin Ensor, Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension Service regional program
leader in San Angelo.

He said the first of the two is the 42nd Annual Sheep
and Goat Field Day conducted by and on the grounds
of the Texas A&M AgriLife Research and Extension
Center located just north of San Angelo. That event
starts with registration at 8 a.m. followed by the pro-
gram from 9 am.-1 p.m. Aug. 28.

The second event is the first ever Texas Sheep and
Goat Expo set from 2-8:30 p.m., also on Aug. 28, and
again on Aug. 29 from 7 am.-4 p.m. at the San Angelo
Fairgrounds.

“The Texas sheep and goat industry is undergoing
tremendous change,” Ensor said. “And the AgriLife
agencies, AgriLife Extension and Texas A&M Agrilife
Research, are staying abreast of those changes. The
industry is as diverse now as perhaps it’s ever been, so
we are offering these events that will specifically target
this diversity.

“As an example, our traditional wool sheep, by far
the most predominant variety in the West for gen-
erations, are making way for an ever increasing hair
sheep population. And while both are sheep, there are
significant differences in the management and mar-
keting of wool sheep, a dual-purpose animal, and hair
sheep kept solely as meat producers. The expo curricu-
lum will recognize and address the specific needs and
interests of these two sheep types and the other major
segments of the industry-club lamb, and meat goat
production, while recognizing and providing support
in the common areas that impact all aspects of the
sheep and goat industry.”

The annual Sheep and Goat Field Day is a long-
standing tradition of the AgrilLife center dating back
to the 1970s. The field day is generally scheduled the
first Thursday of each September, but Ensor said both
events complement one another so well that planners
opted to move the field day to coincide with the expo
as a convenience to participants.

The expo is to be a premier state-level event with em-
phasis on demonstrations and hands-on activities that
will follow the center’s Aug. 28 field day. Activities on
Aug. 29 will start early at the San Angelo Fairgrounds
with a chuck wagon breakfast followed by concurrent
sessions featuring the various management and mar-
keting techniques specific to wool breeds, hair sheep,
club lamb production and meat goats.

Commercial businesses will exhibit new equipment,
products and services at both events.

“Both these programs will be packed with informa-
tion,” Ensor said. “We’d like folks to first attend the
center’s field day that touts work being conducted
there, including the extensive flock guard dog work
being done, work on using juniper in deer feed to limit
the problem of feral hogs eating much of it, insight -
into factors affecting lamb prices, the latest in pre-
scribed fire management and some very interesting
wool garment work. After a sponsored lunch at the
center, activities will move to the San Angelo Fair-
grounds for the start of the expo.

“It will be a full two days, and participants can take
part in any or all of both events. We do hope they will
take advantage of both programs though, as we have
never offered such an opportunity before.”

Ensor said expo presenters will include AgriLife
personnel, Texas A&M University faculty, veterinarians,
Texas Veterinary Medical Diagnostic Laboratory staff,
agribusinesses and area ranchers.

One size does not fit all
minimum wage

The costs of living across America
are quite different. Someone deliver-
ing a pizza in Andrews or Monahans
has a much lower cost of living than
a bicycle messenger in down-
town San Francisco. That has
not deterred Washington, DC
lawmakers from deciding just
what that same messenger
should received as a minimum
however. This notion has been
pushed to the idea of a ‘living
wage.” A forty-hour 52-week
minimum wage of $7.25 works
out to be $15,080. Progres-

Seattle is phasing in a $15 minimum
with rates now at $11. San Francisco
with the nation’s most expensive hous-
ing is now at $12.25. Los Angeles
County has approved a $15 level and
New York State is expected to follow.
One of the arguments is that at a mini-
mum wage of $7.25, workers are often
in various public welfare programs to
make ends meet. Therefore John Q.
Taxpayer is actually subsidizing such
businesses by providing what should
otherwise be a ‘living wage.’ So the ar-
gument goes, raise the wage and watch
the welfare rolls shrink

But the Law of Unintended Conse-
guences LUC has already put kinks
in that argument. In March 2015
130,851 were enrolled in the Wash-
ington Basic Food Program. In April
the number was a similar 130,376.
What happened? The answer is that
many receiving the new higher wage
are asking for fewer hours to cap their
income at rates, which will still qualify
for various welfare programs. So costs
are up but eh welfare rolls are about
the same.

And the wage effect while helping
dishwashers in the restaurant has hurt
waiters depending on tips. With some
restaurants raising prices by 15%, few-
er diners are tipping the waiter driving
the server’s take home down.

The fact is that most minimum
wage jobs are not held by heads of
households. They are more likely high
school and college entry-level posi-
tions. And it strains the economic
model to declare that someone ought
to make more than they contribute.
And it gets worse.

I recently saw an academic presen-

fast food employee now make
$$31,200. An E1 Private in the
military makes $18,378. An E5 Ser-
geant with eight years service makes
$35,067. And needless to say the job
requirements are considerably more
stringent than say building a hamburg-
er. Should the entire military have

E1 wages doubled to better match our
newly arrived fast food worker?

California and New York have been
losing population for decades. This
has recently resulted in lost seats in
the representational national Con-
gress. People vote with their feet,
which has created the Sunbelt Econo-
my from Texas to Georgia. And sure
enough those same places losing pop-
ulation due to over regulation, Califor-
nia and New York, continue to do the
same, apparently expecting different
results. Whether refusing to drill for
oil or encouraging more automation
via higher minimum wages, thereby
cutting overall employed hours, it is
a flawed strategy. Indeed thereisa °
New Civil War in the fight for a better
economy. This time around the South
is winning.

As I write Friday August 14, 2015,
the oil price has dropped back to its
March low at $42.85. We suggested
last week that first $40 and then the
2008 low of $35 were likely. All the
energy service stocks fell yesterday.
FRAK (shale producers) and XES (en-
ergy service) are both trading under
their March lows. For now the trend in
oil price remains down.
