The Coal of Kats
If the estimatesof the I'. S. Public

Health Servicers anything HI:o accur-
ate, rhe raf population of the Cnltod
States Is costing us a staggeringsum
annually. The estimate is that there
an' as niany rats as there are Individ-
uals In the country and that each of
these rats costs us more than they cost
lu foreign countries. France ami nor-

mally pays out $1'0 per head, while
(rent Rrltain gets by with $1.'J0. Don-nyu-

for some reason has them all
tested' and reduces the cost to one
round dollar per year. It Is not to lie
supposed that the United States re-

duces Its rat expenses to even normal
llguros for Europe, for our people are
characterizedby their great liberality.
Individually we wpeuti a great ueni
more than the people of any of those
countries,and It Is reasonableto sup-
pose that we allow our rats a more lib-

eral ration than those countries. But
llgurlng that we divide up as well as
does Germanyeach rat costs us $1.80
a vear, or the whole family 4ne hun-
dred and eighty million dollars. It has
been estimated that each rat costs us
$J5.00 a year.-- It that be true, tnen
half a billion Is the sum.

Let's bring It down to Haskell coun-
ty. Suppose thereare asmanyas5,000
rats in the county. Figuring that each
costs us $1.80 a year, the aggregateruns
to $0,000.

If there were no. other reason why
rats should bo exterminated the cost of
maintaining them Is sufficient. But for
this and the added reason that they are
dangerouslu tlio spreadingof bubonic
plague Is the cause of the campaign
against them lu the coast regions. This
extermination should not be confined to
the coast region. Haskell county should
literally exterminate the whole family.

Title Never Hat Meant What It Once
Did Effects of the French Revo-

lution and Domination of
Napoleon.

The effects of the French revolution
and the domination of Nnpolcon were
felt more strongly by Germany thnn
by nny other nation with the exception
of France, writes Albert Barrett
Sayros. Although the changesIn Italy
were in themselves great, Italy had
been partitioned over and over again,
hut never before had Germany had
this experience o( falling under a for-
eign yoke.

Tl was during tills period that the
old order of things) and the old Ideas
which had been heldso long catnu al
together to an end. The I'nnutn em-

pire and tho kingdom of Germany were
now abolished even In mime. Germany
lost nil her lands west of the lthlne,
and Anuria lost the . Nethei lands.
FurHi'Tmniv, Napoleon called himself
ni'o'cior of the lands In Germain he
didn't take.

As onn as Napoleon hrgnn to call
himself emperor of the French the
king of Ilutnjary and archdukeof Aus-

tria being the emperor-elec- t of the--

wlshtd to distinguish between
his ancient, title and the new title
taken by the "upstart." So he called
'.iinsrlf hereditary emperor of Aus-

tria. Tn a short time his "empire" and
Mtle came to an end,

J'rtny of the Gorman princes had
Joined Napoleon. They began tn ns-lir- e

for higher titles than had been
theirs. So they called themselves king
of Havarln, king of Wurttemberg.nnd
:o forth. They then made themselves
'nto the confederationof the lthlne.
which was not under Napoleon's pro
tection, and they Increased their pos-

sessions much as they wished.
Tlds took place, In ISOu. and In the

anio year the Austrian emp'jror for-

mally resigned his title of Itoman em-

peror, tun no Roninn emperor has
since been chosen. Thus for the first
Mine since the Christian ern began
there was no Itoman emperor. The
Kotunn empire iiad In name as well
ns In reality come to an end at last.

I'.y his rise from an humble resident
of Corsica to tne position of emperor
of t''.; French and the vlrtunl mas-

tership of western Europe. Napoleon
destroyed the last lingering supersti-
tion about the Itoman empire. We

must add this good thing to the mar.,?
others Napoleon accomplished. One
of the causes of war was thus swept
nv.'ay.

Of course, when Napoleon fell, even
his claim to the kingdom of Italy, '
which he had managed to enforce for
many years, fell nlso. He had previ-
ously agreedthat after his time Italy
should not be Joined with France, so
we see that even he felt that a new
order of things was about to dawn
In Europe. Italy, of course, was the
second kingdom of the old Roman em-

pire.
The third kingdom of that ancient

.order was thf kingdom of Burgundy
This was not wholly forgotten, for
nil of It was either a part of France
or under French control as a part of
SwltaerJand. And so the last of the
anclvnt parts of the Roman empire
had disappeared. Thus we see how
the name of emperor and eTen the
old namesof the kingdoms that once
hnd comprised the Roman empire were
now forgottep.

But the simple name emperor has
not disappeared. It .was still retained
by the man who called himself em-

peror of Austria. And his successors
have since done the same thing.
Other rulers of other states have
held that nnme. Hut It never ha?
meant what It once did.
