Aug. 5-7

troUo: Glenn Hegar reminds 
shoppers they can save mon­
ey on certain items priced 
for less than $100 during 
the state’s annual sales tax 
holiday. This year, the sales 
tax holiday is scheduled 
forFriday, Saturday and 
Sunday, Aug. 5-7.The law 
exempts most clothing, 
footwear, school supplies 
and backpacks priced below 
$100 from sales tax, saving 
shoppers about $8 on every 
$100 they spend during the 
weekendlists of apparel and 
school supplies that may be 
purchased tax-free can 1^ 
found on the Comptroller’s 
website.

This year, shoppers will 
save an estimate $92 mil­
lion in state and local sales 
taxes during the sales tax 
holiday.

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Judge proposes forming 
committees for Aging Program

As the Runnels County 
Aging Program faces 
considerable cutbacks, 
officials continue to seek 
a solution to continue 
to provide the service in 
some form to residents.

County Judge Barry 
Hilliard is proposing to let

the centers in Ballinger, 
Winters and Miles form 
committees to seek fund­
ing and to find a way to 
pay for the meals. Com­
missioners have not voted 
on the proposal as of yet.

Last year, the county 
spent approximately 
$294,000 on the program.

The program, will no 
longer receive funding

from the West Central 
Texas Council of Govern­
ments or the state and 
county officials are look­
ing at serious cutbacks. 
Three employees will lose 
their jobs as of Oct. 1.

Hilliard said by not 
accepting funding from 
WCTCOG or the Depart­
ment of Aging and Disabil­
ity Services, Ae centers

will be free to use food 
from the Food Pantry or 
Food Bank and to host or 
cook their own meals, and 
won’t be limited by dietary 
or state restrictions.

“Without regulations, we 
can accept other foods, 
like from gardens or the 
pantry,” Hilliard said.

Correctional officer dies at French Robertson Unit
Murder investigation underway

ABILENE — A correc­
tional officer at the French 
Robertson Unit 10 miles 
northeast of Abilene was 
found unresponsive near 
the kitchen area of the 
prison early Saturday and 
later pronounced dead, 
according to a statement 
from the Texas Department 
of Criminal Justice.

“life saving measures 
were immediately initiated 
and 55 year old (Zorrection- 
al Officer Mari Johnson was 
transported to Hendricks 
Medical Center in Abilene 
where she was pronounced

deceased,” spokesman 
Jason Clark said in the 
statement. “The Office of 
Inspector General - TDCJ is 
investigating the incident 
as a homicide.”

Investigators with the in­
spector general’s office for 
the agency were process­
ing the scene on Saturday, 
Clark said.

“This is a tragic reminder 
that carrying out that 
mission can lead to the ul­
timate sacrifice,” said TDCJ 
Executive Director Brad 
Livingston in a statement. 
“Ms. Johnson made the 
ultimate sacrifice to keep

The gals donned special 
blue T-shirts, showing 
support for die Dallas 
Pohce Department for the 
loss of the five officers 
there in the tragic shoot­
ing July 7.

On that fateful day, 
four Dallas Pohce officers 
were and one officer from 
Dallas Area Rapid Transit 
were shot to death during 
an eonbush'in* which Micah 
Xavier Johnson targeted- 
white officers and shot 
them after a peaceful pro­
test through the streets of 
downtown Dallas. A total 
of 14 people were shot.

On that day, Tam­
mie Virden, executive 
director of the Ballinger 
Chamber of Commerce, 
was headed to Dallas, 
to take her daughter to 
camp. She recalled being 
very concerned about the 
whole incident, which was 
unfolding as she was driv­
ing in to Dallas.

Tammie was among 
the gals at City Hall who 
wanted to express their 
gratitude for the hard 
work of all officers.

“And we wanted to 
remember those who lost 
their hves,” said Malisia 
Goetz. The shirts were de­
signed by Debbie DeBerry 
and included a ribbon on 
the front to show support 
for the Dallas officers 
and a badge on the back 
that said “We support our 
police.”

AU the gals pitched in, 
including Carolyn Little,
Leah McPherson, Debbie 
Legg, Bonita Shields as 
weU Tammie and Mahsia.
They ht candles for the 
five fallen officers which 
flickered all day.

City Manager Bryan 
Grimes, who returned 
from vacation that day, 
was surprised when he 
saw all the ladies in blue.

“I thought it was great,” 
he said.

But unfortunately, the 
killing of officers did not 
stop in Dallas - on Sunday 
a Missouri man ambushed 
and killed three law of­
ficers and wounded three 
others in Baton Rouge, 
Louisiana during a time 
when police nationwide 
have been on high alert af­
ter five officers were killed 
in a Dallas ambush July 7.

While perusing o r ^ e  
Tuesday, I came across a 
social media page, which 
honored law enforcement 
for their random acts of

kindness like an officer 
getting out of his car to 
shoot some hoops with 
some kids, or an officer 
who spotted a mother who 
was walking her baby in a 
stroller getting caught in a 
rainstorm and giving her a 
ride home.

Two weeks ago, while I 
was on vacation, officers 
from Runnels County as 
well as members of the 
community gathered on 
the courthouse lawn to 
pray for the Dallas of­
ficers, their famihes and

communities across the 
country who have expe­
rienced violence against 
pohce.

Folks, the men and 
women in blue are our 
protectors, and we don’t 
thank them enough.

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Pat Garrett a legendary figure of the Old West

Dr. Ken

Pat Garrett is another of the legendary 
figures of the Old West. He always had a 
taste for adventure and had a career as a 
distinguished law officer in a time when 
little law and order was to be found. Wher­
ever Garrett went, trouble always seemed 
to foUow.

Patrick Floyd Jarvis Garrett was bom 
in Alabama in 1850 to a farming family, hi 
1853, they moved to northern Louisi­
ana when his father bought a plantation 
there. However, everything f ^  apart after 
theQvilWar. His father went bankmpt, 
his mother died in 1867, and his father 
died the following year. Barely 18 and with 

nothing left to hold him back, Garrett rode west into Texas.
For the next several years, Garrett made a modest living 

as a buffalo hunter in Texas before finding work on a ranch 
in Lincoln County in the center of the New Mexico Terri­
tory. He eventually came to own one of his own.

However, tensions between rival ranching factions ex­
ploded into the notorious Lincoln County War in 1878. A 
series of gunfights across the area left perhaps two dozen 
dead. The chaos thmst Garrett out of the shadows and into 
the middle of the bloodshed.

By 1880, residents enraged over the continuing violence 
thmst S h ^ f  George Kimball out of office in favor of Gar­
rett by a nearly two-to-one margin. The chaos continued 
as Garrett and his posse captured William Bonney, more 
famously known as gunman BiUy the Kid, in December after 
a shootout at Stinking Springs. Four months later, Billy the

Kid escaped just after his conviction for murder. Garrett 
would encounter him again in July 1881, apparently killing 
him in a nighttime shootout. However, questions over the 
details persisted with some suggesting that Billy the Kid es­
caped and never died at all. Garrett, however, l^ e d  several 
men in gunfights throughout his life induding his years as a 
lawman.

Nevertheless, this inddent ended the Lincoln County War 
once and for all. Garrett became known across the country 
for his role. However, he stepped down from his position 
as sheriff in 1882 and returned to Texas. While Billy the Kid 
grew into folk hero status, Garrett attempted to publicize 
his own version of events with The Authentic Life of Billy, 
The Kid, which became one of the most famous accounts.

Garrett continued his career in law enforcement. In 1884, 
Gairett was made a Texas Ranger but resigned his appoint­
ment a year later. He attempted an irrigation business, 
which failed miserably. By 1892, he settled in Uvalde on 
the Rio Grande to resume ranching.

In 1896, he was appointed sheriff of Dona Ana Coun­
ty in New Mexico after a prominent dtizen and his son 
disappeared in the desert. Garrett pinpointed four men for 
murder, and he and his deputies killed two of the suspects 
in a blaze of gunfire in 1898. The remaining two surren­
dered several months later.

hi 1901, President Theodore Roosevelt appointed Garrett 
as the US customs collector for El Paso. However, after a 
fistfight with one employee and a number of political mis­
steps, he was replaced by 1906.

Garrett, however, had massive debts by this time and lost 
his Uvalde ranch. He and his son attempted to lease a ranch

in New Mexico, but a dispute erupted with the owner, Jesse 
Brazel, and his partners about the terms. In March 1908, 
Garrett rode out to meet with Brazel to discuss the matter 
further when he was shot dead. Brazel confessed to the 
shooting but was acquitted of murder.

In the years after Garrett’s death, his character appeared 
in many novels and movies, including the first BiUy the Kid 
movie in 1925. Controversy and debate surrounding the 
life of Garrett only grew after his death. A small memorial 
marking the spot of his death near what is now US 70 was 
placed by his son in the 1930s.

VETERANS CORNER
Capitol Hill had a rally in sup­

port of Vietnam veterans who 
have health problems commonly 
associated with exposure to Agent 
Orange herbicide, but are denied 
disability benefits from the De­
partment of Veterans Affairs (VA). 
Senator Kristin Gillibrand (N.Y.) 
and Representative Chris Gibson 
(N.Y.) are sponsors of two Agent 
Orange Blue Water Navy bills (S.
681 and H.R. 969, respectively) 
and also sponsored the event that 
was attended by other congres­
sional supporters of cause. The 
VA currently presumes any service 

member who had boots on the ground or served on 
Viemam’s inland waterways was exposed to Agent 
Orange. If these veterans experience health problems 
related to that exposure, they are ehgible for VA 
disabihty benefits. The pohcy, however, denies this 
presumption to veterans who served off the Viet­
namese coast, even though many of these so-called 
“Blue Water Navy” veterans are experiencing the 
same health problems as those who served inland.

Gibson urged President Obama to order VA Secretary 
Bob McDonald to provide the presumption to these 
Blue Water Navy Vietnam veterans by regulation.
The House bill (H.R. 969) now has 319 co-sponsors, 
which constitutes almost 75 percent of the House 
and more than any other measure in that chamber. 
This bill would specify that veterans who served off 
the coast of Vietnam were exposed to Agent Orange 
and their related health problems are a result of 
that exposure. This change would allow Blue Water 
veterans to be compensated for service-connected 
disabihties related to their exposure to Agent Orange 
herbicide. We have the funding to send our troops to 
war, but limited funding for their treatment. We need 
to stop the pohcies that restrict benefits and care for 
those who still cry for help after 50 years. Austrahan 
crews who served off the coast of Vietnam are receiv­
ing benefits and treatment for Agent Orange-related 
illnesses, while U.S. Blue Water Navy veterans are 
not.

Governor Greg Abbott 
announced Monday an 
effort to strengthen penal­
ties for crimes committed 
against law enforcement 
officers - the Pohce Protec­
tion Act.

“At a time when law en­
forcement officers increas- 

"ingly come under assault

send a resolute message 
that the State will stand by 
the men and women who 
serve and protect our com­
munities,” said Governor 
Abbott.

The proposal is punctu­
ated by making it a hate 
crime for anyone to com­
mit a crime against a law 
enforcement officer out 
of bias against the pohce.

The Governor will request 
the Texas legislature to 
pass the Pohce Protection 
Act in the 2017 legislative 
session.

every day to protect the 
public, and it is time we 
show them the State of 
Texas has their back.
Texas will no longer toler­
ate disrespect for those 
who serve, and it must 
be made clear to anyone 
targeting our law enforce­
ment officials that their 
actions will be met with 
severe justice.”

Governor Abbott’s Pohce 
Protection Act includes the 
following proposals:

■ Extend hate crime 
protections to law enforce­
ment officers;

■ Increase crirninal 
penalties for any crime 
in which the victim is a 
law enforcement officer, 
whether or not the crime 
quahfies as a hate crime;

■ Create a culture of re­
spect for law enforcement 
by organizing a campaign 
to educate young Texans 
on the value law enforce­
ment officers bring to 
their communities;

For example, under 
current law, assault with 
bodily injury is generally 
punishable as a Class A 
misdemeanor, while as­
sault on a pubhc servant, 
including a law enforce­
ment officer, is a 3rd 
degree felony. Under Gov­
ernor Abbott’s proposal, 
in cases where the assault 
is on a law enforcement 
officer, the penalty would 
increase to a 2nd degree 
felony.

“The recent shooting 
in Dallas is not the first 
time law enforcement of­
ficers in Texas have been 
targeted. Our goal is to 
do everything possible to 
make it the last,” added 
Governor Abbott.

The way we were — 1966

We didn’t know it at 
the time but social mood, 
the Dow Jones Industrial 
Average, and just about 
every other positive was 
peatog  at our 1966 grad­
uation from Andrews 
High School. It had been 
up, up, up all the way 
from 1948 to 1966.

This was the first eigh­
teen years of the group 
later named baby-boom­
ers. We helped usher in 
the birth of rock ‘n roll 
(thanks Little Richard), I 
Like Ike, I Love Lucy and 
Ed Sullivan. Disneyland 
was as Shrek would say, 
far, far away in California 
but I never knew any one 
who had actually BEEN 
there.

" " "  pints not 
gallons. After aU gaso­
line was 36 cents a gallon, 
and lower when ‘gas wars’ 
broke out, often offering 
a set of steak knives with 
eight gallons or more!
And a new Chevy nicely 
equipped could be had for 
$3,000. Only problem was, 
no one had $3,000.

I worked all summer as 
a hfeguard earning a total 
of $750. But then tuition 
at Texas pubhc universi­
ties was still affordable at 
$50 a semester.

We are told hfe is com­
plicated now and there is 
not enough time for any­
thing. How did we cram 
so much into a week back 
then. Consider a typical 
day for the Class of 1966.

I parked my 1957 Chevy 
in front of the first air 
conditioned high school 
in Texas. First up was 
Bin Goolsby’s fourth 
year math class.. Goolsby 
termed his tests as game 
day, and then winking 
would remind us it was in 
fact a test coming.

Then it was on to 
second period with 
Mr. John Hogue in the 
Little Theater. Mr. Hogue

was a class act. He had 
Ron Ragsdale come by 
and treat me to a root beer 
at the K & W on North 
Main prior to the start of 
school. AHS had won the 
state debate champion­
ship the year before, so 
the bar was set high. Even 
then those of us involved 
in debate pondered just 
how he got the very best 
out of aU of us. It was a 
wonderful mixture of high 
expectations and a bounti­
ful budget that had us at 
every tournament in West 
Texas. I had never done 
better than win two lose 
two at my previous high 
school prior to arriving 
in Andrews. Now in the 
Big Leagues, I saw how it 
was done and what was 
required. I don’t believe 
we seniors ever failed to 
advance from the first 
four rounds to how­
ever many final rounds a 
tournament offered. And 
Ron Ragsdale and Dave 
Hendrick did win the state 
championship.

Third period was Mr. 
Shoffitt’s physics class.
The textbook fea­
tured some sort of new­
fangled physics, not the 
Isaac Newton variety. Mr. 
S was a fine fellow but 
physics remains a mystery 
to me to this day.

Time for lunch and then 
back to the Little Theater 
for training in the rest of 
the speech contests. Yes 
that is coriect. John Hogue 
had not one but two 
specialty speaking classes, 
each aimed at producing

wiimers. This encom­
passed persuasive, and 
extemporaneous speak­
ing as well as prose, and 
poetry reading. I wish I 
had kept a written jour­
nal of ^1 the awards won 
in, not to tnention a few 
sweepstakes trophies.

Mrs. Brown’s English 
class was up next. Today 
universities are being 
urged to incorporate 
more speaking and writ­
ing in the curriculum. I 
suggest they study AHS 
curriculum in 1966! We 
were required to write a 
book report in each six- 
week period! That was in 
addition to the reading 
assignments and tests. I 
have had college students 
who have never written a 
book report. No wonder 
America scores low among 
international students.

And come to think of 
it, economics teacher 
Keith Harding was way 
ahead of his time. He was 
lobbying for an adrninis- 
tration position and spent 
sixth period ‘in the of­
fice.’ We had our assign­
ments to read and tests to 
complete. The classroom 
even included the Wall 
Street Journal to read, 
which we enjoyed. Gee, 
did Keith invent online 
learning?

I happened into Sam 
Hollis’ photography studio 
one day. While purchasing 
some film, he offered me a 
part-time job on the spot. 
This is what I meant by 
positive social mood!

COLLEGE STATION - A 
comprehensive cattle market 
outlook will be one of the 
featured presentations during 
the general session of the 
62nd Beef Cattle Short Course 
at Texas A&M University in 
College Station Aug. 1-3.

During the Aug. 1 general 
session, Duane Lenz, market 
analyst with CattleFax, will 
give an overview of the cur­
rent cattle market and trends 
heading into the fall produc­
tion cycle, said Dr. Jason 
Cleere, conference coordina­
tor and Texas A&M AgriLife 
Extension Service beef cattle 
speciahst.

Currently, 150 meals are prepared 
five days a week at the Senior Citizens 
Centers in BaUinger and then dehvered 
to centers in Winters and Miles. Approxi­
mately 70 chents receive home dehvered 
meals throughout Ruimels County.

Hhhard’s proposal would be to con­
tinue serving the congregate and home- 
bound meals. Currently, they are experi­
menting with frozen meals. Hilhard said 
the cost is about $2.38 per meal.

“My main concern is to make sure the 
homeboimd chents are served,” Hilhard 
said.

Hilhard has been working on several 
proposals to help save the program, but 
also to address the fimding problems 
that the county has due to upcoming 
costs with building repair and mainte­
nance to many county owned facihties.
In addition, the county is facing another 
considerable loss this year due to the

downturn in the oil and gas industry.
During a meeting last week at the BaU­

inger Noon Lions Club, HUhard said he 
is proposing that the coimty continue to 
pay the utihties at the senior center. He is 
also proposing that the county approach 
Experience Works out of Brownwood, 
which is an entity that pays senior citi­
zens to work. It remains to be seen how 
much or if any funding wiU be provided 
by the county. AnnuaUy the program 
receives memorial donations and some 
fimding from the cities that are served.

Other proposed solutions to keep the 
program going are to put the program 
under a non-profit entity or to seek non­
profit status and to apply for funding 
through the United Way of the Concho 
VaUey.

There is a one-time cost of about $850 
for an entity to apply for non-profit 
status, Hilhard said. If approved for non­
profit status, the entities would be able 
to apply for funding through the United 
Way, which distributed funding starting 
each April.
