Acting Secretary of Agriculture
Carol ‘Tucker Foreman has an-
nounced loan rate increases for
the 1979 crops of upland and ex-
tra long staple (ELS) cotton and
a 1979 seed cotton loan program.

The 1979 upland cotton loan
rate of 50.23 cents per pound is
up 223 cents from 1978 and is
applicable to strict low middling
(SLM) 1-1/16 inch upland cotton
(micronaire 3.5 through 4.9) net
weight, at average location in the
S

This loan level reflects 85 per-
cent of the average price in the
designated U. S. spot markets
during three years of the 5-year
period ending July 31, 1978, ex-
cluding the lowest and highest
years in that period.

For ELS, the Loan rate is in-
creased by 9.75 cents a pound to
92.95 cents for 1979 and repres-
ents 65 percent of parity, the
minimum required by law. The
ELS rate equals 187 percent of
the upland cotton loan rate ad-
justed to average micronaire, and
is between 150 and 200 percent
of the upland rate as required by
law.

The seed cotton loan program
will be similar to that for 1978
with recourse loans available. (A
recourse loan is one in which the
borrower must repay the full dol-
lar amount of the loan.) This pro-
gram, initiated in 1971 to help
producers reduce harvesting, mar-
keting and processing costs, will
be offered where agricultural
stabilization and  conservation
state committees determine facili-
ties and conditions make it feas-
ible.

As in the 1978 program, loans

1979 Cottor Program Ammgunced

for both upland and ELS cotton
will be available to cooperating
producers for a term of 10 months
from the first day of the month
in which the loan is made. During
the tenth month, upland cotton
loans may be extended for an ad-
ditional eight months at the pro-
ducer’s request, providing the av-
erage price of SLM 1-1/16 inch
cotton (micronaire 3.5 through
4.9) in the designated spot mar-
kets for the preceding month does
not exceed 130 percent of the av-
erage spot price for the preced-
ing 36 months.

Loans for different qualities of
upland cotton will be based on
the SLM 1-1/16 inch loan rate. A
schedule of premiums and dis-
counts for individual qualities, the
base loan rate for SLM 1-1/16
inch cotton at each warehouse lo-
cation, and actual loan rates for
different qualities of ELS cotton
will be issued at a later date.

For 1979 crop ELS cotton, a na-
tional marketing quota of 137,000
bales (480 pounds net weight) and
a national acreage allotment of
114,965 acres was announced Oc-
tober 16. ELS producers will vote
on the marketing quota in refer-
endum December 4-8.

If quotas are approved, a pro-
ducer will be eligible for loans on
!1979 crop ELS cotton if he has
complied with his farm’s acreage
allotment. If marketing quotas are
not approved, the allotment pro-
gram would remain in effect, but
loans would be available at 50
percent of parity, rather than 65
percent, to producers who plant
within their allotments. ELS mar-
keting quotas have been approved
for the last 25 crops.

HYPERACTIVE?

Have you ever heard an exas-
perated parent or teacher des-
cribe a really active energetic
child as ‘“hyperactive”? This term
may not always be an accurate
description of a child’s behavior.
There is a difference between ac-

should be taken not to use the
phrase “hyperactive” to describe
all active children.

Parents and teachers can often
help any child by making realistic
expectations .of him, whether he
is active or hyperactive. If a child
has difficulty sitting still for long
periods of time, it is unrealistic
to constantly place him in situa-
tions where he is expected to do
this.

By nature most children are
active. They have a great deal of
energy that can be directed to-
ward learning experiences, since
they learn by doing, moving, tou-
ching and exploring. For this rea-
son, parents and teachers must
allow for stimulation, activity and
physical movement.

On the other hand, a hyperac-
tive child is continually in motion,
cannot concentrate for more than
a moment, acts and speaks on im-
pulse, is impatient and is easily
upset—in excess or beyond nor-
mal range for his age and sex.
This child may need special help.

Researchers recommend that
schools and families re-
member that these children’s

high level of movement may be
due to their development level—
which means they naturally ex-
