“AG Day salutes the farmers, 
ranchers, growers, food proces­
sors, all those in the food and 
fiber chain of agribusiness. Its 
primary purpose is to make non­
farming consumers more aware 
of American agriculture, its 
achievements, and even-more im­
portantly, the challenges it faces 
in continuing to meet the world’s 
food and fiber requirements,” he 
said.

“Since only 4% of the Ameri­
can population now farms (the 
number was 85% in colonial 
days), it’s easy to see why farm 
problems or issues generate little 
consumer interest. Food is sim­
ply taken for granted, and the 
farmer is not visible in the mar­
ket.

how ever, while only 4% of 
Americans are still farming, four 
out of every ten non-farmer wor­
kers in the U. S. are employed 
by agribusiness. Agriculture, the 
total industry of food and fiber, 
involves millions, and is the na­

tions’ largest single employer,” 
Brown said.

“That’s why,” he continued, 
“consumers must be made aware 
of such pressing farm issues as. 
the shortage of capital, over-re­
gulation, marketing restrictions, 
environmental pressures, mis­
placed blame for the inflationary 
food prices, shrinking farm land, 
and consumer groups running a- 
round with signs declaring . . . 
food is for people not for pro­
fit.”

Brown said the National Agri- 
Marketing Association (NAMA) 
is sponsoring AG Day through 
its affiliates, American Agricul­
ture Day Foundation, a nonpro­
fit organization. AG Day was 
launched in 1973 by the Miller 
Publishing Company, a Minnea­
polis agribusiness publisher, and 
each year since that day has 
grown into truly a national day 
of volunteer events and activi­
ties.

“We must get across that the 
farmer, to stay in business, must 
see the potential for profit. This 
gives him incentive to produce 
more. More production acts to 
drive prices down at the retail 
level. If there is no profit poten­
tial at forecasted prices, produc­
tion will be reduced. This creates 
a shortage which drives prices 
up; then both the farmer and the 
consumer lose,” the IH dealer 
said.
