USDA Begins Sprayimg Hoppers

In Texas Panhandle

First sprayiné in Texas this
year for grasshoppers under the
U. S. Department of Agriculture’s
cooperative control program be-
gan June 24 on about 771 thou-
sand acres of rangeland in the
Panhandle.

This was announced today by
Bill Stagner, who is in charge of
the program for USDA’s Animal
and Plant Health Inspection Ser-
vice in San Antonio.

The rangeland is located in
Armstrong, Briscoe, Deaf Smith,

- Donley, Hartley, Oldham, Parmer

and Randall counties.

Stagner - estimates that more

than 900,000 acres of Texas range-
land will be sprayed under
USDA’s cooperative program be-
fore the summer ends.

The grasshopper infestation
does not cover as many acres of
western rangeland as originally
expected because weather has
been unfavorable for hatching
grasshoppers, Stagner explained.
He handles the USDA cooperative
program in Oklahoma, Kansas
and Nebraska as well as in Tex-
as.

Estimates made last fall, based
on the number of adult grasshop-
pers laying eggs, indicated that if

- conditions this spring were per-

fect for grasshoppers there was
a potential for 32 million infested
rangeland acres in 17 western
states, according to William

SSI recipients who live in Medi-
caid institutions, to children liv-
ing with their parents, or to those
living in someone else’s house-
hold when they do not pay their
full share of household expenses.
States will be able to tailor
programs to distribute energy as-
sistance funds to meet the needs
of their residents.

Grasshoppers compete with do- '
mestic livestock and wildlife for &
forage. During heavy outbreaks, 3

grasshoppers may strip range-

lands down to the soil. Three con- j
ditions must be met for an area %

to qualify for treatment by
USDA’s Animal and Plant Health
Inspection Service: there must be

at least eight adult grasshoppers %=

per square yard; treatment
blocks may contain no more than
ten percent cropland, and the
treatment blocks must be 10,000
acres or completely encompass an
infestation.

Persons with grasslands infest-
ed with grasshoppers may get
help by contacting local, state or
federal Plant Protection officials.
