long-range property value.

ONCE DAILY SUCKLING
SPEEDS UP REBREEDING
Earnest Kiker
Briscoe County Extension Agent

Beef cattle producers who have
difficulty maintaining a 12-month
calving interval with first-calf
heifers might consider the “once
daily suckling” technique.

Once daily suckling means that
calves are allowed to nurse only
once a day. This eliminates a
lot of the stress on first-calf
heifers, allowing them to start
cycling earlier so that they can
be rebred.

This practice has been demon-
strated on the Sartwelle Brah-
man Ranch at Sealy and has prov-
ed highly successful in reducing
the interval between calving and
first post-calving heat.

The demonstration was based
on research by the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station which
showed that once daily suckling
when calves were 21 to 30 days
of age dramatically decreased the
interval between calving and first
post-calving heat in first-calf hei-
fers.

The practice includes separat-
ing first-calf heifers from their
offspring and then allowing omnce
daily suckling exposure for about
an hour from 30 days after calv-
ing until the heifers show heat.
After first heat, heifers are al-
lowed to rear their calves with

SEWING PLAIDS

Make sewing with plaids fun
by planning before cutting.

When buying plaid fabric,
keep the size of plaid design in
scale with your figure. Plaids
make an area appear larger.

Choose a pattern with few
seamlines and design details,
such as pockets, to minimize

normal suckling until weaned.

In the demonstration on the
Sartwelle Ranch, the usual re-
breeding problems with first-calf
heifers were reduced by using
the once daily suckling method.
In addition to getting the test
heifers back in heat rapidly, (73
days for first-calf heifers and 67
days for second-calf heifers), the
conception rate shot up to 91
percent compared to 3 percent
for the rest of the cow herd.

Extended intervals from cal-
ving to first post-calving heat are
responsible for lange increases
in production costs. This is due
to increased costs of cow main-
tenance, increased Ilength of
calving season, and increased
numbers of open cows at the end
of the breeding season.

The biggest problem in re-
breeding comes with first-calf
heifers. This is langely, due to
nutrition, so the once daily suck-
ling technique allows first-calf
heifers to “get back on their feet
more quickly and get ready for
rebreeding.” ;

Once daily suckling not only
shortens the interval from calv-
ing to first heat as effectively as
early weaning but also reduces
the major management problems
associated with early weaned cal-
ves.

In addition, the techmque dur-
ing an artificial insemination
breeding season can actually save
labor as the animals to be check-
ed for heat and penned for breed-
ing readily come in to suckle
their calves each day.

Although once daily suckling
can improve rebreeding perfor-
mance in heifers and young cows,
it is mo substitute for a sound
management program of herd
health and nutrition.

matching. Several years ago I
let my husband pick out a plaid
for a sport coat he insisted I
make. It took three hours to cut
out because of the matching.
When I got it made, all the plaids
matched well, but that was the
last time I let him talk me into
that job.

If you have never sewn with
plaids, select an even rather than
an uneven plaid. In even »plaids
the bars or stripes are the same
on both sides of the main length-
wise or crosswise bar, making @
perfectly balanced repeat. In un-
even plaids, the arrangement of
bars is different on either side
of the main lengthwise and/or
crosswise stripe. Even plaids are
much easier to miatch.

Pre-shrink a plaid fabric be-
fore cutting (as you should all
fabrics) because shrinking can af-
fect matching.

Cut out plaids using the “wwh
nap” pattern layout—meaning
turn all pattern pieces the same
direction. When laying out the
pattern, match the design at the
stitching line, not the cutting
line. Match the sleeve to the bod-
ice front not the bodice back.
Plaids will not match at should-
er seams, princess seams, darts,
above bustline dart on seam side,
at the back armhole seamline or
in a gathered or eased area.

Use the plaid lines to help pos-
ition the grainline arrow. When
cutting a double layer of plaid
fabric, be sure the plaids on the
bottom layer are in line with the
same design omn the top layer.
Pin, baste, or tape the fabric to
keep it from shifting the design.

If you pre an experienced
seamstress, be creative in using
plaids for particular design ef-
fects.

GENERAL ELECTION
NOVEMBER 4, 1980

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution
35 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
authorize the Legislature
to permit banks to estab-
lish and operate un-
manned teller machines
within the county or city
where the banks are lo-
cated and to share the use
of teller machines on a
basis consistent with anti-
trust laws, if it finds such
operation will serve the

convenience of the public, -

The Legislature has al-
ready passed enabling leg-
islation (H.B. 1510) for
this proposed amendment.
The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows:

/" “The constitutional
amendment permitting
the legislature to au-
thorize banks to use un-
manned teller machines
within the county or the
city of their domicile on
a shared basis to serve
the public convenience.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2

House Joint Resolution

Here
are a few of the pros and cons
which have been discussed in
connection with the proposals.

Amendment No. 1
UNMANNED BANK
TELLER MACHINES

The amendment would permit
the legislature to authorize banks
to use unmanned teller machines

AGAINST:

1. The cost of installing a net-

work of wunmanned teller ma-

chines would be passed on to the .

consumer.

2. The amendment circumvents
the long standing prohibition on
branch banking in Texas.

Amendment No. 2
STATE’S RIGHT OF APPEAL

A constitutional amendment to
grant the state the right of ap-
peal in criminal cases from cer-
tain rulings of the trial court.
FOR:

1. Granting the state this lim-
ited right of appeal provides

the only effective way of testing .

the constitutionality of certain
statutes and the legality of cer-
tain pretrial practices.

2. The amendment will provide
a criminal defendant with a me-
thod of ending criminal action at
an early stage if appeal is wor-
thy.

3. Granting the state a right of
appeal will eliminate to some ex-
tent the tendency of some jud-
ges, when in doubt, to rule in
favor of the defense to avoid ap-
pellate review of their rulings.
AGAINST:

1. The duration of a criminal
trial will be substantially length-
ened when the state takes an ap-
peal.

2. The caseload for the court of

" criminal appeals will be signifi-

cantly increased.
Amendment No. 3

EQUALIZATION BOARD FOR
AD VALOREM TAX

Proposing a constitutional am-
endment to require a single ap-
praisal and a single board of eg-
ualization within each county for
ad valorem tax purposes.

FOR:

1. Single appraisal districts
and boards of equalization are
needed to fulfill legislative intent
in the passage of the Property
Tax Code.

2. The creation of single ap-
praisal districts eliminates dupli-
cation of property tax administra-
tion.

3. Such districts would prevent
confliets in appraisals, thus pro-
moting uniformity and equality.
AGAINST:

1. Preventing county commis-
sioners from direct involvement
in property tax  administration
will vest too much tax authority
within one non-elected board.

2. Property taxes will probably
increase at the county level.

Amendment No. 4
LOCAL CHARITABLE
BINGO GAMES

Proposing a constitutional am-
endment to authorize bingo gam-
es for charitable purposes on a
local option basis.

FOR:

1. The charitable purposes for
which churches, synagogues, re-
ligious societies, and many other
organizations engage in bingo
are of great benefit to society.

2. The proposed amendment

~would allow each community to

decide whether to permit bingo
games.

3. Bingo games provide an op-
portunity for entertainment, so-
cial gatherings and relaxation.
AGAINST:

1. Fraud in bingo games would
not be easy to -prevent by local
law enforcement.

2. Organized crime would be-
come involved in bingo games
since profit margins would be as
great as in criminal activities.

Amendment No. 5
BUDGET EXECUTION

A constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to
grant budget execution powers
to the governor, subject to ap-
proval y a budget execution
committee.

FOR:

1. Since the Legislature meets
every two years in regular ses-
sion, there is a need for more
budget execution authority vest-
ed in an elective office.

2. With the approval of a’bud-
get  execution committee, the
chief executive could -closely
monitor agency expenditures and
insure accountability of tax dol
lars.
AGAINST: ;

1. Additional controls on
spending are not needed in Tex-
as as the citizens’ tax burden is
among the lowest in the country.

2. Such authority would allow
a free-spending governor the ab-
ility to increase expenditures,
just as a frugal one could de-
crease them.

3. Agencies are managed by
appointed or elected boards that
are accountable to the people
now; there is no need to change
a system that is considered one
of the best in the country.

A constitutional amendment to
change the names of the courts
of civil appeals and the names
and qualifications of the justices
of the supreme court and to pre-
scribe the jurisdiction and auth-
ority of the appellate court.
FOR:

1. It is unrealistic to expect

- only one.criminal appellate court

in Texas to administer criminal
justice that is needed  speedily
and is a deterrant to crime. .

2. The heavy workload of ap- :

peals in criminal cases that is
presently handled by one court
of criminal appeals would be
shared by the 14 reglonal courts
of appeal.

3. Appellate courts with juris-
dietion in civil and eriminal mat-
ters may attract and develop bet-
ter judges that have benefitted
from experience with a variety

of legal problems.

-4, This amendment could clar-
ify such questions as qualifica-
tions of a justice of the supreme
court and a vacancy in the office
of chief justice.

AGAINST:

1. Our present system is the
most efficient system to achieve
criminal justice.

2. The addition of a Ilarge
number of criminal cases to the
civil caseload of the civil appeals
courts will create another case-
load problem.

Amendment No. 9
CONVERSION OF MARITAL
COMMUNITY PROPERTY INTO
SEPARATE PROPERTY
Proposing a constitutional am-
endment relating to the conver-
sion of marital community prop-
erty into separate property.

. FOR:
1. A system for marital prop- -

erty should provide general rules
for determining rights and allow
for persons to make alternative
property" arrangements in their
best interest.

2. Benefits derived from prop-
erty should be owned by the
spouse who owns the property.

AGAINST:
