Durving extremely cold weather the
fan belt enn be loosened, which will
reduce the flow of alr through the ra-
diator nnd thereby allow motor to run
warmer than it otherwise would,

To obtaln maximum efficiency from
the low gravity gasoline new belng
used, the air entering the carbmretor
should be moderately heated. In hot
woeather, the pnormal air temperature
15 high enongh,  Provision Is mnde,
however, for heating the alr entering
the earlmretor, In cold weather, The
temperature s reguluted By a sleeve
over the enrbuaretor , ale Intnke, which
shionld closed  dorving  the winter
months, ;. It will asslst greatly in ap-
proximating the summer temperature
of the motor,

In starting the wmotor, make =ure
that the choke Is pulled all 1the way
ot dutil the wotor stares, then pnash
it in slghtly notil the motor warms
up bat do et have It even partly oot
longer than Is necessary., Do not race
an engine to woarm it up, run it at an
engine spesd approximately 20 miles
per hour,

Always use n light, cold test motor
all in cold weather, The motor woil
should be dralned more frequently in
winter than In summer, as the cold
temperature aggravates the dilution of
thie oil by raw fuel, especially when the
choke Is kept cosed too long, It s
not advisable to drive a car untll after
the motor has been turning over at a
rate of speed approximating 20 miles
per hour long enough to give the ofl
4 chance to get well into all of the
working parts,

We recommend umnder average con-
ditions, the oil be dralned approxi-
nuttely overy 400 miles In order to
guard agalnst excessive wear of the
Yenrings of cylinder walls,

Cars in short trip service in cold
weather, on account of extreme dilu-
tion of the oll, shonld have the motor
oll changsl every W0 to 500 miles. 1If
the car I8 not driven this far In a
month the oil should be changed once a
month regardless of mileage.

The oll pan shonld be reéemoved and
wikhed ont with kerosene occaslonally
in order to prevent any accumulation
of sediment which might have a de
trimental effect upon the bearlngs.

Aunother condition which must be
guarded agninst in winter Is the for-
matlon of water in the crankcase. A
slight formation of water I something
which is natural and cunnot be preven-
ted. It Is aggravated, however, by
the injudicions nse of the choke, fre-
quent starting and stopping the motor
ns might be occasioned by numerous
short drives, amd fallure to change
the motor oll at proper Intervals.

Water, if allowed to collect In the
oll circulatiog system, will pocket and
freese very readily, stopping the cir-
culution of oll. A heavy sludge will
also form which Is very detrimental
to the motor,

To prevent the evils of water acenin-
ulation, it Is wise to drain a cupful
of oll from the crankcase once or (wice
a week. This should be done while the
motor Is warm, but after It has been
allowed to wtand ldle for about ten
minutes, This Is easlly accomplinhed
by means of the drain valve handle
convenlently located In the right-hand
side of the crank case. Any water
present will be thus removed,

A vital point to remember In connec-
tlon with the storage battery Is that
at a remperature of 10 degrees F. ls
efficlency drops about B per cent,
Also, it s much more difficult to erank
the motor because of the effect of the
lower temperature on the lubrlcation

Test the battery with a hydrometer

When adding distilled water to the
buttery in froesing temperature, make
sire that the motor is lmmediately
run for & short thme o as to charge
the Inttery, thereby mixing the added
water with the aeld nmd preventing
freezing,

A Dattery not properly churged will
freese and specific gravity shoulid he
frequently ehecked,

A good hot spark Is needed for stari-
