Taxes To Eat Up
State

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
Tuesday said social security and
income taxes will eat up most
of the 5.1 percént pay raise state
employees expect in February
paychecks. .

“There will be a lot of disap-
pointed employees at the end of
the_month,” Bullock said of the
emergency pay raise approved
by the Legislature.

“For most employees, the so-
called raise amounts to little
more than a dollar a day.”

Bullock said “most of our pro-
fessional people—like my audi-
tors—will be insulted.”

Bullock pointed out that the
paycheck of a “typical” auditor,
with a spouse and two children,
will show a mnet gain of $41.98
on a met monthly salary of
$1,055.96. ; .

The situation is even worse
for the 60,000 employees who
are so lowly paid that they will
get a flat $50 raise instead of the
5.1 percent increase.

“A typical employee in the $50
category will take home $1.17 a
day more,” Bullock said.

*16.3 Milion In Farm Product Sales
Renorted For County In 1978

The market value of agricul-
tural products sold by the 287
farms in Briscoe County amount-
ed to $16.3 million for 1978 or
an average of $56,704 each, up
from $12.3 million in 1974 with
an accompanying increase in
production costs, according to a
preliminary report of the 1978
Census of Agriculture released
recently by the Bureau of Cen-
sus, U, S. Department of Com-
merce.

A breakdown of the county’s
total agricultural sales for 1978
followed by that for 1974, is as
follows: (Crops,  $11.5 million
compared with $8.7 million; live-
stock, poultry, and their pro-
ducts, $4.7 and $3.6 million.

While the value of gross sales
rose, the farmers’ icosts also
climbed since 1974. For example,
expenditures for fertilizer in
1978 were $920,000 compared to
$726,000; costs of gasoline, diesel
and other petroleum products
were $2 million compared . with
$1.1 million. Farm energy costs
of all types totaled $2.5 million
for 1978. The estimated market
value of machinery and equip-
ment per farm increased from
$32,731 to $59,043.

Of the total farms in the coun-
ty, 44 had gross sales of $100,-
000 or more and 64 had sales of
under $10,000. Farms operated
by individuals or families rep-
resented 87 percent of the total.
Some 73 percent of the operators
owned all or part of the land
they operated.

Since 1974 the proportion of op-
erators listing farming as their
principal occupation changed
from 87 percent to 82 percent.

Data in the reports for acreage
and inventories for 1978 and
1974 are generally comparable;
however, improved coverage in
1978, especially of smaller
farms, should be taken into con-
sideration in making direct com-
parisons of farm counts. Dollar
values have not been adjusted
for changes in price levels.

Other results of the census
show the 287 farms counted in
1978 had an average size of 1,692
acres. For 1974, 293 farms were
counted with an average size of
1,412 acres. The land in farms
totaled 485,581 acres in 1978 and
413,838 acres in 1974. Crops
were harvested from 104,911
acres in 1978 and 98,514 acres in
1974. Land irrigated increased
from 47,205 acres in 1974 to
48,006 acres in 1978. !

The inventory of cattle and
calves changed from - 22,972 in
1974 to 21,794 in 1978; the num-
ber of hogs iand pigs changed
from 1,098 to 753. The number
of sheep and Ilambs changed
from 234 to 1,486.

Acreages of crops harvested in
1978 and 1974 were .as follows:
corn for grain, 1,791 acres vs.
2,393 acres; wheat, 16,089 acres
vs. 28,385 acres; sorghum for
grain, 9,610 acres vs. 25,847
acres; soybeans, 3,854 acres vs.
2,146 acres; cotton, 65,591 acres
vs. 36,209 acres.

Production of cotton for 1978
was, 34,100 bales compared  to
16,800 bales in 1974.

The figures are for farms qual-
ifying under the definition: Any
place from which $1,000 or more
of agricultural products were
sold, or momally would have
been sold, during the census
year.

The agriculture census was
conducted in 1979 to obtain data
on the nation’s farm production
and sales for calendar year 1978.
Information from the farm cen-
sus, the 21st of a series which
began in 1840, will be used by
federal, state and county agen-
cies, agricultural colleges, agri-
cultural and business groups,
and farmers to help make a var-
iety of decisions about agricul-
tural programs and policies.

The legislative process is mo-
ving rather slowly because of the
failure to suspend a Constitu-
tional rule that states the first
thirty .days of the session shall
be devoted to introduction of
bill; the second thirty days to
hearing these hills in Commit-
tees. ’1”5_11;

The Constituiion also states
this rule can be suspended by an
affirmative vote of four-fifths of
its members. Another exception
is any bills the Governor desig-
nates as emergency legislation.

For many decades, these rules
were suspended without opposi-
tion. But this year there were
about 45 leaders in opposition to
the speaker that voted not to
suspend. This means, in effect,
no bills will be heard in Com-

mittee for thirty days and mnone
voted on before the first 60 days.
When the motion failed, Speaker
Clayton said that was fine with
him—Iless bad bills would be pas-
sed.

NOW, what is happening? . . .

The Governor is introducing a
number of the bills of his own
under the emergency designation
and designating other bills for
Conservatives as emergency leg-
islation that are being heard. At
the same time, the liberal State
Representatives that killed the

suspension of the rules cannot

get their legislation before the
legislature.

Last week I asked an aide to
Governor Clements to designate
a bill I had co-signed with Rep-
resentative Heatly as an emer-
gency bill. This bill would re-
fund hundreds of thousands of
dollars to the various counties
of the State. Because of Ilegal
technicalities, this money has
been tied up for the last two
years. Governor Clements com-

plied and I feel this will result
in a substantial refurd to the 10
counties in Legislative District
66.

Ross Perot, E. D. S., Dallas,

FARABEE SPONSORS
WAR-ON-DRUGS BILL

Senator Ray Farabee of Wich-
ita/ Falls has filed two bills de-
veloped by H. Ross Perot and the
Texans’ War on Drugs Commit-
tee. The filing of the hills was
announced February 4 at a capi-
tol news conference.

Senator Farabee said, “The
bills we filed Wednesday are

legislation that has beea devel-
oped by -a lay committee on
crime. All of his legislation has
to do with the control of drugs.
I am among these sponsors. The
controversial wire tap bill is not
in the five bills that State Chair-
man- of the Drug Committee,
Ross Perot, is sponsoring.

Governor Clements plans to
have one on wire tap and other
criminal matters.

aimed at stopping the multi-mil-
lion dollar drug trafficking

which is taking place all over
Texas, all of the time.” :

Senate Bill 393 will provide
for stiffer mpenalties for drug
traffickers dealing in large quan-
tities of illegal drugs. This is
designed to facilitate the appre-
hension of the large scale opera-
tors of the drug trade. Currently
it is wvirtually impossible to ap-
prehend these major conspira-
tors ' because they operate
through a chain of subordinate
dealers. This bill clearly defines
the offenses of trafficking in ad-
dictive drugs and marijuana and
the offense of financing of or
investment of funds derived
from illegal trafficking. It also
provides the means for the State
to confiscate funds obtained in
illegal drug sales. Persons con-
victed of dealing in large am-
ounts of drugs will actually serve
jail sentences.

The other bill, S.B. 394, re-
quires triplicate prescriptions for
such drugs as morphine, amphe-
tamines, methamphetamines and
methaqualone (Quaaludes).
Three copies of such prescrip-
tions will be made, one going to
the prescribing physician, one to
the pharmacist, and one to the
Department of Public Safety. A
strict system of security will be
programmed into the DPS com-
puter where prescription records
are stored to protect legitimate
patients. Perot points out that
this procedure is currently in
effect on four states, where it
has substantially eliminated pre-
seription forgeries and signifi-
cantly reduced the diversion of
legal, but commonly abused pre-
scription drugs to the illegal
market.

Three other bills are included
in the Texans’ War on Drugs

‘package. Senator Bill Meier of

Euless is sponsoring a bill cal-
ling for a mandatory five-year
minimum sentence for any drug
dealer 21 years old or over con-
victed of selling to anyone 17
or younger and a bill requiring
revocation of the license of any
doctor, dentist, veterinarian or
pharmacist convicted of a drug-
related felony,

Senator Grant Jones of Abil-
ene has filed the “head shop”
bill, outlawing the manufacture,
distribution, sale and possession
