Silverton Volunteer Fire De­

partment has recently purchased 
a piece of equipment that its 
members hope they will never 
have to use.

This is the Hurst Tool, an ex­
trication device with Jaws of 
Life. Most people are familiar 
enough with the Jaws of Life 
that they know it is a tool which 
can be used to open the door of 
a vehicle that has been damaged 
in an accident, to make it pos­
sible for passengers to be re­
moved from the wreckage.

A person may be pinned in the 
car by the steering column, and 
the Hurst Tool can be used to 
relieve this pressure by pushing 
back the seat or pulling the 
steering column.

It pries, bends, tears, shears 
and forces metal, masonry or 
timber—gets rescuers to trapped 
victims with life - saving speed. 
It can be used to force doors, 
remove steering columns, open 
barred windows, cut door posts, 
raise heavy weights, peel back 
roofs and sheet metal, lift rollup 
doors or take fire doors com­
pletely off their hinges.

The Hurst Safety Products 
Division, in conjunction with 
Texas Firefighter Equipment 
Company, have an emergency re­
pair service for this equipment 
that provides a Hurst Tool to 
use anytime something goes 
wrong with the purchased equip­
ment. This enables the depart­
ment to be back in service in 
a day or two.

The fire department and the 
Silverton Volunteer Ambulance 
Service will be working together 
in a combined rescue effort 
whenever the Hurst Tool is 
used. Quite often, both depart­
ments are needed at the scene 
of an accident and most of the 
members of the ambulance ser­
vice are also members of the 
fire department.

The ambulance service has 
purchased several items its mem­
bers hoped they would never 
need—but not one of them has 
not been used.

The Hurst Tool may help pre­
vent someone from dying or 
burning in the wreckage of an 
automobile.

The fire department is in need 
of donations to help defray the 
cost of purchasing the Hurst 
Tool. It is a very expensive item 
at $9,458.28, but was purchased 
in time to avoid a 12% increase 
in the price which was to go in­
to effect immediately. If you 
would like to make a donation 
toward this purchase, you may 
do so by contacting any fireman, 
going by the City Hall, or leav­
ing it at First State Bank.

Farmers are just like hybrids, 
and we are a hybrid nation (from 
all over the world).

There were several highlight­
ing points made by Dr. Blakely.

An example was Buddy Da­
vis, polio victim, who overcame 
the disease one day at a time. 
At the beginning for a full year 
he couldn’t talk or do anything 
except move his left hand. But 
he never gave up and did the 
best he could with what he had. 
Doctors said he’d never walk 
again. One day he stood and 
over the next eight years rode 
his stationary bike 100,000 miles. 
He walked one full year on tip­
toes. He went to high school 
where the coach saw his 6’9” 
height and wanted him for has-

In C o p  M i
ketball. By the time he was a sen­
ior, this boy, who was never to 
have walked again, had lettered 
in every sport. He was the tall­
est basketball player at Texas 
A&M.

There the school had high 
jump so he participated and was 
the best in the nation in his first 
year.

When you have a good year do 
you set a goal for next year? He 
did—the Olympics; and a year 
later he did it—received a gold 
medal—broke an 11-year record 
of 6’8”. He came back to the 
USA and said he’d do one more 
thing by breaking the world re­
cord of 611”. One day in prac­
tice he broke 7’. He knew he 
could do it! (Do you?)

Five months before time for 
the world record meet, he broke 
his foot. Everyone said there’d 
be no way. Five weeks before 
the event he cut the cast off and 
went. He jumped 611 Vz'\ Buddy 
Davis, who did this, was just a 
poor polio kid who could only 
use his left arm. Yet, he did the 
impossible.

In this life we must have faith, 
(2) service, get involved even 
with out all the answers, (3) 
wisdom—through wisdom we can 
and have faced situations and 
challenges. One highlight on wis­
dom was that as parents we 
duck the responsibility of cor­
recting our children. Dr. Blakely 
said, “Bust your kids at least 
once a week—if you don’t know 
why, THEY WILL! (4) life of ac­
tion; go as far as you can go. 
Stimulate the minds of others 
as well as your own. (5) secur­
ity; real security is the power 
of the mind. See what you have 
and how little you’ve done with 
it.

If you can march but only to a 
different beat, do it. Soar with 
those eagles. Some very strong 
people did soar such as Buddy 
Davis and look where he landed 
—soar now!
