Disaster Assistance 
Needed In Area

The Texas Farmers Union to­
day called on Secretary of Agri­
culture John Block to authorize 
emergency assistance to the de­
vastated counties of the Panhan­
dle and South Plains.

In a telegram to Black, TFU 
President Mike Moeller referred 
to the extreme crop damage from 
tornadoes, hail, high winds and 
excessive rain over the past 60 
days. According to Moeller all 
crops in the area have been af­
fected and damage to the High 
Plains cotton could run as high 
as 75% in several counties.

“These natural disasters,” Moe­
ller said, “combined with 1981’s 
disastrous prices, will bankrupt 
many of the affected farmers un­
less emergency assistance is pro­
vided.”

Under the 1981 Farm Bill, Se­
cretary Block has the discretion 
to authorize emergency disaster 
payments to farmers in the event 
of extreme natural disasters. 
Moeller said that the situation in 
the Northwest part of Texas 
couldn’t get much more extreme.

He urged other farmers to join 
in the call for special disaster 
aid.

When 
the grass got short and the buf­
falo moved on, the Indian moved 
with him. The grass they left be­
hind got a rest.

charged today that intense Ad­
ministration opposition and last- 
minute defections from three key 
Republican supporters resulted 
in the failure of the House Agri­
culture Committee to pass the 
emergency Farm Crisis Bill. The 
bill was introduced in May by 
Hightower and several other 
farm-state congressmen in an at­
tempt to provide help for farm­
ers going out of business in re­
cord numbers. Yesterday, the 
Agriculture Committee deadlock­
ed 21-21 and thereby failed to 
pass the Farm Crisis Act of 1982
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on its first attempt and after ex­
tensive and speedy hearings.

“I am extremely disappointed 
that the Committee failed by 
one vote to move the bill out of 
committee,” Hightower said. 
“There’s no doubt that the Ad­
ministration’s opposition was the 
deciding factor.” The Committee 
held two days of hearings on the 
bill with numerous farm group 
representatives and Congress­
men, including Hightower, speak­
ing in support, and Agriculture 
Secretary Block and others 
speaking in opposition. In his 
testimony on June 9, Block urged

the Committee to defeat the bill 
because he claimed it was unnec­
essary and that the farm situa­
tion would improve without con­
gressional action.

“Although there were three 
Democrats who voted no, I was 
mainly surprised that three of 
the farm bill’s main Republican 
sponsors who had been with us 
the whole way changed their 
mind and voted no at the last 
minute,” Hightower said. “Ap­
parently they couldn’t resist the 
Administration pressure. I think 
this clearly demonstrates that 
the Administration opposes giv­
ing farmers a greater say in their 
own production decisions. I guess 
that means they believe that our 
farmers should continue to be at 
the mercy of decisions made at 
the State Department and the 
President’s Budget Office.” High­
tower was referring to the fact 
that farmers were hurt financial­
ly by the Carter Administration’s 
grain embargo against the Soviet

Union, and that the Administra­
tion has opposed any emergency 
action on the agricultural front 
claiming budgetary and policy 
reasons.

“Even though the USD A offi­
cials admitted our bill would 
both save taxpayers money and 
help raise farm income, they ac­
tively opposed our efforts all the 
way,” Hightower said. “For • a 
long time, farm legislation was 
largely bipartisan; however, this 
Administration has consciously 
played one agricultural faction 
off against another and has brok­
en that bond among people who 
once worked together in the 
country’s best agricultural inter­
ests. We’ve got to put that coali­
tion back together.”

Hightower indicated the House 
Farm Crisis Group, which he 
helped organize earlier this 
year, would probably meet in the 
next few days to plan further leg­
islative strategy.

Congressmen Jack Hightower, 
Charles Stenholm and Kent 
Hance have issued an invitation 
to Agriculture Secretary John 
Block to conduct a personal in­
spection of hail-damaged areas of 
West Texas as part of their ef­
forts to convince Block to pro­
vide emergency disaster assis­
tance to farmers whose crops 
were ruined and who are on the 
verge of bankruptcy. Some 18 
counties in the 13th District were 
hit by hailstones in the past se­
veral weeks causing severe dam­
age to cotton and grain crops, 
the area’s important commodi­
ties.

In response to the request, a 
team of government officials 
which included the deputy secre­
tary of agriculture was in 
the area last week surveying 
the damage and preparing to 
make recommendations regard­
ing possible disaster relief.

Hightower, Hance and Sten­
holm on June 23 wrote Secretary 
Block an urgent letter request­
ing that he use his discretionary 
power under the 1981 Farm Act 
“to reinstate the disaster pay­
ment programs” for some farm­
ers in light of the serious dam­
age to crops in their West Texas 
areas. The storms “have destroy­
ed up to 75% of the crops in 
some counties,” the three Con­
gressmen wrote. “To compound 
the losses suffered from natural 
disaster, most of these farmers 
either have no crop insurance or 
an inadequate amount of cover­
age due to the high cost of the 
greater yield coverage and other 
transitional problems.

“Many of these farmers al­
ready have a substantial debt 
load due to the last several 
years of low commodity prices 
and ever-increasing cost of pro­
duction,” the letter continued. 
“We also recommend that these 
farmers be allowed to partici­
pate in any set-aside and CCC 
loan prograrfis available to their 
replacement crops even though 
no acreage base has been estab­
lished.

“Finally, we must ask that you 
protect the payment yield for 
deficiency payment purposes,” 
the Congressmen wrote. “Many 
producers will find their base 
yields dramatically reduced next 
year if they are forced to use a 
zero yield for this year.”

“We hope the Secretary will 
be concerned enough to come see 
the damage and that this will 
convince him that these actions 
are urgently needed,” Highower 
told the press. “Many counties in 
the 13th District were really hit 
hard, and for some of these far­
mers who are just barely hang­
ing on, this hail damage could 
literally push them over the edge 
into bankruptcy for good.” Ear­
ly estimates indicated that coun­
ties damaged by hail in the 13th 
District included Briscoe, Chil­
dress, Collingsworth, Cottle, Dal­
lam, Floyd, Gray, Hall, Hansford, 
Moore,, Hutchinson, King, Motley, 
Hartley, Ochiltree, Potter, Ran­
dall and Swisher. More counties 
may be included in updated re­
ports.

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insurance or an inadequate am­
ount of coverage due to the high 
cost, which compounds their los­
ses, he said in the letter to 
Block.

“Time has dealt a further blow 
to these Texas farmers since it 
is now too late for the cotton 
farmers to replant cotton and 
must now plant grain sorghum or 
soybeans, neither of which have 
a base yield established or will 
be eligible for any program bene­
fits,” Hobby said.

In addition, the lieutenant go­
vernor said, many of the farmers 
in the Panhandle and South 
Plains regions already have ac­
cumulated substantial debts due 
to several years of low commo-

ditjr prices and the ever increas­
ing cost of agricultural produc­
tion.

Hobby said that Block has the 
discretionary authority, under 
the Farm Act of 1981, to rein­
state disaster loan programs. He 
urged the agriculture secretary 
to use this authority immediately 
to alleviate the economic emer­
gency the farmers are facing.

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Texas Folklore 
Festival Is 
Pure Nostalgia

For some it’s an introduction 
to Texas’ amazing variety of cus­
toms and people. For others it’s 
a living Texas history lesson. 
For still others, it’s pure nostal­
gia. It’s the Texas Folklore Fes­
tival, the annual celebration of 
the state’s ethnic diversity and 
pioneer folkways.

Sponsored by The University 
of Texas Institute of Texan Cul­
tures in San Antonio, this year’s 
eleventh annual celebration fea­
tures 31 different ethnic and cul­
tural groups. More than 6000 
craftspeople, musicians, dancers, 
story-tellers and cooks from all 
over the state join together for 
this four-day extravaganza, Au- 
gus 5-8.

In the “Back 40” area of the

Festival’s 15-acre grounds, visit­
ors become acquainted with early 
Texans’ lifestyles as craftspeople 
in pioneer dress demonstrate 
age-old crafts and skills.

Learning functional crafts— 
from roof thatching to broom 
making—is an integral part of 
the Festival experience. The Cis­
co Civic League makes rush 
lights by dipping cat tails in tal­
low. Ross Pantalion of Nacogdo­
ches shows visitors how his mule- 
powered grist mill grinds corn. 
Nancy Lou Webster of Elgin 
makes treenware—kitchen uten­
sils made of wood.

Festival participants also dem­
onstrate decorative arts—crafts 
which added beauty and color to 
pioneer homes. Visitors can sit 
in on one of the two quilting 
bees in progress, learn to crochet 
with their fingers, or weave a 
basket of pine needles.

Children will enjoy making 
corn husk dolls, elm whistles and 
kites as their parents learn chair 
caning, drop spinning and adobe 
brick making. Visitors are invit­

ed to compete in the horseshoe 
pitching, corn shucking and wa­
termelon seed spitting contests. 
In all, more than 100 pioneer 
crafts, skills, games and activi­
ties are offered in the open-air 
classroom of the “Back 40.”

The “Back 40” also offers 
“cooking classes” for visitors in­
terested in methods of pioneer 
food preparation and preserva­
tion. At the smokehouse O. T. 
Baker of Austin offers passers- 
by samples of smoked venison, 
cured jerky and prickly pear ap­
ples. Herbologists instruct in the 
art of cooking with herbs as Bar­
bara Stall of Cuero explains the 
process of pickling.

A short stroll brings visitors 
face-to-face with sheep, goats, 
chickens and a longhorn steer. 
Children may pet the American 
Indian mare and her colt and 
watch bees at work in a -glass- 
encased hive.
