Breath Of Life
(ampaign In
Progress Here

The Breath of Life Campaign,
an annual appeal for funds to
help children with Cystic Fibro-
sis, began in Silverton on Sep-
tember 19, according to the Lone
Star Chapter of the Cystic Fi-
brosis Foundation.

“The campaign is called the
Breath of Life because that
phrase so graphically describes
what this fund-raising effort
hopes to accomplish—for child-
ren ahd young people with CF
who struggle to breathe,” says
Wanda Strange, chairman of the
campaign.

Cystic Fibrosis is inherited by
one in . every 1,600 American
children. It is incurable and ul-
timately fatal. Geneticists esti-
mate that one in every 20 Am-
ericans is an unknowing and
symptomless carrier of the gene
which can cause CF in a child.
If a baby receives a CF gene
from each of two unsuspecting
gene carriers, the child has a 25
percent chance of being born
with Cystic Fibrosis.

“Progress has been made,”
says Mrs. Strange. “When the
ICF Foundation was established
in 1955, few children with CF
survived to school age. Today,
with early diagnosis and com-
prehensive treatment, a child
with CF has a 50 percent chance
of living past age 19.

‘Improved techniques have
increased both the quality and
quantity of life,” Mrs. Strange
continued, “But these children
and young people still require
specialized and expensive care
and treatment throughout their
lives.”

The Cystic Fibrosis Founda-
tion supports vital research into
the cause of CF' and a cure or
control for the disease. It also

Secrefary of State fo
Tabulate General
Elections Returns

Secretary of State David A.
Dean announced today the Se-
cretary of State will undertake
vote tabulation in primary and
general elections beginning
with the November 2 general el-
ection. Dean noted that the Tex-
as Election Bureau (TEB) had
unanimously voted not to tabu-
late results for the upcoming
general election and instead
supported a merger of experi-
ence and expertise with the Se-
cretary of State’s Office.

Secretary Dean stated, “I am
exiremely appreciative of this
vote of confidence and the sup-
port expressed by the TEB Dir-
ectors. I have no doubt that their
pledge of support and resources
ensures that the undertaking
will be a successful venture. Qur
combined talents will maximize
the state’s ability to quickly and
accurately report statewide vote
totals. The nsatural consequence
of our efforts wﬂl be ‘minimized
_opportumty for election fraud
and a maxxmxzed flow of elec-
tion. results to the public and
canditates.”

Dean also stated that he was
inviting the current members of
the TEB to serve on an advisory
task force to the Secretary of
State to oversee the election re-
porting project, particularly with
respect to formulating the re-
turns to be reported on Novem-
ber 2, 1982. “The TEB has in-
deed filled a void for the State
since 1916 and is to be com-
mended for their service to the
'state over the years; however,
the time has clearly come for
the State to assume the vote tab-
ulation function and for it to be
carried on by the State.”

Burl Osborne, Executive Edi-
tor of the Dallas Morning News.
and Chairman of the Board of
Directors of the Texas Election
Bureau, stated that the TEB
Board of Directors had carefully
analyzed the Secretary of State’s
proposal and had unanimously
come to the decision to support
the state sponsored project. Os-
borne stated, “Based on assur-
ances from Secretary Dean, the
reports of the TEB staff, and
the views expressed by our
Board members, we have asked
Secretary Dean to proceed with
our cooperation.”

Dean noted that the Subcom-
mittee on Public Disclosure of
the Public Servants Standards
of Conduct Committee had, on
August 3, 1982, ratified a pro-
posal calling for the Secretary
of State to assume the vote tabu-
lation process with full Commit-
tee approval expectet in Octo-
ber. In addition, Governor Cle-
ments, Lieutenant Governor
Hobby, Speaker Clayton, and
State Representative Gib Lewis,
had endorsed the Secretary of
State sponsored project. Dean
noted that Representative Lewis
will be the House sponsor of the
legislation to institutionalize
the process in the Secretary of
State’s Office by statute.
